In ap interview to-
duy. Mr. reminded the President
of the great goad the ploneers hail done
for e country, He also recalled the fact
that there was some feellng that as thess
war veterand had already recelved 06
acres of land from the Government In
recognition of thelr services, the Govern-
ment -was no longer oblignted to them.
Mr. Tongue insisted that the obliga-
theti was the other way, that, Instead of
the Government's presenting #40 acres fo
the Uregon sellicrs, the Oregon settiers

hnd presentsd the entire Narthwost, north
of Calitornia and west of the Rockies, to
the United Btates. These people had
faoced the Indlans, settled and occupled
this vast territory, and after malstalning
thelr Utie, presented it 1o the United
Frates.

He believed the set-
tlers were not Indebted to the Govern-
ment, but the Government was Indebtod
to the settlers,

ANSWER OF THE MERGER

AGAIN DENIES THAT IT SEEKS T0
KILL COMPETITION.

Caigrowth of Attempt to Accommo-
date Large Paclific Commeree—
Penee but for Harriman.

8T, PAUL, May &—"An enterprise in
ald of a great competitive interstate and
international commerce™ W the description
of the Northern Securities Company given
In the answer filed by the attorneys for
tisat corporatiog In the suit brought by
Attornoy-Genersl Knox on behalf of the
United States to enjoln the so-culled mer-
ger of the Northern Pacific and the Great
Northerns Rallwaya. This answer Was
filed Inte this aftermoon, In the United
States Clrouit Court in this city, and at
the same time Individual answers were
fited by James J. Hill, W. P. Clough, D.
Willis James, John 8. Kennedy, George
F. Haker and the Great Northern Rall-
way, and by J, P. Margan, Rolert Bacon,
Daniel 8 Lamont and the Northern Pa-
cific Railway. The various papers follow
the same lincs

The answer of the Northern Becurlties
Company (s dlvided Into fwo parts. The
first ls largely a denial of the petition
respecting any charge of consplracy, and
respecting the pufposes of the organiza-
tion of the SBecuritls Company. Instead
of owning n majority of the shures of the
Great Northern or Northern Paclific Com-
panies, It v stated that those who are
interested in the rcrganization comphny
do not own within SN0 of a majority
of the Great Northern shares, and little
more than one-guarter of the Northern

that many stockholders have not sold, and
may not sell shares, and that neither
company, by any act or suggestion, has
solicited shareholders to sell to the Secur-
lties Company,
TFurchase of Darlington.

in the second part of the answer the
purchase of the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy dallway Company Is taken up, the
reasong for sucl’ purpose having been, 1t
is alleged, srroneousiy stated in  the pe-
titlon. Attention is calied to the wparsely J
settled or unseitled nature of the country
through which the Oreat Northern lines
pass, the abundance of raw materials to
be hauled nt a low mileage rate; the great
timber wealth in the Paclfic Morthwest,
and the necomsity of o return load for the
cars taking this timbér to the prarie
states; the development of trade with
Eastern Axla a8 a means of securing such
return joaids, and the establishment of a
connecting steamship Hne for that pur-
pone. .

It Is stated that in the Interstate and
International commerce which the CGreat
Northern Company has thus bullt up, It
competes both In this country and on the
ocvan with other transcontinental lines,
Incloding the Canadinn Pacific, and at
the Oriental ports It competes for the
commerce of the warld. ite rates are and
must he made In competition with the
rates of ocean carriers by way of the
Sues Canal. The policy thus followed by
the Great Northern Company in bullding
up an international, and thereby an inter-
state, commence has been followed by the
Northern Pacifice Company since its reor-
ganiezstion In 188, It i»s sald that both
roads were piaced st a disadvantage with
other transcontinentnl roads, as well as
with European competitors, by the want
of  sufflclent direct connection with the
territory offering the best markets for the
products of the country along thelr lines,
amd with 1he places of production and
great centers of disiribution from which
their trafflc must be suppliesd. The lnes
of the Burlington, better than those of
any other company, Tulfilled the reguire-
ments of both roaos in respect 10 markets
for eastbound and frelght for westbound
traffic. The answer recites these various
markets and their products end aays:

“The price pakd for sald Burllngton atock
was lower per mile of maln track cov-
rred by the stock than that for which the
stock of any other large and well-extab-
lished system In the same general lerri-
tory could then have been bought. The
purchase of the Burlington stock by the
Northern Pacific wund Great Northern
Companies in equal parts served each
company as well as if it were the sole
owner of such stock, while such purchase
might have been beyond the financial
means of elther company by itself, The
Great Northerm and « Northern Paclfie
Companies, Lherefore, each purchased an
egual amount of shares of the Burllngton
stock os the best means, and for the sole
purpose of reaching the best markets in
the territory slong thelr lnes and of se-
curing connectlons which would furnish
the largest amount of traffic for thelr re-
spective roads, incresse the trade and In-
terchanuge of commodilics between the re-
glons traversed by the Burlington lines
and thelr connections, und the reglons
traversed or reached by the Great North-
ern or Northern Paclfie lines, or by their
connecting lines of shipping on the Pa-
cific Const.”

it is alieged that such interchange of
traffic !s Indlspensable to the malntenance
cf thelr business, and to the development
of the country served, and that “in such
purchases these was no proposition to
lessen any competing of the Burlington
lines with those of either of the purchas-
ers. for they are not competitlve, or to
lessen any competition between the pur-
chasers’”; and, further, ‘the purchase of
the Burlington stock was not made In
view of the formation of thik defendant,
but solely from the motives and with the
purpoees already stated”

The history of the formation of the
bolding company i given very fully. the
projeot having ita inception many yeara
prior 1o the deciston of the Bupreme Court
in the Prarsall case, which has been al-
leged 1o be the reason for the organiza-
tlon of the holding company.

It is denled specifically and generally
that any stock thus secured ls to be held
or used “for the purpose of combining,
consolidating or placing them under one
common management or control, the rafl-
wuye of the Oreat Northern and North-
ern Paelfic Companies or the business
thereof for the purpose of monopulizing
or restralning competition between the
siuld rallway companies; or for any other
purpose than the election by each of =ald
rallway companies of a competent and
distinet board of directors, able and in-
tending to manage each of them independ-
ently of the other, and for the benefit of
their shareholders and of the publie.” It
= sald that every share of stock lasued ls
isstied In good falth for value recelved,
und In ucordance with law; that no agree-
ment Umiting or controlling the Individuatl
shareholder In voting his stock has been
pslgned or required, and that “‘the owners
end holders of stock of this defendant
are more than 130 In number, and the
owncrship of stock is changed from day to
day by sales and transfers In the usual
course of dealing. The sald persons who
formed or were otherwise concerned tn the
formation of thia defendant corporation
have never, all together, held, owned or
otherwise contrdifed an amount of stock
of the suld company equal to s0 much
us one-third of me whole wmount the reof
now outstanding."

Not Scheme (0 Evade Anti-Trust Law,

It is explained that the capital was
fixed s0 as to include all the stock of
the two companies, If Its holders so Qe |
sired, but it i» sald that “this defendant
waa not formed as & echeme or a device
to evade the act of Congress known as
the ‘anti-trust act,” or any other law
whatever, but solely for the purposes
heréinbefore stated., It is further stuted
that the Securitles Company was not
formed for the purpose of restricling
trade, orf muszzling competition between
the rallway companles, nor would such
resuits follow from Its erganization, for,
In point of fact, since the Securliles Com-
puny was formed, both lines have volun-
tarily s0 reduced rates as to deorcise
thelr earnings by more than $1,000,000 an-
nually. It Is alleged that for all inter-
state commerce, the mtes are fixed by
Joint tariffs with connecting llnes, and it
Is stated further that 'In respéct to all
such traffic, nelther of the defendant
companies has ever had or ever can have
any independent mte-making power, or
control of traffic or rutea

All jolnt tariffs with othel compantes,
to or from polnts common to the lnes
of the defendunt rallwad companles have
glways been’ and necessarily must be,
the sume whether the traffic Is carried
by ome or the other of sald companies,
The total of all other loterstate traffic
between common polnts on the two roads,
which is not competitive, both as to ratey
and quality of service with other carriers
having equal rate-making power with
them, is less than 2 per cent. of the total
interstate traftic of the two companies,

Is= Sot a Rallway Company.

It 4= maintained that the sale and
transfer of propersty, whether shares of
stock or otherwise. has never been and
cannot dbe adjudged a wviolation of the
no-called antl-trust act The Securitfes
Company I not o rallway company, and
has no power (o operate rallways or con-
trol rates or restrain traffic. The andwer
continoes:

“So far from intending to violate sny
provision of sald act of Congress, the
persons who were concerned In organ-
izing this defendant corporation, and
those who have sold their shares to it
bad every reason io belleve chat such |
sales were rot In any way In con-
travention of that aet. In common wlthl
the general public, they were aware that |
during the ]1 years since the passage of
that act, In many inetances, the stock
of a competing rallway company h&s been
sequired by its competitor, or the share-
holders thereof, such acquisition (ncipd. |
Ing many of the principa)l mllways doing
business throughout the country. This
has been done without objection of any
branch of the Government of the United
Statea, and has Invariebly proved bene-
ficial to the rallway compunles concerned
and to the public, and those making sales
of stock to this defendant had no reason
to belleve that such sales were open fo
any objection or question whatspever.”

The purpose of the organization ls re-
viewed briefly, and the answer continues:

“All nets done In relation to the argan-
Ixation of this defendant, and in the con-
duct of iis business have been expressly
authorized by law, and have had no effect
whatever to restraln trade or commerce
among the several states or with forelgn
nations. 1f the lawful transactions should
herenfter have any effect to restraln

“Three—Otherwize construed, the act

would be unconstitutional, because: The
power to reguinte commerce with foreign
nations and among the states does not
glve Congress the power to regulute any

of the mitters above mentioned in re-
spect to corporations created by the
states; and because: ‘Persons may not

be deprived of thelr property without
due process of law, by taking from them
the right to eell it, as thelr Interest may
suggest.' " .

All the Portlanders who attended the
Harriman banquet In  San Franclisco
