ArrEs DraxasiTers or Fisg, — Game
Warden Quimby hus recelved Information
that severa! charges of dynamite were ex-
ploded in Havden Island slough east of
Portsmouth last Sunday, and also that
seyeral times of late dynamite has been
exploded In Willamette siough. This s o
sérioys offense under the game and fish
law, the lowsst pensity for a first offeuds
being not less than a fine of 550 and inn
prisonment in the penftentiary for a sec-
ond offense. Ofenses of this kind are
tried In the State Clreuit Courts, and pun-
ishment ls certaln to follow comvictinn.
Those who have been using dynamite to
deatroy firh  musi remember that it kilis
every living thing in the waler for some
distance around where the charge in »x-
poded, which & why such heavy pennlities
are impased. Probably those who have
been expioding dynamite in the stoughs
near this city are ignorant of the law In
regard to this offense, but thia will be
no excpse for them If Fish Warden
Wuimby can bunt them up. Perhaps they
thaught they would have some fun blow-
ing up carp, catfish, suckers, efc., but
théy mus=t remember that it Is very dan-
grrous and very foollsh to indulge in fun
of this kind. Thers are now men under
bonds of HN ehch 2t Oregon City to an-
swer to changes of exploding dynamite
in the Mackamas River.

CorTaoUs DIERAFER OX THE INTHREAKE,
—Sinee the weather has berome warmer,
there has been o considerable tncrease In
the number of cases of contnglous dls-
casés reported gt the Health Commission-
e’'n office. The increase is noticeable es-
pocially in the number of cases of diph-
theris and typhold fever peported, and as
these are flith diceascs, thes number of
them is Ukely Lo keep on increasing for
some time, untii the puddles of slops, ete.,
and gecumulations of flth from which
they procead agre dried up. A house on
the East Side, In which thres cases of
typhold are jocated, has been examined
by the Plumbing Inspector, and the
plumbing found to be In a very unsani-
tary condition, A house In which there
are three cases of diphtheria has not yset
been examined, but mvestigation will be
made At once to mscertain the source of
the dlsease. There sre still many clustery
of shacks around town, which, judging
froin the mass of fith, Gecayed timbers,
and debris of all kinds brought to lght,
when similar shacks are torn down, are
favorite lurking places for the germs of
all sorts of fith dlseases. The Health
Commissioner nnd Plumbing JInspector
have thelr work cut out for them for
some time, If they would keep such dls-
cases within bounds

Few “Cosassion” Dparzas Now.—The
majority of dealers in country produce
along Front street say that the title of
“Commission men" commonly bestowed
upon them Is now & misnomer, Seventy-
five per oent of the country produce now
recelved by them has been bhought by
them, and the bulk of the other & per
eent s creamery bulter, for handiing
which they receie o commission of § per
cent. All the country store butter, which
they recelye, which ts made by farmers
and is shipped to San Francisco to be pro-
cessad, s bought direct from the cduntry
tores, and egg= the same. Deajers send
out weekly offers for these things, and
for other produce, naming the price they
will pay for the week, for these things,
f. o b st different stations on the rall-
road Unes and the atufl is bought in this
way. Poultry, dressed calves and hogs
and soms other farm produce is still scld
on commirgion, but most farmers prefer
to sell thelr stuff, sa they are kapt fo-
formed by the papers as to prices. Hence
the socalled commission men In reality
tran=act very little coammission business,
and the nédw style of handling farm pro.
duces appesrs to glve general satiafaction
to mll conocerned,

E Beach In his report recited the large
amount of work thit had been accom-
plished during the life of the soclety and
Jaid particulnr siress on Its grwth, which
was more especially noticeable during the
past three or four years, He further
spete of the great neceasity there was
for the bullding to be completsd by hav-

Mr. Beach also spoke In high terms of
the family home a» being the best pos-
sible place to bring, up & negiected child,
and expressed his appreciation of the lm-
mense amount of good accomplished by
the soclety In caring. for delinquent min-
ors, and belleved that such children after
a short stay at the home under proper
treatment were much benefited.

Mm. C. R. Templeton, secretary of the
Ladies' Advistory Board, presented a very
abie report, In which she outlined the
gréeat responiibllity Involved In taking
charge of the class of children that the
soctety ia called on to care for, and men-
tionped the fact that it (s not nearly o
bhard to place the smalier chlldren s» the
older. The difficulties In placing the older
girls, sald the report, are Vvery numerous,
especlally girls who have natural way-
ward tendencles, as nfter the places are
ascertained to be suitadble such girla are
somstimes entloed by outside influence to
meke trouble, and It Is only a short Ume
ago that a girl was invelgled away o an
adjolning county by an unprincipled man
whom the soclety will do thelr best to
bring to justice.

In speaking of a reform school for girls,
Mra. Templeton sald that while she
would advocate such ap institution, yet
she belleves that no girl should Be sont
there - except when found to be beyond
the comirol of the pociety, as It in not
good policy to place any child In a penal
Institution If other mesne can be brought
te bear to reform them

The interior of the Rectlving Home ia
spoken of in the report as perfect, Clean-
liness and order are found from cellar to
gurret, and the diet of the ehildren,
though plain, ix very healthful. The kind-
ness of the public achocls throughout the
siate makes 1t possibie for the children
to have frult twice Jally throughout the
entire year,

The Nfedlework Gulld of Amerien was
spoken of In giowing terms and the Im-
mense amount of good that 1t will be en-
ablaed to do If eachuraged by the com-
munity In providing destitute persons,
both children and adults, with necessary
new garments. “The soclety,” sald Mrs
Tempieton, “much appreciates the gener-
ous donations of the Gulid last FwllL"

Treasurer L. L. Hawkins In rendering
his report sald that during the past year
lh!wrkly had been ealied upon to spend
& iarge amount of moner In repairing
the old bulidings taken Im on & mortgage
which it had to foreclose, but that It
would finally reap the benefit by making
the properly bear more expemse than In
the past. The oet expense of maintenance
for the past year has been $M 42, making
