A. prominent mlllowner. In speaking

of this notice last night, siad: "The men
now have no further ground for com-
plaint. Our action in raising wages has
been in good faith at all times, and this
gives our employes assurance that the
present wages will be paid, not only for
a year, as they ask, but for as long as
conditions, will warrant it. Portland em-
ployers have always accorded their men
the best of treatment, and wages in Port-
land mills are In advance of those paid
elsewhere on the Pacific Coast for like
work."

Yesterday was a busy day among the
sawmill strikers. An effort had been
made to take the laborers In the Port-
land mill to and from their work hy boat,
thus avoiding the union pickets. The
union men were of the opinion, however,
last night that they had checkmated that
move. They also believe that other mills
are lending men to the boycotted mill, and
declare that, white they regret very much
to tie up the lumber traffic of the city,
such an action is enough provocation for
declaring a more extensive strike.

The managers of the Portland mill are
still standing their ground firmly and re-
ported Si men at work yesterday. An ex-
haust pipe blew out in the morning, how-
ever, and they "were not enabled to run
during the day.

The pickets who have been stationed
around the Portland Lumber Company's
mills since the strike have succeeded
nearly every day in Inducing a few more
men to join their ranks as they were go-
ing to and from their work. Monday Mr.
TVentworth, manager of JUie company, de-
cided to remove his men from this temp-
tation. Accordingly, a contract was made
with Mr. Kellogg to transport the men to
and from their work on the steam launch
rH90 Hoo." Now the "Hoo Hoo" has a

whistle which Is familiar to all the men
who work around the mill.. Monday night
the pickets waited until a late hour, but
no one passed their lines, and the many
effective appeals they had formulated
during the day could not be used. Much
speculation was Indulged In as to how the
workers had escaped without their no-
tice, until one spoke up who had heard
the "Hoo Hoo" whistle just about quit-
ting time, and the problem was solved.
A delegation was at once sent to wait
upon the "Hoo H90" owner.

When the situation was thoroughly ex-
plained, he promised not to let his "Hoo
Hoo" be used further for that purpose.
The union people say the management
will have trouble finding a boat that they
can use for this purpose.

It was also learned that this boat was
to pick up some men at some of the other
mills.

"Those who offered to furnish men to
the Portland mills," said one of the union
leaders, yesterday, "must Tiave been look-
ing for trouble, and if the reports are
verified, the strike will most assuredly
be extended to their mills."

No time has yet been set for extending
the strike, or no action taken, but at any
time during the day members of the ex-
ecutive committee could be seen stand-
ing around engaged in earnest conversa-
tion, which was stopped as soon as any
one approached.

The management of tho Portland mills
fitlll declare they will not yield, and say
they will soon be able to run to advant-
age. "We have now 81 men at work,"
Bald Foreman Murphy. "They are mostly
green hands, but they will soon learn and
make good mill men." The mill was not
running yesetrday. On being asked why,
Mr. Wentworth said: "We had an acci-
dent this morning. An exhaust pipe blew
out, and we will not bo able to run until
it is repaired."

The strikers are very much disposed to
discredit the statement that 81 men are at
work, and express it as their opinion that
less men are at work thero now than the
day after the walkout.

So Activity in Pinning: Mill Strike.
No activity was manifested in the plan-

ing mill strike yesterday, and conditions
are still unchanged. Each side Is quietly
waiting for the other to give in. Both
strikers and employers stato that they
have negotiations under way that will
assist in bringing the strike to a favor-
able termination, but neither anpounces
the details.

The Great Central Railroad Company,
which was Incorporated in Oregon last
week with capital of $10,000,000 to build a
railroad between Coos Bay and Salt Lake
City, has perfected its organization.

No plans of this corporation are yet an-
nounced here, because the real parties In
Interest are said to be la the East, and
any declaration of intentions must come
from them. From the promptness with
which the organization was perfected, It
Is assumed that the company will soon
begin active operations.

FLOUR SAME AS WHEAT.
Export Rates Pnt on Level hy the

C, M. fc St. P.
CHICAGO. May C The Chicago, Mil-

waukee & St. Paul road has placed ex-
port flour on n. level with wheat in the
matter of transportation charges. This
action, according to the Record-Heral- d,

which makes the announcement, will be
followed by all Western lines with simi-

lar rates, and means a saving of millions
yearly to the mills of the Northwest.
For years past the millers have vigorous-
ly contended that if the rates were made
the same on wheat and fiour, grain would
not be taken from the United States, but
would be made Into flour here and then
shipped for export.

Strong appeals for. relief have recently
been made to President "Roosevelt, direct
to Congressional committees, and to the
Interstate Commerce Commission.

A Burlington Extension.
ST. PAUL. Minn., May 6. The Burling-

ton has placed a corps of engineers in
the field at Erlckson, Neb., with Instruc-
tions to run a line north to O'Neill, the
Western terminal of the Great North-
ern's West Nebraska line. The distance
Is about DO miles. Erlckson Is due south
of O'Neill, and Is the nearest Burlington
point to the Great Northern in Southwest-
ern territory. The construction of the
short section of Nebraska trackage will
give the Burlington-Gre- at Northern a di-

rect route from tho head of the lakes
through either Wilmar or St. Paul to
Denver. The Aurora-Erickso- n line of the
Burlington Is directly connected with
Hastings,. Neb., on the Omaha-Cheyen-

line of the Burlington by a branch. Be-

tween Holdrego. lying somewhat further
west on the same line, and Arapahoe
Junction, on the Denver main line, Is an-

other connection which affords the re-

maining line in the through route.

Ready to Bnllil Railroads.
Colonel Albert E. Boone, the railway

promoter and constructor, of Zanesvllle,
O., writes to the Chamber of Commerce,
offering his services In the Interest of the
Nehalem railroad. He says F. McNamer,
of Portland, called his attention to the
matter, and continues:

If your body will I can outline a
plan whereby the railroad will be speedily
built, provided I can retain the loyalty ot
thoie that join, me In carrylnfir forward the
work until the same is financed beyond hope
of recall. An invitation to me to visit Port-
land In the Interest of thlB or any line of
railroad to be projected that will touch coal
deposits will be not only promptly but cheer-
fully accepted, all at my own expense. I
am practically foot-loo- se and xpen for new
work, and for once would like to work In th
Interest of a wide-awa- people.

Miller, of the Southern Pacific, yesterday
received from Commissioner Dosch, at
Charleston, acknowledging receipt of a
package of literature describing the coun-
try along the Southern Pacific lines. Com-
missioner Dosch added:

The attendance here is very satisfactory
now, 3000 to 5000 dally, and It we do not
get some good Southern immigrants it is not
because they do not want to go to Oregon.
Our exhibit Is the Mecca of the visitors, and
is thronged nil day long with Interested peo-

ple asking all kinds ot Questions, as most of
oifr products are new to them, but I never
weary of explaining over and over again.

To Help Her Railroads.
VICTORIA. B. C May 6. The bill to

aid the construction of the Canada North-
ern Railway from Butte Inlet to the east-
ern boundary of the province and the
Victoria, Vancouver & Eastern Railway
from the coast to Boundary, was laid
before the Legislature last night.
The .government also Introduced a bill
last night to borrow $3,000,000 to aid rail-
ways, pay their overdraft and carry on
other public works.

Beef Rates to Be Restored.
CHICAGO. May 6. Freight rates on

dressed beef and live beeves from Mis-
souri River points are to he restored after
July 1 to what they were prior to Juno
30, 1S0L This will mean an advance on
each class of freight of about five cents.
The meeting of the executive officers of
the Western roads here to-d- had the
matter under consideration, and the re
sult, waB the agreement to restore former
charges.

' Railroad Xotcx.
W. H. Jenkins, chief passenger clerk of

the Southern Pacific, has returned to his
desk, after an absence of a month on ac-
count of Illness.

The new time schedule on the Northern
Pacific Is already proved popular. From
the first day the trains have been filled,
and the wonder Is how the business was'
previously handled with one train less a
day. Immigrants that started from Eu-
rope before the settlers rate expired are
still moving westward over the line.

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CONVICTED OF LARCENY

Confidence of His Attorney Ap
parently Too Rosy Xeivs of a

Albert Lovell was tried and convicted
before Judge Cleland yesterday on a
charge of embezzlement of $60 on March
20, from L. M. Aubert, a stablekeeper.
The information set forth ,that Lovell
sold two mules belonging to Hubert for
$50 and failed to account for the pro-
ceeds. The testimony showed that Lovell
worked at Hubert's stable and made a
business, of trading and selling horses for
Hubert for a period of six weeks. After
selling the mules, Lovell went to The
Dalles and was arrested there and the
money found on" his person.

As a defense Lovell testified that he
owned the mules, having purchased One
of them on his own account with $10,
which he received from Hubert, and the

He wants to have
this defendant sent to the penitentiary
and his hair cut off and his name dis-
graced, for what? In my short experi
ence as a criminal attorney, I never have J

seen such a flimsy case as this one. You
ought never to leave the jury-bo- x. Gen-
tlemen of the Jury, everything tends to
show the Innocence of the accused. Be
cause he did not act like an Idiot and give J

this man the $G0, he had him arrested.
He has absolutely established his Inno-
cence, and you should not waste very
much time on reaching a verdict."

The Jury returned a verdict of guilty
after a brief deliberation, and Mr. Stout,
who appeared surprised at the result,
asked and was allowed 10 days to file a
motion for a new trial. Deputy District
Attorney John Manning appeared for the
State.

CITY OF MEDFORD LOSES. .

Judge Bellinger Says It Has No Pow-
er to Tax Telephone Franchises.

Judge Bellinger yesterday declared that
the City of Medford had no power to
tax the franchise of the Sunset Telephone
& Telegraph ' Company. The suit was
brought by the latter to enjoin the City
of Medford from removing the poles and
wires of the complainant from the streets
of that city, under an ordinance Imposing
a license upon the company of $100 per
year, and requiring an agreement not to
charge customers in Medford more than
$1 50 per month for its services.

The question involved was the power
of the city under Its charter. The court
said that when the city gave the com-
pany a franchise, It might have charged
for the 'franchise, but It did not. The
court held that In the charter of the city
the power to license as a means of regu-
lating all business, implies a power to
charge a fee therefor sufficient to defray
the expenses of Issuing the license and to
compensate the city for any expense rd

In maintaining such regulation.
Whenever It Is manifest that the fee for
the license Is substantially In excess of
what It should be, It will be considered a
tax and the ordf r imposing It void.

The provision of the ordinance In re-
gard to charging no more than $1 50 per
month for telephone service was not In-

sisted upon by defendant. Its Invalidity
was conceded, and It was therefore not
necessary to consider It. The demurrer
to tho bill of complaint was overruled.

SUES STREET-CA- R C031PAXY.

Dentist Seeks to Recover for a Hard
Fall.

B. R. Freeland. a dentist, who alleges
that while he was attempting to board a
car at the corner of Grand avenue and
East Morrison street, the car was started
without warning and he was thrown down
and Injured, yesterday filed suit against
the City & Suburban Railway Company
for 55000 damages. The papers were filed
in the State Circuit Court by C. M. Idle-ma- n,

attorney.
According to the allegations in the com-

plaint, the corner of Grand avenue and
East Morrison street has been a regular
stopping place for the cars, and on March
28, 1902, Freeland, desiring- - to go to Mount
Tabo.r, was about to get op a car at this
point when the motorman negligently
turned on the power without any previous
warning, the car was started and Free-lan- d

was precipitated violently to the
ground, striking on his head and back.
He avers that his nervous system was
shocked, his left hand lacerated, and that
he has since been unable to practice his
profession-- !

CLAIM OF "WIFE ALLOWED.

Jadfce Bellinger Overrules Creditors
Objections In Bankruptcy Case.

Judge Bellinger yesterday Rendered a
decision in the matter of T. Frank Miner,
bankrupt, overruling objections of cred-
itors to the claim of bankrupt's wife and
to his discharge.

Mrs. Miner presented a claim against
her husband's estate for $2000, owed by
him to her father, and by him assigned
to Mrs. Miner.
'The creditors objected to the allowance

of this claim on various grounds, claim-
ing that the moneys which were tho sub--

ject of said claim were moneys obtained
and used by the bankrupt In the busi-
ness for the joint use of himself and
wife.

Various objections were made to the
bankrupt's discharge, involving charges
against him of failure to keep books, and
of concealing property.

In regard to Mrs. Miner's claim the
court held that the rights of the other
creditors are not In the least affected by
the fact that the claimant and not her
father Is permitted to prove the debt. The
findings and decision of the referee in
expunging this claim were reversed and
set aside, and the claim was allowed.

In regard to tho objection to the dis-
charge of the bankrupt, the court con-
cluded that the facts and circumstances
relied "upon by the objecting creditors
were not sufficient to Justify an Inference
of purpose on the part of the bankrupt
to misrepresent the true condition of his
affairs, or to secrete any of his prop-
erty, and that the objections were not
sustained by the evidence, and the find-
ings and order conformed to this opin-
ion.

The court granted 20 days in which to
move for a rehearing and" ordered a stay
of entering the order until the motion is
filed.

Prosecuting Witness Not There.
Emma Williams, charged with larceny

of 20 from the person of H. W. R. Shoop,
was to have been tried In the State Cir-
cuit Court yesterday, but as the pros-
ecuting witness was not present, the trial
was postponed until May 12, Deputy Dis-
trict Attorney Spencer said that Shoop
had been personally served with a sub-pen- a,

and had deposited cash ball to in-
sure his attendance in court when want-
ed, and he did not know why he was not
on hand. Mr. Spencer stated that he
would try and find the man. The woman
is at liberty on a bond of $1000.

For Partition of Property.
James G. Dorrance has filed suit In the

State Circuit Court against Samuel H.
Dorrance and wife, asking for the parti-
tion of river front property In the James
Terwllliger donation land claim, South
Portland. The parties own an undivided
one-ha-lf each in the land, and there is a
sawmill located upon it. There is also a
mortgage amounting to $6296 in favor of
Joseph Paquet and B. F. Smith. The
complaint asks that If the property can-
not be evenly divided, It be sold, anda division be made after the mortgage
has been satisfied.

was rendered by Judge Sears yesterday.

TIME-HONORE- D PRECEDENT

Cited From Plutarch, With Addition
of Davy Crockett's Rule.

PORTLAND, MayT To the Editor.)
Plutarch Informs us that Themlatocles, a
noted Athenian General, having once In-

timated In public that he had formed a
most 'mportant project, but that the
strictest secrecy was necessary to Insure
Its success, was told to confide It to Arls-tld- es

and the people would follow his
advice. This great statesman having
been told by the General that the project
was to burn the fleets of the Combined
States, at anchor in perfect security in
the harbor of Pegasus, thus giving to Ath-
ens the absolute command of Greece, in-
formed the people that "nothing could be
more advantageous than the project, but
nothing at the same time, could be more
unjust." Thereupon the whole assembly
cried out with one voice, "Let us have
nothing to do with it."

Here is a. good precedent for our strik-
ing mlllmen. When told as they have
been by a universal public sentiment,
that to single out one mill and treat it
differently from other mills that occupy
Its same position, while being perhaps
most strategic, Is at the same time most
unjust, they should at once cry out
as did the Athenians: "Let us have noth-
ing more to do with It." And why should
they not cry a halt? They have no pres-
ent grievance; the wages the demand

are being paid, and, remembering that
great truth spoken by our Savior, that
"sufficient unto the day Is the evil there-
of," they should call off the strike until
such time as they have an actual existing
grievance. Instead of an anticipated one
to deal with. And In the future, before
taking so Important a step as they have
now Injudiciously taken, they should
most carefully heed this good old rule
of Davy Crockett's:

I leave this rule for others when I'm dead:
Bo always sure you're right; then so ahead.

TO KILL BACILLUS.

Violet Ray Apparatus Beiag: Tested
at Nevr York.

NEW YORK, May" 6. In one of the
apartments of the Flower Hospital there
has Just been Installed an expensive elec-
trical apparatus, which resembles a pow-
erful searchlight of a man-of-wa- r. It i3
known as an actlonolite. and Is said to
be the first complete Instrument of the
kind permanently set up in an American
hospital. Its. operation, it Is hoped, is to
make a practical and thorough test of
the theory now widely accepted by scien-
tists that powerfully concentrated chem-
ical or actinic rays of violet-colore- d light
possesses distinctly curative properties
in cases of cancer, tuberculosis and oth-
er diseases having their supposed origin
in bacteriological germs or parasites. B.
M. Kuhnhart, one of the trustees of the
hospital, is the donor of tho apparatus
and has paid the entire cost of its in-
stallation.

To test the newly Installed apparatus, a
private demonstration was made In the
hospital. The first subject selected for
a test was a boy suffering from what
appeared to be a hopeless case of tuber-
culosis of the hip. During the exposure
to the chemical Tays of light tho subject
reclined upon a sort of divan not unlike
an operating table, and the diseased tis-
sues were exposed to the rays directly
focused upon them and concentrated by
means of a powerful lens. It is of course
too early to predict results In the case.

THE NEW MILFORD FIRE.
1

Over Half a Million Loss In the Con-
necticut Town.

DANBURY. Conn.. May 6. Between
$300,000 and $000,000 la the latest estimate of
the loss by the fire which destroyed tho
business section of New Milford, 16 miles
north of here, last night. Nearly 50 build-
ings, Including mast of the stores, two
banks and three hotels were burned. The
fire was under control at 4 o'clock this
morning. The New Milford National
Bank, the last building to take fire, was In
ruins at daybreak.

The fire started about 8:30 o'clock In tho
stables of the New Milford Hoase. The
cause Is unknown. In 10 minutes the
stables, the hotel and several outbuildings
were In flames, and' the railroad station
opposite was In grave danger. The vil-
lage fire department, which consists only
of a hose company and a hook and lad-
der apparatus, was unable to cope with
the flames, which spread quickly to the
Mygatt block. The office of the Southern
New England Telephone Company Is In
that building, and the operator. Miss Bes-
sie Bartram, remained at the switch board
until the flames' drove her from, the build-
ing.

From the Mygatt building the fire
spread along Bank street, the principal
business thoroughfare of the village, and
leaped from building to building until
checked. Twenty different buildings were
