Overwhelming Defeat of the Amend-
ment to Joln Arisona and New
Mezieo ms The State of
Montezuma.

The opposition in the House to the
bill for the admission of Okinhoma.
Arizons and New Mixico collapsed at
the last minpte yesterday, and the Bl
wah passed with divislon as It came
from the cammittes, except for & few
vertinl amendments.

(Rep., Ind), to joln New Mexico and
Arisons and sémit them as the State
of Montezuma.

Delegute Mark A. Smith, of Arl-
sona, who bas besn fghting for the
adenimion of his territory for & dosen
years. had jemt mads a vigorous spesch
against the Overstreet mmendment,
whes he was ssised with & rush of
Biood o the heail. He waa conveyed to
the jobby, whers several plosiclans
whs are members of the House, by
prompt  admintstration of powerful
heart stimuisnts, ssved hMm from &
siroke of apoplexy.

} and was removed to his bovel.

The pending amend-
ment was that of Overstreet (Rep, Ind.),
to consolldate XNew Mexiro and Arizona
and admit them as the Btate of Monte-
suma, ‘or such other name a8 the constl-
tutionnl convention should elecl The
opposition to the bl had united upon
thiy amendment and had determined to

Teller on ihe FPhilippines.

Teller spoke in opposition to the bill, He
characierized as viclous and uncailed for
the provision in the bill requiring that ail
laws vnacted by the Philippine Conimis-
sion ghall be “by authority of the United
Btites” There is a degree of loosenese,
he gnild, In the provislon, which designates
the Inhabitants of the |siands as “citizsens
af the Philippine Islands’ because |1 gives
them no legal siatus. If they are “clt.
gens of the government of the Phillppine
Islande,” he wanted to kfow what kind
of government It . “It Is a government
of the United Btates; I» It & torritory or s
it o province?' he asked.

Eie contended that If there is a govern-
ment there it I the Government of the
Unbied States; if not, there (s no govem.-
men! there at all, He denled that the mi-
pority had traduced the American Army
There had been statements agalnst Amer-
lean soldlers, but mot the Army. Four-
teen months ago, be mid, he had sub-
mitted unquestioned svidence of the grac-
Uce of the water cure, but he was told
that no such thing exist«d.

The members of the Republican side,
with the exception of Gallinger, had van.
ished from the chamber. Noticing this,
Teller remarked: "1 want to say to the
fsw Republicans in sight that you cannot
escape the charge of misconduct in the
Phillpplens by saying we are abusing the
American Army.*”

Gallinger, repiring, sald that as he for
the maoment constituted “‘the few Repub-
lecans,” he would call Teller's attention to
the fact that December 30 1888 the Ben-
stor from Colorado had declared that the
United States should not surrender the
irlands to anybody. This cunused Inughter
in the galleries.

Teller sald that the time to have given
up the jelands would have been to turmn
them back to Spaln, or else they would
have been seiged by Germany.

Beveridge Inquired If Teller stond by the
rtatement In his speech at that time that
our fiag in the Philippines would not come
down.

Teller replled that he meant that the
world was to be notified that the Islands
were protected by the American Govern-
ment. He meant that the flag should re-
main thers until a sultable government
of thelr own could be established.

“Deors the SBmator say now,” Inguired

e, “that we cannot disconnect
ourselves entirely from these f=lands?"

*“1 do not think we éan." replled Teller.
“1 do not think wo can ever disconnect
ourselves from Cuba. We have not been
able for 80 years Lo discotinect ourselves
from the South American Governments,
over every one of which we have exercised
& protectorate under the Menroe Doetrine.
And when the Benator from Indlana tells
me that the Fllipinos are incapable of
sclf-government, I tell him that alj the
tacir deny that sistement.”

Disoussing a eolution of the trouble in
the Phillppinces, Teller sajd:

“If we can hold the I#acds with hanor
and decency to the Filipinos even though
It be to some disadvantage to ourselves,
I am in favor.«of doing &0; but 1 am not
In favor of holding them under the present
dishonorable conditions, particulariy as we
30 mot care to tell the Fllipinos what
thelr uitimate condition is to be. If ever a
propie were justified in resisting n forelgn
power, thoae people are justified in resist-
ing us*

Shaking his finger at the Republican
side, the Colorado Benator said

“You have Kot to face this proposition.
Give these poople a free government or
declare they shall never have one. If we
listen to the voles of kindness and mercy,
and not 10 that of vies and sreed we will
answer (he apper! made to us for self.
government and freedom.’

He alsp déscribed the rugilation
of the dead soldlers, and told of dls-
appearance of the soldler whom the na-
tives charged with rape” but, he said, the
charge was not belleved.

Uver were Slssatiafied because they were
compelied to work in clearing up the place
under the supervision of the soldlers.

The witness stated that Captain Connell,
who commanded the troops, did not treat
the natives right, as bhe destroyed thelr
supply of food. He pald the massicre was
deliberately planned and he. jodged that
boys participated, ak he saw a number of
them jying about dead.

The PFigaro follows the cable ¢lapatahes
with a geographical history of the Isiand
of Martinique and speculates whethar the
cidtasirophe Is due to an eruption or an
earthnuake, or both, winding up with the
statement that “it {8 not France alone,
but humanity as a whole, that is plunged
In mourning, ar such calamities call upon
the feziing of solidarity uniting all who
think and feel” The Matin says It Is
one of the most frightful catastrophes
recorded, and that we must go back to
Pompell to find a paraliel for such a
calamity,

ERUPTION OF SOUFRIERD,

Tohabltauts of St Vincent Fear =
Similar Diaaster,

LONDON, May 5.—Governor Lilewallyn,
of the Windward lalands, telegraphed to-
day from the laland of St. Lucia to the
Colontal Office as folliows:

“No news from the Island of St Vin-
eent. From what | saw on the passage
to St Lucia 1 fear the eruption of Hou-
friere is very serioun. The cables to Gra-
nade and 8t. Winccut are broken.”

The Colonial Office received a dlspatch
from Governof Llewellyn, dated from
Kingston, SL Vincent, yesterday, [n
which Be says that the Boufrlere voleano
In the northwestern part of the Island of
Bt. Vincent continued mn activity. Earth
shocks had recurred for a week past, but
not actunlly In Kingston. On Wednesday
A big cloud of stesm hung over the Sou-
friere, and the Inhabltants were greatly
alarmed and finckéd to Chateau Beialr.
There were already 300 refugecs there who
were being fod by the suthorities.
