“The contest In Oregon for the election
of state officers, the Leginlature and two
Congrerssmen s a matter of very great in-
portance to the party in the United Staten,
Oregon voting in June sounds a eort of
keynote, and It wiil be looked upon ag of
great importance, If we oan cxrry our
state ticket and elect a Republican Legis-
Iature and two Congressmen, there will
be no one event of the year which will
be more slguificant of success than (hat.

BIG FIRE AT TRUCKEE.

Mills and Lumber Destroyed—Town
Saved.

TRUCKEE, Csl, May 11—8ix scres in
the central portlon of Truckes wis a
raging mess of flames for seven or elght
bours this morning. The extensive box
factory and planiog mill of the Truckee
Lumber Company, around which the towm
Wwig originaily buflt, was totally destroyed.
With it went the office, with everything
it contained snd a number of warechouses
and drying-houses flled with boxes, sea-
soned lumber, glase, windows, doors asd
bullding material. One milllon feet of
lumber plled on both sides of the river
was ulso destroyed. The fire probably
originated from & defective electrie wire,
but the éxact cause will never be known.
The powdered dust arising from the wood-
working machinery, which coated the {n-
terior of the ol bullding, exploded with
the frmt oontact of flames. The entire
bullding was biazing before the aisrm
oould be glven,

A tmain of cars, partly loaded with
boxes, standing in fromt of the bullding
and the office, situated 10 feet distant,
were almost instantly on fire, together
with scores of towering lumber plles. It
was the closaly plled lumber =nd the com-
pact bundiea of box material which caused
the fire to'lnst so many hours; Indeed, n
pumber of the Inrger plles of lumber
have hiszod fiercely alfl day, and are lght-
ing the town tonight. There was not a
breath of wind, and although many houses
were wscorched on the maln strest, and
meveral caught fire, no losses occurred
exeept 1o the lumber company. More than
1.0M0.0% fect of lumber was saved, ai-
though many of the plles destroyed were
but a few feet distant

The flames rose vertically to a helght of
B0 feet, and wore seen at Clark's Sta-
tion, Nevada. # miles distant. A dogen
Times the town reemed doomed, but there
was an abundance of water, and the men
fought nx only those can who fight for
Ahelr Bomce.

PALMA REACHES HAVANA

Recelves a Royel Welcome From the
People.

HAVANA, Moy 11.—At 7:8 o'clock this
moming a large Cuban fag wae holsted
over Morro Castie, a signal that the
steamer Julla, with President-elect Palma
and his party on board, had been gighted,
Cheers went up from the thousands who
had walted the Julla’s arrival since day-
bresk—cheers for the new President and
the flag which was holsted over the fa-
mous fortress for the first time. It was a
moment of exultation for the Cubans, and
the fact that the Stars and Stripes foated
from lts customary pole over the casile
did not lessen thelr enthusiasm.

A great fleet of vessels that had gone
out 1o escort the Julia in returned two
hours later, As the Julla entered the
harbor bands stationed along the water
front played the Cuban Natlonal hyma,
steamers saluted continuailly, there were
cheers from the crowded wharves and
church bells were rung. The procession
entered between rows of decorated tugs
and burges. The several warships in the
harbor aleo were decorated, Near by the
Stura and Biripes floated over Lbe wreck
of the Malne, and under this fing streamed
4 black and white pennant. placed there
by the Cuban committes In charge of the
femivitien

At the wharf the Presldent-elect wnas
welcomed by Vies-President Esteve and
Senor Jolee, each delivering & brief ad-
dresa. A feature hers was B young Odf.
bar women dressed In costumes repre-
manting the American Republics, Later
the President-elect was escorted by mem.
bers of the rural guard to the palace,
where he was recelved by Governor-Oen-
eral Wood, his staff and three secretaries

From here the President-slect procecded
to the Municipal Council bufiding, where
speeches were made by the Mayor of Ha-
vana and Senor Zayax The Intter wol-
comed Senor Palma tn behalf of the peo-
pie of all classes and all political beliefa.
Replying, Senor Palma sald that his re-
ceplion was a gratifying sxperience, and,
Judging from what he had scen since hin
arrival In Cuba, the' people were unani-
mous In support of the Incoming govern-
ment. This, he sald, bodes well for the
repubille. General Wood aecompaniad
Senor Palma to the residence of Geaeral
Maximo Gomes, where he will reside until
his Insuguration, May 20,

Later a breakfast was glven by the
Municipal Counci] In honor of the Presi-
dent-elect, and in the evening a doner
was tenderad him, Genera] Wood and Gen-
erul Gomez and other prominent Cubans
being present at the Jatter function.

Mre. Estruda Palma will be welcomed
officlally when ghe arrives from New York
tomorrow.

: TWO AERONAUTS KILLED,

Alrship Exploded While on n Trial
Ascent.

May 12—The alrship bdelonging
Auguste Bevroa, the Brasillen
made an ascension this morn-
ing. The airship exploded and the two
aeronsuts who were on board were killed.

Bevor Bevros' airship, called La Paix,
had made two ascensions at the Vougsr-
aren Aercstatic Park since May 5. Upon
both occaslons La Palx was held by a
rope at the height of 9 meters, In this
position the girship maneuvered for a
short Ume successfully. La Paix was not
unlike Santos-Dumont's alrship tn ap-
pearande, but It differed from it in many
detalls, The gas capacity of La Palx was
nearly four times greater than that of
SBantos-Dumont's balioons. It had three
maln propeliers and two smaller ones,
used for steering and io ascending and
descending. The two potroleum moturs of
La Palx were of M and 1§ horsepower, re-
spectively.

After the awcension of May 4 Benor
Bevros sald he would uot make another
trial untll there was perfectly fair westher
and that Be would then attempt to axtend
his fight Upon this occasion Senor Bev-
ros’ two nssistants went up in the air-
ship. Benor Auguste Bevros has occupled
himself with the problem of nir-Aying
for more than 3 years. In 1551 he carried
out somée interesting steerage kite ex-
periments in Bragil, In 1884 he constructed
& large steerable balloon. but the results
with this were not satisfactory,

Benor Bevros was at one time Deputy
and President of the Budget committee In
the Parllament at Rio de Janeiro. He was
born about 4 years ago.

Senor Bevros arrived In Parls with a
fiving-machine last November. He then
announced his iptention to sall across and
around Parls His last balloon s de
pcribed as carrying & car ahaped like a
long parallelogram, drawn up directly be-
neath the balloon. The balloon s rigld,
the cover cannol crumple or cave in, and
it does not tip or careen, ifke that of
Santos-Dumont. -

152 and was a foomer member of the
Republican staste central committee.

BEYOND IMAGINATION,

Northeastern Part of Inland Lald
Waste—Voleano Still Roaring.
PARIS, May 11.—The Temps today, re-

(meaning, doubtiess, the wofficial  dla-
patches), that the disaster surpasdes all
that imagination can voncelve. The whole
northeastern portion of the island is laid
wiste. Threa large communities;  exchu-
slve of Bt Plerrs, have been destroyed.
The victims comprise two qundidates for
today's ballotage for members of the
Chamber of Deputiea™

A dispatch recelved hera today
Fort-de-France, Martinique, says:

“All the hills purrounding Le Carbet and
Le Prechsur (near Be. Plermn), are covered
with refugees to the number of about
00, who are belng taken away gradually.
In the meanwhile provisions are being
conveynsd to them,

“Otf the 3 persons who wore originally
rescued by the French crulser Buchet, the
majority were fearfully burned, and nine
died while on their way to the hospital,

“The corpaes which are heaped on the
rulne of 8t. Plerre are not only complete’
Iy naked, but are frightfuliy mutilated.

“The Minister of Marine, M, De Lanes-
seng, today recelved a cable dispatch
from the commander of the French eruls-
er Suchet, dated Fort-de-France. Martl-
nique, maying that he conducted a search
at St. Plerre yesterday. The Captain re-
ports that the town s now & mere heéap
of smoking ruins, under which the vle-
tims of the catastrophe are buried. The
S8uchet wans able to convey some of the
Inhabltants of Le Prechsur to Fort-de-
France, but could not reach the north-
eamternmost part of the Island on account
of the dense rain of sabes,

Voleano Stlll Threatening.

The Captaln of the Buchel further report-
ed that the Mont Pelee voloano still had a
threatening aspect yesterday evening.
SubtetTanean roarings were atill heard,
finshes of flame frequently beiched from
the volcano, and stones were thrown out
with Immense foree. A dispateh vecelved
at the Colonial OfMce here today from
Fort-de-France sayse there is no doubt that
Governor Mouttel and the commander of
the troops at Bt Pibrre, Colonsl Dalne,
are dead.”

Other dispatches confirm the reports that
the American and Britsh Consuls and
thelr families perished,

M. Bloch, Inspector of Finance, and M.
Laborthd, the Colontal Minister's Secre-
tary, who ‘have been dispatched by the
Bovernment to Martinique, sailed from
Brest todey on the French crulser 'As-
sqs, which carries money, proviaions and
other stores for the rellef of the Martt-
nigue sufferers,

A French ocabl. ofMcial who went to St
Flerre reports that the company's office
has been burned, and that there is no
trace of the staff. This ofMcinl adds that
the cremation of the bodles of the viotims
has begun, and that the cable steamer
Poyeur Quertier s procesding 1o repair
the northeérn cable, The waves of lava
are still reported to be flowing northward,
They have extended to Le Carbet

At midday the craters ejected enormous
clouds of steamy vapor rising

and crosswise with vivid flashes of light-
ning, awing the behold The taln
labored to rid itself of n mass of molten
lava, which later flowed over iIn six
streams down the side of the wvoleano
and the greater noises followilng united
in one continmous roar all evening
through the night to Thursday morning,
accompanied with black raln, falllng dust
and favillous ecoria and attended with
midnight darkness. On the morning of
Friday there was n freah eruption and
ejections of fery matter, mors dust cove
mn‘ the Island, ino some places two feet
P,

The crater (& still active as this dispatch
Is sent, and great loss of life is belleved
to have oocurred.

The Iava has destroyed several districts
with thelr livestock. People are Neelng
to this town, streams are dried up and
in many places n food and water famine
Is threatened. The government ls feed-
Ing numbers of sufferers frum the out-
break. Great physical chsgnges have
taken place In the nelghborhood of the
Boufriore.

Several districts have not yet been
heard from, and the scene of the srup-
fion s unapproichable. Every hour
brings sadder news, The nurses and doe-
tors are overworked. It s impossible
to give full details nt present. As a re-
sult of the disaster on this laland all
business has been puspended for three
days. The pubilc mind Is still unsettled,
fearing further disaster,

Among the deaths are whole families
whose corpses are In several placea, still
lylng unburied. The dead will be In-
terred In trenches,

THOUGHT IT HARMLESS,

So Heported Commission to the Gov.
ernor=Then Destruction.

FORT DE FRANCE. Island of Martin-
lque, May I1l—Advices recelved todsy
from the vieinity of Bt Plerre (10 miles
from here) contain detalls of the voleanie
upheaval which resulted in the utter de-
struction of that town and the death of
neariy all Its inhabitanta. The crater of
Mount Pelee has been wearing its “smoke
cap” =ince the 3d vl May, but there was
nothing untll Jast Monday to Indicate thas
there was the slightest danger. On that
day & stream of bolllng lava burst
through the top of the crater and plunged
into the valiey of the River Bianche, over-
whelming the Guerin sugnr works and
killing 23 men and the son of the propri-
etor. A commission was appointed by the
Governor to Investigate the outbreak, and
It returned a resssuring report on Wed-
nesday evening. But about 8 o'clock on
Thursday moming a shower of firs rushed
down on Bt. Pierre and the coast from
Le Carbet, which had a population of 6000,
to Le Frechsur, which had a population
og 430, burning up everything in Its path,

Throughout Thuraday the heat In the
vicinity of 8t. Plerre waa flerce, and the
stream of lava was so unremitiing that it
was l[mpossible to approach the town dur-
ing the early part of the day. As evening
approached the French crulser Suchet,
after a herolc battle with the heat, suffo-
ecation and sulphur fumes, succeeded In
making & dash toward the shore, nearing
the land close enough to enable her to
take off 3 survivors of the disaster, all of
whom were terribly burnsd and mutilated.
St. Plerre at that time was an absolute
smoking waste, concealing 3,000 corpees,
whose rapld decomposition necessitated In
same cases completing thelr cremation,
which was only partlally accomplishied by
the lava. '

The Inhabitanis of Fort da France were
panic stricken the morning of the disaster
when the sky suddenly blackensd untll It
wae as Jark as midnight. The sea shrank
back % yarda and hot rain began to fall
while gravel the sige of walbuts poursd
down om the town. This lasted 15 milmutes,
The 40 survivors who were bhfought here
yesterday {rom the vicinity of Bt. Plerre
by the French cable repalr ship Pouyer
Quertler, came from the town of Le
Prechsur, where, surrounded on all sides
by flowing lava, they were nearly roasted
to death snd expected momentarily to be
enguifed.

The work of rellef Is progressing here
on the most cxtensive scale possibie, hul
In anticipation of disturbances the treas.
ury bullding and the warehouses are
guardsld by troops,

The latest report recelved here showed
that the lava continues to pour down the
stopes of the mountain, slowily engulfing
the whole north side of the island, while
fresh crevasses are continually opening.

STILL LOOKS DANGEROUS.

Fears for Adjnlhi:; islands of Dom-
iniea and $t. Luela.

LONDON, May 11L.—8ir Robert Liew-
ellyn, the Governor of the Windward Isl-
ands, has cabled to the Colonlal Office
from St. Lucla, as follows:

“In continuation of my Ilast telegram
my intention was to go to St. Vincent in
a small coasting steamer, but I was
strongly advised not to attempt the trip,
as the steamer narrowiy escaped belng
wreckedyestarday, and as the weather was
looking very bad in that direction.

- that the news of the destructionon Mar-
tipigne first réached the Grenafa while
off Bandy Hook. He was not greatly sur-
prised. - - y

“The people of Grensda seemed to think
8 .great deal about the nolses while we
were there,”” sald McGrath, “apd In the
talk I heard, 1 judge they were frightened,
We put out from Grenada en the 4th and
passed Martinigue about 8 o'clock the
next morning. Our course carried ua
about 50 miles from the lsland, and as
the morning was clear we could see the
mountains In the distance. The whole
chaln . of islands down there are Ilkely to
g0 off at any ttme. [ tell you It Is a bad
place, and [ wonder anybody lves there.”

McGrath furiher sald that a ship of the
Trinidad line, plylig between the same
ports a8 the Grenada, would arrive In New
York n week from Wedneaday, and in all
probabillty would bave pleniy of news of
the disasater.

GRATEFUL TO AMERICANS,

Help From United States Congress
Touches the French.

PARIS, May 12.—The Gaulols, referring
to the vota of §100,000 by the United States
Congress for the ald of Martinique suf-
ferers and the sending of an American
cruiser to the lsland, saya:

*Of all friendly manifegtations, the most
brilliant and the most touching are cer-
tainly those of the United States. The
great people beyond the ocean have agein
proved that feellngs of humanity and
generosity are among the moble qualities
upon which they pride themselves, This
fine example of humane solldarity touches
us profoundly, and we are happy to note it
In these unforgetable circumstances’”

Frenchmen Comparatively Stolid.

Even now, when fuller details of the
Martiniqgue disaster are arrviving, the
Parisians show few outward signs of in-
terest In the affalr. From the appear-
ance of the sireets, on which the peaple
are thronging, the cafes and other places
of publie resort, It would not he supposed
that half of one of France's most four-

dispatches arrive. This crowd Is com-
posed of natives of Martinigue, a8 number
of whom are attending the governméent
gchools here, reporters In queast of news
and women with relatives at St Plerre.
The ofly gigns of public mourning are the
half-mosted flags over the government
bulidings. The people present their usual
holiday appearance.

THE MOVE FOR PEACE

COURSE oOF NEGOTIATIONS BE.
TWEEN BRITISH AND BOERS,

—_—

London Times In Not Hopeful That
FPeace Will Be the Outcome
of These Acts.

LONDON, May 12—The Times this
moming relates the course of the peace
negotintions as follows:

“Om the recelpt of the Dutch corre-
spondence Int!mating that Great Britsin
was ready to listen to proposais from the
Boers In the fleld, Acting President of the
Transvasl Schalkburger ¢ame to the
Britlah lines and asked permission to con-
sult with Mr. Bteyn, ex-President of the
Crange Free Siate. This led to the Boer
delegnles golng to Pretoria. Thelr Arst
proposal to Lord Kltchener and Lord Mil-
ner, the British High Commissioner In
South Africs, wana that the republics
should merely concede all the demands
made by Great Britaln regarding the
franchise, ete., before the war. The Brit-
ish Government, in reply, referred them to
the Middleburg conference, as the maxi-
mum of possible concesslons and refused
permisajon to the Boeras to consult thelr
friends in Europe. Eventually, while re-
fusing an armistice, Lord Kitchener un-
diertook not to moiest the burghers while
they were actually holding meetings with
the commandoes to authorize the lenders
to negotiate on the basis of the surrender
of independence, but they were told It
wis useless to return to Pretoria without
belng armed with full powers to pegotiate,
Schbalkburger assented to this, but Mr,
Bteyn's acquiesence seemed doubtful

“Mail advices recelved from Pretoria,™
continues the Times, “declares that Londs
Kltchener and Milner promised generous
compensation for bdurned Tarms prom-
|=ed no diMiculty with regsrd to the ques-
tion of amnesty for rebels, which did not
present [nsuperable obstacles™

THE FHENCH ELECTIONS,

Favorable to the Government—Two
Suocessful Candldates Deand.
PARIS, May 11.—The Parislang in those
municipal districts where reballoting woas
held today for the glections of members
to the Chamber of Deputies erowded early
to the polls. They voted quickly and
then proceeded to enjoy themselves In

their customary Sunday manner

The voting was unusuaily heavy, and
thete was much animation, especially in
the Twelfth District, where Lhe National-
ists concentrated thelr forces in an effort
to defeat the re-slectlon by reballot of M,
Miilerand, the Minlster of Commeres, M.
Millerand, however, gecurad a small ma-
Jority.

Throughout the evening the boulevards
antl the streets in the vicinity of the
newspaper offices were so crowded that
trafMle was suspended, The eéxcitement
continued untll a late hour, but the crowd
was good-natured and orderly. But one
disturbance occurred, that at a voting
pince |n the Rue Ia Cordaire, after the
polis were closed. M. Thibeaud. a de-
fented Natlonallst candidats, was Injured.

The only serious election disturbance
reported gccurred at Marsallles, where the
quarters of the Fusion Committes were
mobbed. Windows were smashed and pls-
tois were dlscharged. Nobody was Injured
and some arTests were made.

M. Paschal Grogaset, Ministeriaiist, a re-
tiring deputy, who was re-slected in Paris,
died of apoplexy thls evening, M. Lor-
thies, Liberal Republican, who was elected
at Lille, dled shortly before the polis
ciosed.

The reports indleate that the reballot
has beén favorable to the government, as
half the Ministeriallsts, Including M, Ley-
gues, the Minlster of Public Instruction;
M. Brisson and Jules Siegfried, ex-Min-
Ister of Commerce, were elected. Parls
has elected 19 Ministerialists and § anti-
Mintsteriallsts, the latter galning three
seats in the Chamber.:

The deputles electad M. Clovie Huges,
the poet Bocialist; while M. Vivianl and
Allemans, Socinlists, are defeated. All
the antl-Ministerinlists in Algeria were
defanted.
