The Board of Trade last night resolved

to file articles of incorporation of the
Portiand & Alsaka Steamship Company,
and to ralse & minimum capital of F5.000.
The board commended the work and ob-
jects of the Portland Baniiarium, to the
people of this city, in the foliowing resolu-
Uon:
Rescivod, That the Portland Banttarium be
sogorded the indorsement of this bosrd, thst
It cousse and enterprises be commended to the
public as most worthy of substantial support,
snd thet s specinl commities of Gve meambers
be appointed by the president of this board,
further to confer with and to asalst the pani-
tariumm In carrying out its plasis for bullding
up & parmanent isatitution ia this cliy.

This commities will be appointed by
Preeldent Eeach on his returmn from East-
=rn Oregon, where he has gons with other |
Portland citisens in the interest of the
Lew!s and Clark falr. The committes will
co-operate in the public effort 1o raise
means to keep the institution in Portland
and to permit -the development that s
necessury to its proper functions,

Alexander Kuns, chalrman of the Alas-
ka steamship committee reported that the
puticok for & Une from Portland 1s
exceedingly fuvorable. He had so far
done litle or no canvassing, bot had re-
celved essurances which Indicated the
success of the line, Two mercantlle firms
hid each gusranteed to ship to Alaska
# tomas of freight by ench steamer. A
third will ship 1300 tona from Portland
in the next four months. It will bring
back in the Fall over 100 tons of salmon,
This firm had been Invited by the Pacific
Coast Steamship Company 1o EEn u Con-
treaot for shipmant from Seatile, butl wWas
willing to give the business to a Portland
Hine. *“These three firms slone haveg gunr-
anteed 17 tons for each steamer, or §11.08
In freight charges,” eald Mr, Kuns ile‘
also eald the third firm would take from
50 to 51000 of the capital stock. “The llne |
can be put Iinto operation within a
month,” he deciared. He insisted upon |
immediate action, because the summer |
season in Alaska is short. BEstabllshment
of the lne, he argued, was as imporiant
to Portiand a¢ completion of The Dalles
portage road. “Dut we cannot guccesd,”
be went on. “uniless we g0 st the business
with confidenca and show to shippers that
we are working not for prellminaries, but
for permanent resuolts.’

Proposals from several steamship own-
ery were presented. The Homer, 600 tons
carryving capacity, was offered for §2500 n
month, cost of coal and expenses of parser
to be additional. The Banla Ana, 8O
tons, and the Nome Clty, 1000 tons, were
alsd offered, on which chart¢r rates
were to be fixed Inter. Mr. Kunz sald
vestals desired were between 0 and 700 |
tons capacity, sand that 1000 tons was too |
large. He sald the line would lose money
At first, but that after It had existed a |
year it would los= no longer and other |
stehmsehip lnes and shippers generally

B. ler Paget and Bamuel Connell, who |
were requested by the board to Inspect
the Portiand Sanitarium, filed a report
commending the lnstitution. It is in purt
as follows:

Other communities are alive 20 the ad-
wantages of the Portlund Banitarium, and
overturss have already been made, asking
for its removal One of our Northwest
citles nns offered lands and bulldings val-
ved at 10000, and substantial propositions
have been recclved from other cities with-
in this territory. We have some ground
for belisf that publie spirit 1o Portland
has been roused to such an extent that
some Dlan will be devised tn keep this
worthy institotion in our midst.

The bhandicaps encountered are unsuita-
bility of location and lack of roomn.  The
irustess have $30.000 avallable for bullding
purpores. Bultable plans have been pre-
pared for a four-story brick building, but
the difMiculty Pheountered Is how to pro-
cure & well-adapted site, but the manage-
ment feels that, in view of the methods
pursued, results eccomplishod and future
attalivments sasurcd, they have a case
which they can submit to the public with
reasonable essurances that a generous and
hearty response will be made,

Another (enture which no doubt justl-
fles an sppesl to the public for heip is the
fact that the charitable work already done
runs into thousands of doliars, and repre-
punte an actunl expense which would oth-
erwise have devolved upon the county.

nila. A survey was made also for a line
from Hawall 2000 miles to Wake Island,
and from there 1204 milee o Guam,

The Hritish line was Lo extend from
Vancouver 198 miles to Fanning  Islano,
from there southwest 188 miles to the Fijt
Isiands, from thers S milea to Norfolk
Isiand, and from there 51 miles to Graf-
ton, In Australis. or to Sydney. A branch
line was to extend from Norfork Isiand
to Auckiand, in New Zealnnd,

The American project presented fewer
difMoulties than the British. As the latter
called for united action on' the part of
the Imperin]l government and the Canadlan
and Australian governments, it was taken
for granied that there would be more
dAelay i entering upon work on the Brit-
teh line. But the three governmenta came

A point that is, for example, half
way between St Paul and Omaba, which
may he reached equally well by pse
of the Union Pacific or over one of the
northern lines, will be served either way
at the same price. But the desire of
the rallroads to handle all the business
they can get and the number of daif-
ferent routes often avallable from the
Eustern centers frequestiy lead to vari-
nar quotations by the several compunies
when there should be but one, or to
but one gquotation whers diferences
should appsar. The complesity of the
rate problem and the competition be-
tween different lloes often bring incon-
sistenclies Into practice that It ix desfrable
to eliminate, This is done by represente-
tives of the lines getting together and
“lining up” the rates &0 there will be
uniformity In the farem exacted,

May I3.—The whole of
Bection §, townekip § south, range 4
east, has deen tled up by order of the
Commissionsr of the General Land Qffice,
owing to a question being ralsed as to the
character of the land. which Is situated
on Ofgls Mountain, on the headquarters
of the Moialla River. The section was
selected by the Northern Pacific Raliroad
Company November 7, 188, In Heu of
tracta relinquished in the Paclfic Forest
Meserve Last year the Clackames Min-
Ing & Milling Company was fowmed, and
undertock some devalopment work on the
land, which vesulted In the fnding of
valuable mineral deposits. On this ground
the Clackaman Mining & Milling Company
and Henry apd Wales Russeil filed con-
1sts agaimee the claim of the Noribern
Pucific to determine the character of the
land. The Government ordered a survey
of Township 8 In Beptember, 1553, and
when the survey was flled, September 12,
1804, the land was not returned as minerai;
but it nppears from protests filed In the
land ofMoe that adverse claims were |b-
itlated prior to the selection of the North-
ern Pacifle,
