Vast Aress Awalting Irrigation.
Chicago Record-Herald.

The plans for reclalming the arid lands
of the West through lrrigation, suggested
by President Roosevell and Secrstary
Hiteheook, have directsd public attention
to the extent to which the once sterile
wastes have besn transformed by this
process into productlve aress and the
amount of arid soll that Is yet to be re-
claimed.

It ls estimated that one-third of the
whole United Btatea, exclustive of Alasks
and outlylng p ¢ ists of va-
eant public Iand This

vast area under
proper irrigation angd good management
le capable of sustalning n large popula-
tion. As much of this area has a rich soll
ita utilizsation i one of the mbet Important
economio questions before the people, and
Congress must soon give it serious oon-
elderation

Writing In the curremt World's Work,
Mr. Robert T. Hill, of the United States
Geclogieal Burvey, calle atiention 1o soMme
instances of the marveious transforme-
tion of the desert into “emersld osses” by
frrigation. The hopeless-iooking soil of
the desert, when artificlally watered, says
Mr, HIIL ia apparently more fertile than
that region where rainfall s abuondsnt.
Proof of this muy be setn in the wheat
flalds of Utah, the great sotton farms of
Conhufla, the slfsifa valleys of the Rio
Grande, and the orchards of Callfornia.

Mr. Frederick Haynes Newell, who has
been engaged for many years in conduot-
ing investigations of the extent to which
arid regions can be reclaimed by lrriga-
tian, snd has written an exhaustive book
upen the subject, declares that encugh
Iand csn be recinimed In this way “to
provide food and homes for a population
greater then that of our whole country
today,”

It & the opinlon of Mr, Newell, however,
thet all the hrrigation that c¢sn be dome
by private enterprise In now In operation,
and the furiher restoration of arid lands
must be done by the Government. As
the most of this arable land in owned by
the Government, it is believed that the
time has arrived when It must take hold
of the irrigation preblem as a National
enterprise in the interest of all the people.

There la lttle doubt that public sentl-
ment would as readily approve of an ex-
tenalve pian of irrigation for these wvast
desert areas 1o be carried out by the
Government, ks It pow aspenis to the ex-

Mr, Billss
sald this was probably onme of the Iast
jetters the lamented archbishop had die-
tated, as it had been dictated within a
few hours of his death.

Mr, Bliss then offersed the toast “The
President of the United Statea.” which
was drunk standing and with applause.

Ha then sald: "“This ls & sort of inter-
national and ambasssdorial affatr, I in-
vita you all to riee and drink the heaith
of King Edward.” This was greeted with
prolonged applause.

Mr. Bilsy offered a toast to Mr. Reld,
and there pas great applause.

Mr. Reld made an appropriate response.
He sald that it “would be an extraordl-
nary person who couid Hstem to these
words and face thla asssmblage without
deep sensibllity and the warmest appreaia-
tion.” He then referred to the approach.
ing coronation ceremonies, adding that
“the congretulations and good wishes your
representative s charged to present comse
from what s now clearly the greatest
compact and united body of self-govern-
ing peopls that hae ever appearesd on the
tide of time, and are to be carried to that
people’s nearest kin. The duty thus un-
dertaken 16 one [ 414 not seek. But when
It was jald upon me by the President of
my country, it became a trust which few
clitisens could be bigh emough to decline
and which I certainly was proud to ac-
cept

“Gentlemen In search of fssues for the
next campalgn,” sald Mr. Reld, “had not
then, however, instructed me that we
should be abjuring the Declaration of In-
dipendence If we dared to accept, like the
other nations of the world, the invitation
of a friendly sovereign and show him a
customary International clvility. ™

Mr PFReld spoke at length on the opposi.
tion to the s=ending of this apecial em-
bansy, snd sald: *“But, gentlemen, who-
ever supposes from this froth on the sur-
face, where the hunters for a campalgn
laste have been spouting, that the great
body of the American people, irrespective
of party or race or section, do mot with
heart and settied judgment approve the
purposs of the President In sending this
embassy |s as lgnorant 5 this generation
on American soll as he |s of the one that
preceded Columbuy' dlscovery.'”

Senator Depew spoke te the toast, ““The
Senste," beginning with a tribute to the
guest of the evening.

Chariea Emory Bmith responded to the
toaat, “American Ambassadors, Past and
Present.” Mr., Bmith's address was an
elogquent tribute to the worth of Mr. Reld
as 3 journalist, sta a 4nd p
leader.

At the conclusion of Mr. Smith's ad-
dress, Chalrmafh Bilaa referred to the
presence of many diatngulshed repre-
sentatives” of the press, and invited Mel-
ville E. Stone to speak to the toast of
“The Press”

Cixrk Howell, In the course of his re-
maorke, sald: T take particular pleasure
in recognizing Mr. Held as the most con-
spicuous exponent of American journal-
lsm today. In honoring him, you honor
the prees of the United States”

Mr. O'Meara reviewed the opposition to
expanrion which had always previlled
sinee the establishment of the Republlc
and ‘sald: "The opposition to expansion
is not aiways safe ground In such a coun-
try as this."
