Gold Shoot

BAKER CITY, May 15. A message
from Sumpter says that Superintendent
Melkle. f the Golconda mine, Eent In
wnie samples of ore todav tthlch he look
from a winze on the 200-fo-ot level that
assay J1CO0 to the ton. Some years ago
the Engltehee, the former owners of the
mine, optned up a rich chute which con-
tained ore equal in value to this. Their
theory was that the vein or chimney
dipped to the south, hut they failed to
And it by drifting In that direction on
the 200, 400 or 500-fo-ot levels. Superin-
tendent Melkle, after examining the mine
carefully, came to the conclusion that the
vein dipped to the north from the 200-fo-ot

level, and, acting on that theory, he
started a winze on the 200-fo-ot level dip-
ping northward, and yesterday had the
satisfaction of knowing that his theory
v.as correct becaure the rich ore body
was again encountered. He has started to
drift to the north from the 200-fo- level,
but has not got in far enough ae yet to
ctrlke the ore. He is confident, however,
that he will strike It. This strike, or
rather the rediscovery of a lost ore hody,
has caused much excitement In the camp.

TESTING INTERESTING THEORY.

Hovr to Keep the Rich Streak In the
Golconda.

SUMPTER, Or., May 15. Manager
Melkle, of the Golconda mine. Is testing
a very Interesting theory regarding the
dimensions of the famous Golconda ore
shoot, which startled the Northwest In
1899. Jt was. struck on the 200-fo-ot level,
and ?r a distance of 120 feet a ledge
averaging IS feet was entirely stoped be-

tween the walls, and found to he enor-
mously rich. The first of the shoot was
struck at the convergence of a small vein
with the big east vein. It continued In
both these veins till they met again, 120
feet distant. Drifting south of that point
Was continued nearly 300 feet, and also
north. The former management did not
seem to get the dip of the shoot from the
stoplng done from the 200-fo- level up, as
on the next level the drifts were all made
to the south, and so on in the 400-fo-

level.
From the observations made by Mr.

Melkle when he examined the mine, he
concluded that the rich shoot dipped to
the north, as It occurred at the converg-
ence of the two veins, and while the
strike of these brought them together on
the 200-fo-ot level, they dipped east and
west, thus causing the point of converg-
ence ut the north end to extend further
north as depth was attained. This theory
is supported by the discoveries of ore In
the bottom of the 200-fo-ot level, and also
by the fact that all to the south had been
drifted upon, while to the north no drift-
ing had been done on the big east vein
under the 20Moot level.

Development Is cow being pressed to
demonstrate these conclusions. Good ore
is already being found on the third level,
where the drift Is approaching the point,
according to Mr. Melkle's calculations,
that the shoot should be struck.

In several parts of the mine good ore
has been found in encouraging quantities.
The drifts are to test its extent. There
seems every probability that the mill will
resume before a great length of time.
Milling ore Is belnc blocked out.

At the Columbia mine work has been
resumed, with a partial force of work-
men. This properly has not been doing
much during the latter part of the Winter,
though it had an enormous ore shoot
blocked out, and ready for the excellent

mill. More than a week ago
work was resumed, and shortly thereafter
ceased because the wood supply ran short,
owing to snow blocking the way. Disap-
pearing snow has enabled Mapager B&lllle,
to open up again, and in the meantime he
has put a considerable force of men to
constructing a new road into a belt of
timber owned by the company.

RICH ROARING GIMLET.

Excellent Gold-Produc- er In Southern
Oreffon.

GOLD HILL, Or., May 11 Captain ll,

the owner of the Roaring Gimlet
mine, two miles outh of town, today
Lrought in 20 pounds of amalgam, being
the result of three days work on the
vein. This amount of gold was saved by
simple panning, the tailings of which are
saved and milled, and usually run several
hundred dollars per ton. Mr. Mendenhall
has taken out about ?30,C00 since he bought
the property, some 60 days ago. Aside
from this rich pay streak there is a great
Quantity of good milling ore, which mills
fa to $10 per ton..

BAKER CITY, May 15. The miners at

the-- Badger mine all went out on a strike
today The cause t)f the trouble was a
disagreement between the manager and
the men about working In a wet tunnel.
The men wanted fewer hours and more
pay for work in this tunnel, but the man-
ager refused to grant their requests. The
matter will probably soon be adjusted.

SUMPTER, Or., May is

now promised three new churches. This
remarkable activity in the religious world
Is not due to any yawning need for moral
Instruction, as residents of this city be-
lieve themselves religiously equal to any
other city of the same population, not-
withstanding the mining atmosphere pre-
vailing hereabouts. But the church move-
ment Is accredited to growth, evidence
of permanency. Till date only one de-

nomination, the Presbyterian, has seen fit
to erect a bouse of worship here, the oth- - 1

er denominations using the Opera-Hou- se

or other convenient hall for worship.
Methodists have just broken ground for

their building. They contemplate i sub-
stantial church, of 4500 to $3000 cost

Archbishop A. Christie, of the Oregon
diocese, was recently here In the Interest
of the Catholic faith, one of the Important
features of his work being arrangements
for a Catholic Church. He Interested the
members of the faith residing In Sumpter
and when he departed had under way sev-
eral agencies that will undoubtedly suc-
ceed in erecting for the Catholics a neat
temple.

Bishop Wells, of Washington, was here
yesterday on a mission of the same char-
acter for the Episcopal church. The
Washington prelate makes the official vis-
it Instead of the venerable Bishop Morris,
of Portland, and the result of tho conclu-
sions reached by the former will be sent
to Portland for guidance of the clergy of
this diocese In regard to an Episcopal
Church. At the present time Rev. M. G.
Goodheart, covering this missionary dis-
trict, and formerly located at Canyon
City, is making headquarters in Sump-- J
ter. There are several members of this t
faith In Sumpter, and they are eagerly
working to secure a house of worship.
Canyon City has an Episcopal Church,
erected many years ago, but Sumpter now
has a larger number of the faith, which
has been the cause for the establishment
of headquarters here.

NO CHINESE FOR WHITNEY.

One Tried to Kill Girl, Cltlxcns Ban-
ish All.

WHITNEY, May 15. A Chinese cook
working in a hotel here made a murder-
ous assault on a white waiter girl today.
The girl ordered a pork chop, and the
Chinaman said there wae none. She told
him he should have advlssd her not to
call pork chops, and then the boarders
would not order them. This angered the
Chinaman, and, seizing a large knife, ho
rusned at the girl, who ran screaming, out
of the house, clossly followed by the Chi-
naman. The girl ran for the timber near
by, when a number of citizens, attracted
by her cries, followed In pursuit of the
Chlriaman, whom they captured before he
overtook the girl. A rope was eccured
and the crowd Tras on the point of hang-
ing tho Chinaman when the, City Mar-
shal Interfered and prevented th6 execu-
tion. The Chlnnman was arrested and
fined and given short notice to leave thb
town. The citizens then met and resolved
to banish all Chinamen from Whitney In
the future. Save for her fright, the young
lady was uninjured.

SALEM, May 15. Genuine Republican
enthusiasm irt abundant quantities will
prevail throughout Oregon's Capital City
Friday evening on the occasion of the
visit to this city of the Republican can-
didate f$r Governor, Hon. W. J. Furnish,
and the other state candidates. The joint
committee on arrangements held a meet-
ing this afternoon and Completed prep-
arations for a demonstration that will
surpass anything of the kind ever wit-
nessed In Western Oregon.

Mr. Furnish and party will reach Salem
on the 6:20 train Friday evening. They
will be met at the depot, where, as be-
fore, no demonstration will take .place,
by a reception committee, and driven to
the hotel. At 7:45 o'clock a large street
procession will be formed and the crowd
will march to the City Hall, where the
speaking will take plate. As has been
announced, Governor Geer will preside,
and addresses will be made by Mr. Fur-
nish.

Deatk of Man Who Gave HSs Name
to Hayden Island.

VANCOUVER, Wash., May 15.-- Gay

Hayden, a plOneer of 1K0, died at Green's
Sanitarium at 6 o'clock last night, aged
83 years. Doath was due to old age.
Deceased was well known in Clark County,
having been engaged in business here
for many years. He was born in Rome,
N. Y., and crossed the plains to Oregon
in ICO, settling on a donation land claim
about two miles .below tho ferry landing
on tht Oregon side of the Columbia. He
lived there' a year, and then moved to
Hayden Island, which is named after him.
In 1S5C he came to Vancouver, where he
had since resided. His wife and four
Children survive him. as follows: Mrs.
Mary J. Hayden, Mrs. M. W. Clarke and
Mrs. M. H. Boutelle. of Lewlsville; Mrs.
A. H. tipaltflng, of Florence, Idaho, and
Gay S P. Hayden, of Vancouver. The
funeral will be held Sunday, and the re-
trains will be cremated at the Portland
Crematorium.

SOLDIERS' MONUMENT.
Dedicated at Indianapolis In the

Presence of 50,000 People.
INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., May 15. Impres-

sive ceremonies and an assemblage of
more than 50.COO people made notable the
dedication of the Indiana State Soldiers'
and Sailors' Monument today, the corner-
stone of which was laid in 1S89 In the
presence of Benjamin Harrison and his
Cabinet. The monument cost 5593,318.

John "W. Foster, of Washington, D. C.
of State, delivered the ora-

tion. He said that every soldier who re-
ceived a pension should watch with jeal-
ous care that no deserter, no skulker, no
unworthy camp-followe- r, through the cun-
ning of dishonest claim agents, should
have the same badge of honor.

dation of the Government, and commend-
ed civil service as the "only democratic
method of filling the offices."

livered a short address. Gustavus V. Men-zle- s,

of Mount Vernon, on the part of tho
Board of Control of the monument, de-

livered it to the State, and Governor W.
T. Durbln made the speech of acceptance.

Jameo.Whltcomb Riley read a poem for
the occasion, entitled "Soldier."
