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B. Reed and Chauncey M. Depew, In
1200, when Mark Hanna made a tour of
Bouth Dakots, Nebrasks and Minnesols,
making speeches for the Republican cause,

Mr. Dolliver says: *"The
people down there treated me real well—
came out to my mecting, gave good at-
tention to my address, lapghed at my
jokes, gave me some applanse, and made
me feel at home generally; but they went
to the polie and voted the other way, as
usual ™

The same year he spent twn weeks In
other parts of Loulsiana, and made ad-
dresses In Nevada, Utah, Colorado and
Wyoming. He oame out of the fight
without & scratch. He evidently does mot
allow his ageressivenese to lead him Into
offending his pelitical oppenents, and
mombers of all political parties will en-
joy his addresses, even If they cannot
agree with his conclusions.

Shortly
before § o'clock the Woodmen Band head-
ed g proceasion from Oregon Clty to the
park. Viee-President J. J. Brown, of
Local Union, No. 3§, United Textile
Workers of Americe, calied the meeting
to order. Ex-Mayor C, D. Latourette was
unanimously eiected chairman., He made
a few appropriate remarks, congratuiat-
ing the employe=s of the woolen mills on
their success in recognition and sald the
drift of the meeting was rather a sudden
change, because It waa expected In the
morning to have held an indignation
meeting beciu=e the Oregon City Manu-
facturing Company had not’ recognized
the unlon,

“The people of Oregon City welcoms the
union,” mald Mr. Latourette, “and In
union there ia strength. If there is any-
thing wrong about organisation them or-
ganized labor may say to eapital: “You
showed the way: you were the first to
do " It s no longer possible for Indi-
vidual workingmen to deal with organized
capital If capital, for seif-presérvation,
Is oblliged to combine, then labor for thé
same reason must do the same thing "™

W. 8 T"Ren sald: “This Is even a hap-
pler occaslon than I had expected, be-
cause a large part of the demands of the
employes have been econceded, hoth a=z to
recognition and wag=s. There are thres
stages, ordinarily, In methods by which
labor should obtaln Justice. At first they
struck and organised afterwards, and
aought thelr righta by viclence, We

that stage gevetal yeara ago In
the United States, and the rule is now
to organize first, then strike and appeal
to the sense of right and justice of the
publle. We are In this stage now, but I
hope within a” few. years we shall reach
fhe third stare, when unlons will be cor-
porations and either employers or em-
ployas can sue In the courts for justice.
That wtage has Deen reached In New
Zealand, where strikes are practically un-
known,”

Judge Gordon E. Hayes made an elo-
guent address on the present atatus of
labor, and his remarks were (requimily
interrupted by loud appliuse. He wos fol-
iowed by President Morgan, of the Port-
iand Millwrights' U'nion, who made a half
hour speech on union matters and went
somewhat fully Into the detalls of union
work and of combinntions and organiza-
tlon. He dweit strongly on the fact that
combination and expansion were the order
of the day. "“Even the corset-makers,™
sald Mr. Morgan, "have formed a glgan-
tle trust, and It Is strange to me, being
an old bachelor and not understanding the
situation fully, that the corsetmakers’
trust also belleves In expansion.” The
speaker dwelt on the power and Influence
of Iabor and sald everything that men
have distinguished themselves in, that
adds comfort to life and to the Intellec-
tual and spiritual growth of man, Is di-
rectly the product of {sbor. and more par-
ticularly mental labor. He closed ¥lth
an eloguent appeal ‘to. all workingmen
present to bulld up and strengthen or-
ganized jabor.

State Senator Brownell wns not om the
programme, but was called for, and the
audionce refused to be satlsfled until he
respanded. Through agreement the com-
mitiee having the meeting In charge had
not intended that any candidate for ofMice
should " speak;” but yielded to ‘calln for
Brownell, who pald an sloguent tribute to
the cause of libor and urged the benofits
and advantsper of an eight-hour labor
day. He declared that the Legialature
should paes a law making eight hours a
legnl diy's work,

This s an outgrowth of
thee Natlonal Muachinists' demands of a
year ago. About 30 moldera walked out.
representing all employed at the four
foundries in this city. and all the foun-
dries are closed. Bhould the strike con-
tinue long, It may result in closing all
the machine shops except those of the
rallways. Conferences are being held to-
day, but no agreement is In sight, and
it Is feared the strike may last for some
time.
