At & sperial mesting of the Lewis and
Clark directors yesterday afternoon steps
Wwore laken toward submitting to the
voterz st the June eiection the question
of lovying a S-mill tax In the city of
Portland for the Lewls and Clatk Cen-
tennial, American Pacific Exposition and
Orfental Fanir. An ordicance was dis
rected to be prepared in accopdance with
the terms of the statute aulhorizing the
procecding, which ondinance will be sub-
mittad for conslderation of the Couneil
-#t the regular meeting today. Action by
the Council today ls essential to getling
the questlon on the official ballot

President Corbett anmounced the pur-
pose of the meeting and Director Fenton
reafl the law nnd showed the necessity
for immediate action if its provisions are
1o be taken advantage of. Then he moved
that the Clty Attormey be requested io
prepare an ordinance in accordance with
the statute, placing the levy at I mills
on the dollar. and submit for the
sideration of the Council,

The question arosa as to whether this
levy could be made but once, and the
answer was W the affirmAtive; that one
levy would exhaust the power of this act
and any further levies must be author-
fzed by the Legislsture before they may
be made. It was also asserted that unless
this matter should be gotten before the
voters at the coming election it would be
tmpossible to get Any benefit from this
law,. shich would In that case lapse.

WHAT THE MILLOWNERS SAY.

Samuel Connell Voloes the Views of
the Employers.

The millowners belleve they have dons
&ll they could to svert the trouhle, but
thut the demands of the unlon sre too
unreasonable for eonsideration.

“Lang before this strike the millowners
sel forth a number of logical reasons
Why they could not concede a nine-hour
dsy,” said Bamuel Comnell, of the North-
west Door Company, in an Interview last
tvening. “Thess statements were made
to the newspapers and also to our men,
and yet they were entirely Ignored by the
employes that walked out May 1. Agaln,
after the astrike wss declarsd, we set
forth in a letter published In your paper
4 plain statement that any one sould un-
dersiand. A few days laler o commities
was taken through ecertaln spwmills and
planing mills and comparisons made of
wages and work, and as a result a fur-
ther conference with the millowners was
requested and a mesting arranged for the
day followtng. It was understood when
this meeting was called that it was to be
with our own employss—one from each
miil. At the appointesd hour a brickma-
son, a cigarmaker and s laundryworkes
nppeared and stated that they had been
schit as the representatives of the striking
men.

“Now, it cannot be sald that these men
were competent men with whom to dls-
cuss the questions Involved In this strike,

Is wrong In practice and lacking in prin-
ciple, and entirely arbitfary and devold
of conacience. socialistic and un-Ameri.
can. These are hard things to say. but
are Justifiable by the facts, as I have
shown above. Of course, we have many
other reasoos which we ean produce
and which the public may not be Inter-
erted In st thds time,

“This boyoott plan will not matertally ,
Affect the milis If the strikers and their |
confederates will simply atay away from
our factaries. The trade affected by the
boycott dota not represent over 5 per
cont of the trade of thess mille, The union
men of this ety do not have to use our
goods unless they want to, but we inalst |
that we have a right to operate our fac-
tories without molestation, and when wcl
are interfered with we shall take steps
to secure such protection as our form of
government can give. We hope that rlot,
and rowdylam will not prevall, but if it
does In a oase like this, where there Is
no contention about wages and no com-
plaint at employers, and no Issues save an
arbitrary demand for recognition. we
might just as well fight it out now ul
any time, and we wilL."™

TERRED BY HARDSHIPS.

Roads and Trails Will Be Open Next
Mounth—Full Activity Will Then
Begin.

BTITES, 1daho, May M—Ths maln rush
for Thunder Mountain will not begin much
before the first of Juns, on account of
the hardships of the journey and the 4if-
ficuities of carrying In supplles. Many
men, however, are undaunted by the re-
ports of had roads Numerous parties
with pack animals jéave this pelnt daily,
Most of them walk, lsading their horses,
but n few of the tenderfooi speciea have
saddlie animals and ocutfits of the mumt
showy character.

The cayuse ls malnly used for packing,
and he can be seen here In all hin viclous
ness and treachery. Many of them have
to be blindfoided, tied by the legs and
held by twisted sara before they wiil sub.

squaw, or Qovernment hiteh, they fre.
quently buck the supplies all over the
road, much o the amusement and laugh-
ter of the ever ready idler, who may be
a Uks sufferer on the following day.

While the roads to Thunder, as it Is
generally abrevinted in this section of the
country, are very bad, a pumber are got-
ting In, but not with horses. The horses
are left at Salmon River, where there s
good fead, and the men are packing In
supplies on thelr backs, Notwithstanding
the reports sent out by those Interested In
various mads, the only pack train whpich
has resched the camp this season was that
of George Stonebraker, who went In over
the 8tites-Eik City-Dixle route.
