While the Benate amend-
ment & not to be retained In Ite firsy form,
the work != authorized to be begun upon
the lust plun of Captals Harts, and it wiil
not have to" go back to another board of
engineers before work W6 commenced

According to the agresment reached to-
day, the £220.000 remulning from the for-
mear appropriation for the boat rsliway
and 3100000 addittonal will be authorized
for expenditure upon the canal and locks
The principal point galned today s that
work wiil be commencesd [mmediately
upan the passage of the river and harbor
bill, and that when it Is once commenced
sufficient appropristions will be made to
continus and otmplete i

“The best thing you can tell the people
of Oregon,” sald one Senator today, 'l
that n Republican Congress will make
provison for opening the Calumbia River
and that suceessive Ropublican Congressss
will appropriste sufficlent money to carry
on the work and see that the river is kept
open,”™

It s onderstood that the agreement
reached today l permanent and that
there e no danger of [ts belng reopaned
There {8 also further assurance thal en
sgreement will be reached on other items
io the dispute, snd that an agreement is
ikely to be reported which will invare the
passage of the bill

This is the first time since the agitation
started for en Improvement at The Dalies
that there hasz been‘an: absolute prospect
of & substantial and prictical beginnnig to
remove and overcome the obstructions, al-
though there gan been an attempi to bave
something done every time a river and
barbor bill has passed.

Prior to the unprecedented fall of ‘Taln,
denss clouds were seen to the south and
the city became as durk as night. It was
afterward learned that there had been &
terriffic waterspout In the Lewlsburg Hills,
in the southern suburbe of Covington, K¥.,
nnd it moved over the Kentucky suburbe
into this city., passing up the Miami Val-
ley and causing damage as far gs Dayton,
Ohio.

Whila storm damages are reported
throughout Kentucky, the worst polnt
seems to have been In Covingion. The
water rolled down the hills 20 feet desp
In places and was about 3 yards wide.
Tho frame house of Edward Wohriey was
carried for a distance of over fgur blocks
and fnally was dashed to pleces in the
Covington ball grounds. The house wWas
ocoupled by four familles—Henry Willen,
wife and four children; William Simpson,
his wife and children; Henry Qualbrink
and family and Mm. George Flachner.
All had narrow escapes excopt M
Flachner sand Wille Willen, who were
drowned. Mrs. Willen and her other chil-
dren were aimost drowned when rescued,
It is belleved that Mre, Fiachner, a pister
of Mrs, Willen, lost her life in trylng to
save Willle Clem Davier, who was driv-
ing & team near the flood in the Kentucky
suburb, had his wagon overturnsd by the
water and was drowned. The bulldings
of the Queen ity Bathing Club, on the
river front, at Dayton, Ky, opposite Clo-
cionatl, were demolished,

All the towns opposite suffered damage
from broken windowe and houses being
unroofed, but the greatest damage on
both sidem of the river, especlally to tThe
business houses in Cincinnat! and slse in
Irvington, Ky., came from cellars belng
sufldenly filled with water, it belng Im-
possible for the sewers amd gutters to
carry the water off. Superintendent
Bassjer, of the United SBtatea Weather Bu-
reau, reported the wind as @ miles an
bour and the rainfall in less than half
an hour, 2.3 inches, the greglest on rec-

In the Clocinnatl morgue sre-bodles of
thwee victime. George Becker, a widower,
while driving & becr wagon was strack
by & telegraph pole and knocked from
his wagon. He was pinloned  to the
ground and drowned on one of the prin-
cipal avenues. Ferdinand Rapp, a peddler,
was casught by the water while trylng to
Fet goods out of a eellar.

FPRESIDENT ATTENDS THE PRESBY-
TERIAN CENTENNIAL,

Tribute Paid to the Ploneera of the
Cause—Celebration Brouoght to
Close at Carnegle Hall,

NEW YORE, May 20.—Carnegle Hail
was wowded (o the doors tomight with
an audlence eager to henr the address of
Fresident Roosevelt In the Interest of
Presbyterian home missions, the ococa-
ston marking the close of the centennial
celebration. Many of the audience re-
membered that Presidents Clsveland and
Harrison had made addresses from the
same platform on the same subject.

In the parguet sat the commissloners of
the general assembly, with as many of
their friends as could be crowded in. The
two tiers of boxes were filled with men
and women who are leaders In metropoll-
tan Presbyterianixm, and others interest-
€d In the meeting. There were sbout 0
men and women on the platform. There
was no vacant seat, not a bit of standing
room left in the entire auditorium, and
hundreds were turned away,

When Presldent Roosevelt took his sest
on the piatform he receivel a great ova-
tion. When the applause died away Mr,
Roogevell took his seat between Rev, Dr.
Van Dyke and Rev, Dr. Stewart Dodge,
who was presiding. A cholr of 135 volces
from the diferent Fresbyterian churches
sang the bymn, “"Ye Bervants of God,
Your Master Proclaim.” and the Presi-
dent sang with them.

“Every True American,” sald Dr. Dodge
in" his opening remarks, “is grateful that
his country was founded by men and
women who feared God; and todsy this
nation is recelving itz chief strength and
support from God-fearing men and women,
On this occcasitn, our centennisl eele-
bration of our home mission, It Is oUr
chief reason tn keep rejoleing that our
church stiill supplled such men and
women to keep] up the good work."™

Im
ons sense, of course, all’ fervent and ear-
nest church work is 3 part of home mis-
slonary work. ‘Every earnest and sealous
bellever, every man or woman who is a
doer of the work and not a hearer only,
is a lfelong misslonary in his or
fleid of labor—a missionary by precept
and, by what s a thousand-fold morg
than precept, by practice. Every such
bellever exerts Influence on those within
reach, somewhat by word and infinitely
more through the ceaseless yot wellnigh
unscen pressure, all the stronger when
its exercise is unconscious, of example,
of hroad, loving, charitable nelghboril-
ness.

“But tonight we celsbrate 100 years of
misslonary work, dons mot Incidentally,
but with set purposes; 100 years of ear-
nest effort to spread abroad the gos-
pel, to lay deep the mosal foundation
upon which true Natlonal greatness must
rest. The century that haa closed has
seen the conquest of this continent by
our people. To conquer a continent s
rough work. All the really great work
is rough in the doilng, though it may
stem smooth fnnu;h to those who look
back upon it, ‘'or who gase upon it from
afar. 1horoughness {s an unavoidable part
of the doing of the desd. . We need dis-
play but scant paMence with those who,
gitting at ense In thelr own homes, de-
light to exercise & guerulous and cenmor-
jous part of judgment upon their brethren,
who, whatever thelr shortcomings, are
doing strong men’'s work as they bring the
Hght of civilisation Into the worid’s dark
piaces.

SCARE AT FORT DE FRANCE

OUTBREAK FROM MOUNT PELEE
’ CAUSES A PANIC.

Eruption Similar to That of May S,
but Not So Severe—Hescue
Work at St. Plerre.

FORT DE FRANCE, May 20.—This
moraing at §:3 o'clock a thick heavy
cloud, it up by flaskes of lightning and
the rising sun, rose from Mount Pelee.
The people of Fort de Francg at once be-
came panic.-stricken, and in scant attire
rushed excitedly through the streets of the
town. Btones from the wvolcano as big
as hazel nuts feil In the streets, Many
of the inhabitants hurriedly embarked on
the vessels In the harbor, and it wns with
difficuity that they were eventually re-
assiired. At 7 o'clock, however, the ex-
cllement was over, and the people be-
came caim. The phenomenon of thia
morning was similar to the eruption of
Thursday, May 8 but_not so severe.

It was learmed
later that a whirlwind of fire descended on
Le Crrbet, and fears are entertained for
the llves of the troops who were sup.
posed to be in that village.

RESCUE PARTY'S NARROW ESCAFE.

Searcheras Nearly Overwhelmed by a
Fresh Ouibreak of the Volemne.
FORT DE FRANCE, Monday, May 18—
The expedition sent to recover the bodles
of the American and British Consuls at
B Plerre, today nearly resulted In s fear-
ful horror. The vess¢ls tuking part In the
expedition were the United States Steam-
ship Potomac and the British Cruiser In-
defatigable. The Poiemac, under the
command of Lieutenant Benjamin Me-
Cormick, arrived there first at II o'clock
in the morning, and landed working par-

ties, -

One party went to the site of the Ameri-
can Consulate, and the other, headed by
Licutenant McCormick, went to the north
end of the town, to the spot whers the
Britlsh Consulate stood, from where the
Lieutenant could see Mount Pelee and
mhliced that a huge column of smoke and
gas wps pouring out of the crater, in a
manner similar to the eruption of May 7
jast. He thersupon rustied to the alte of
thé American Consulate and ordered all
hands to the boats, The American sallors
plcked up a heavy metallle coffin In a
wood case, contalning the remains of the
United States Consul, Thomas T. Prentis,
and carried it to a boat. The American
party was In imminent danger,

In the meanwhile the Indefatigable had
arrived off Bt. Plerre, but left the shore,
heading for the sea, blowing her siren,
At that time & huge stream of molten
matter was pouritg Into the sea, and the
whole sea was hfieous, having turned a
yellow-green color, while what was ap-
pafently smoke was rushing from the
mountain, The detonations were contin-
uous and were accompanled by a fearful
storm ‘of lightning. thunder and raln
Thes fashes were of terribls viclence and
during the storm new. eratérs opened In
Mount Pelee. Fortuna the wind kept
the clouds of smoke a gas from en-
ve the American and Brillsh war-
ehips, or the working party. The coal-
ness and cournge of the American sallors
were moat noteworthy.

The body of Mr. Prentis is now here.
There will be a funeral service on board
the Unlted Biates crulser Cincinnat! to-
morrow, the Wth. There will be no special
ceTemony.

The volcanic mountaln is apparently in
greater activity and the escape of the war
vessels, and particularly of the shore
party, was exceedingly narrow.

A severe Inundation at Basse Polnte, on
the northeast coast of this [sland, at 2
o'clock this morning, swept away 29
houses, and @ other bulldings were dam.-
aged by the flowing mud which has swept
over the Vallee de La Riverie. There
wons no further loss of lfe. Basse Pointe
baving been abandoned several days ago.

KINGSTOWN, Bt. Vincent, Baturday,
May 17-The continued heat thrown off
by the lava prevents any onhe approaching
the voleanic mountaln.

The loss as a result of the voleanle erup-
tion includes not only the present cropa
of the island, but cultivation will be Im-
peded for some years to come, Berlous
fears are entertained that another erup-
tion will oocur at the foot of the volcano,
where steam is continually arising from
small fissures. The locality is oracked all
ovar. The strange color and the great
depth of the inlet of the sea on the Wal.
fiba estate imply that an eruption oc-
curred there, and that a new crater has
beent formed, which extends from the land
into the sen.
