NEW YORK, May 2 —The General As-
sembly of the Presbyterian Church to-
day adopted the report of the committee
on creed revision, making changes In the
confession of faith. This actiom. which
was practieally unanbmous, was taken
with little or mo debate. The changes
proposed will now go to the various Pres-
byteries for ratification.

The prospect of an interesting debate
on crosl revislon atiracted a crowd
which filled the church. On motion of the
Rev. Dr. David J. Wrylle, speeches on the
report were limited to 10 minutes, except
that of the committee chalrman. Rev.
Dr. Juanes D. Mofiat moved the adoption
of the 11 overtures to be sent to the Pres-
by teriea.

Rev. Dr. Henry C. Minton, chalrman of
the revision committes, spoke for the re-
vislon. He would not, he sald, argue
the merits of the whole report, but of
the especial conalderations which Influ-
enced the committee. They were gulded,
in the first place, by the work of the
comimities of 182 The presumption, of
course, always was in favor of the ex-
plicit orders of last year's assembly.
There were two elements on the commil-
tee, ne explained, those who preferred
to make all amendments by verbal modl-
fications, and those who wished to make
the changes by separate declaratory
statements. Obviounsly, there had to be
some yielding and it was not all on one
#lde. ““The misapprehensions as to the
confession,” continued Dr. Minton, “have
come from two causes; first, the un-
guarded statements in the confession it-
self, and, second, unwarranted infer-
ences from the confession. In Lhe first
cases, verbal changes would be the rem-
edy; In the second, declaratory state-
ments are necessery.’’

Dr. Minton then took up the varfous
polnts on which the committee had been
asked to puss. “'Regarding the pope of
Rome,” he snld, “the confession distinet-
Iy says the pope is anti-Christ and
the son of perdition. Now, {f that was
true and If we want to say ft=-let It
stand. If not true, or if true and we do
not wish to say It take it out. *“]1 may
beileve that the pope is anti-Christ on
general principies. 1 am quite willing
to declure, In the face of the vatlcan or
tHe whole world, for that matter, that
the pope In using the crown righis of
Jesus Christ, is antl-Christ and Is a son of
perdjtion. The committes followed the
only proper coursé to pursue by broaden-
ing the statement.

“The critics and enemica of the Pres-
byterian Church have rolled it under
their tongues as a swest morsel that
we belleve in infant damnation. We re-
sent the accusation that this chapter
contemplates any such Interpretation.”

Dr. Minton was loudly applauded when
he closed.

Dr. ®offat urged the assembly In n
brie! address to decide the question quick-
Iy by a vote to accept. Rev. Dr. Russell
Booth, of this city, who has been known
as a =trong anti-revisioniet, asked the
assembly to adopt unanimously and at
once the report.

Az he closed hls short remarks, there
came jopd cries of ""Question, question™
from all over the assembly. .

Rev. Fieming G. Balley, of Kinsifnmes,
Fia., npposed revision. *I am agalnst
the adoption of the report” he sald. “1
have never found any difficulty with the
old standards. They have lighted the
way for me and mine across the river,
&Il the way. 1 feel that this revision

The motion for adoption of the supple-
mentary statement was made by Dr.

At the afternoon session Dr, William
Henry Roberts offered a resolution, which

vommisslioners of the assembly, pastors
of the church and others.

Bev. Dr. D. Stuart Dodge, as chalrman
of the standing commitiee on temperance,
then pressnted the report of that commit-
tet. The committee brought in different
recommendations. The General Asssmbly
was calied upon to reaffirm the former
declarations of the church, laying special
Ftress on total abstinence on the part of
i1s mombers, and entire separation from
any affillation with the liquor trafMe. The
presbyieries were urged 1o appoint Pres-
byterian committes symtematically to
bring the matter of Intemperance 1o the
attention of the churches. It was sug-
gested, through the permanent committee
on temperance, 1o memoralise Congross
to enmact Inws prohibiting the sale of
liguors in the old soldiers’ homes: United
Btates public bulidings and Immigration
stathows,

Gratelul note was made of the passuge
of the antd-canteen law, the Lodge-Gillett
blll, and the passagc of the sclentific tem-
perance bill in Georgin, providing for the
teaching of temperance in the public
schoois. The action of rafiroads and cor-
porations in demanding total abstinence
as one of the gualiications for employes
to whom the safety of human life is en-
trusted, was also recommended. The Gen-
eral Arsembly wan called upon 1o express
fwell throvgh propaganda against the
anti-prohibition crusade begun by the
Liguor Dealers’ National Protective Asso-
clation.

Rev. B, T. Anderson pleaded for money
to support & vigorous tempeTAnce Propa-
ganda.

ASFECT OF THE CRATER SINCE THE
ERUPTION.

Inbabitants of Fort de France De-
termined to Leave the Island—
The Second Outbreak,

FORT DE FRANCE, May 2 —The cor-
respondent of the Associated Press has had
an interview with M. Clerc, & member of
the Legislature of Martinlque, who re-
cently explored the vicinity of Mount Pe-
lee. He gald:

"I started Friday last for Mount Peles
by the rond leading along the coast from
Basse Polnte, and, accompanied by Tel-
ioame Chancele, chlef englocer of the
sugar works, 1 reached a helght of 125
meters without aifficulty, and was able
to ascertaln that the present crater is
about 30 meters In dlameter. Op the cast
it Is overlooked by the Morne Lacroix. the
culminating point of the island, having
an aititude of 1350 meters, which Is com-
pletely crumbled and mined at [ts basre,
A% & result of the wvoleanie action, and
might easily collapse.

., was entirely embedded In iava,
the tall chimneys alone belng visible. The
burpning mass of llquld had taken wonly
three minutes from the time |t was per-
celved to reach the sea, five miles away.
Then a remarkabls phenomenon oc-
curred. The sea receded all along the
west coast for a distance of about 190
yards and returned with great strength,
covering up the whole of the sea front

{ of Bt, Plerre and reaching the firast houses

on the Place Bertin, This created a gen-
eral panle and the people ran terror-
atricken towards the hills. Though the
sea receded again without any great dam-
age belng Adone ashore or afloat, the panle
eontinued, intensified by the terrible de-
tonations which broke from the mountain
at ahort and irregular intervals, accom-
panied by dense masars of smoke and
lurid flashes of Bame. This was awful in
daylight, but when darkness fell It was
more terrible still, and at each manifes-
tatlon of the voleano's anger, people In
thelr night clothes, earrying chlldren and
guided by any wort of lamp or candle they

“The pond which wns situated near
Morne Lacrolx Is completely dried up. The
Iron cross which stood at the foot of the
mountain has been meited. Only the base
of the masonry where the eroms stood and
the lower part of the foot of the croms
can be seen.

“Tha rims of the crater have very
much changed in appearance, The heat
where we stood was Intense, and the
whole aspect of the mountain waa terri-
fying. Stones feil around us, and we
picked up large plecea of sulphur, which,
however, we were unable Lo retaln. The
whole spot was charged with electricity,
which became =0 violent that we were
obliged to retreat.

“Our descent from the mountain was
more difficult than our ascent. A blinding
raln of mshes foll upon us, and the en-
gineer war nearly killed by a large stone
which f2ll near him. We succeeded In
reaching Basse FPointe n our return, af-
ter having been four hours on the moun-
taln under the most dangerous <ircum-
stances."

The recent rains of ashes and voleanic
rocks which have fallen here caused so
much consternation among the Inbabj-
tants of Fort de France that those who
have not left the coity are anxious to do
s0, and large numbers are emigrating to
Gundaloupes, where, it is now estimated
here, 133 people from Martinique have
already sought shelter,

During her last exploring trip about the
fsland, the French cruiser Buchet, which
did not stop at St Plerre, noticed that
all the formerly cuitivated land between
Grande Riviers and Marigot had been
completely destroyed. The inhabltants of
these two towns have suffered and are
etlll suffering a great deal, but they have
not yot determined to abandon those lo-
calitiea, and efforts are being made to
supply them with provisions. The Suchet
also reports that as she approached the
point of land where the land was in a
better state of preservation a shower of
stones and sulphur caused those of the
population of Morne Rouge who had re-
mained there, hastily to evacuats that
place.

The French gunboat Joffroy took on
“board 15 inkabitants of the neighborhood
of L& Carbet. It s estimated that about
300 persons will, by mnight time today,
have left Fort de France for the extreme
southern part of the island.

THE LAST TO ESCAPE,

Terror of the People of St. Plerre
Before the Ernption.

NEW YORK, May £2—The West Indian
newspapers contalning accounts of _lhe
volcanie outbreak began to reach New
York today. The following are extracts
from the Volce of BrL Laucia, printed at
Castries, 8t. Lucla, May §:

“Mount Pelee in the last days of April
began to show signs of uneasiness. On
May 3, It began to throw out dense vol-
umes of smoke, and at midnight belched
out fames, accompanied by rumbling
nolses. At 5:30 A. M., finmes were again
visible, and similar nolses were sudible.
At the foot of Mount Pelee are the vii-
iages of Precheur and St Philome. The
Inhabitants were thrown Into the greatest
consternation by the sights and sounds of
the lnboring mountain, especially by the
darkening of the sky by volumes of thick
smoke and the clouds of ashes which be-
gan to fall. There wes an exodus from all
the district. The town of Bt. Plerre was
on the morning of last Baturday covered
with a layer of ashes about One-quartsr
of an inch thick, and appeared as though
enveloped In a fog. The mountaln was in-
visble, belng wrapped In the smoke which
issued from it. The greatest anxiety pre-
valled, and all business was suspended.

"A very anxious moming was passed mt
Martinigue, May & Thanka, however, to
& sen breese from about 11 A. M., the ait-
usation then appeared betler, but ss the
breezs died awny al sunset, a Jarge gquan-

REFUGEES FROM MARTINIQUE.

Prople Panic-Stricken by the Ac-
tivity of Monnt Pelee.
CASTRIES, Isiand of Bt Lucin, B. W.
L, May Z.—M. Labat, the senlor town
councllor of Fort de France, who was
among the refugees who arrived here yeo
terday from Martinique on the Norwegian
steamer Helga, accompanfed by his entire
family, was Interviewed today by = corre-
spondent of the Assoclated Press. He
sald that since the 8t. Plerre disaster the
popuiation of Fart de France had been
excited and anxious This Intensified ns
the ashea from Mount Pelee thickened,
pumice ralred more often, and the fre-
quent detonations became louder. Coun-
cllor Labat related thrilling stories of es-
capes from the environs of 8t Plerre,

which he gathered from refugees,

“On Baturday at 2 o'clock in the after-
noon,” he . "an incessant rain of
ashes obscured the sky, and at § o'clock
total darkness prevalled. The population
generally was unnerved. Sunday was
lighter, but the ash rain continued, with
an occasional fall of lava, slag and pum-
lce and continued rumblings from the
mountain, and the feellng of anxiety con-
tinued,

“Al 5:30 A. M. on Monday n singular
phenomenon was witnessed in the sastern
eky. Clouds lke gigantlec white ostrich
plumes rose high in the heavens. They
had luminous lnings, which were mis-
taken for flames though they were only
caused by the rays of the rising sun, and
threw the peopie into consternation, At
nogn the sea began to recede, with a
heavy ground swell tossing the shipping
$0 badily that veseels broke from thelir
moorings. Then a long. rolling wave
spread over the front, It did lttle dam-
ege, and the poa again receded and left a
consiferable area of the shore perma-
nently uncoversd, At the same tlme the
ash rain became twice as viclent and peb-
bles fell, They were followed by pleces
of heavy rock. some of which weighed
from three to twelve pounds esch.

“The panic-stricken people rushed out
of their houses, some making for the
mountalns in the interior of the jsland,
and others seoking to escape on board the
shipping in the harbor. The speene was
ane of the wildest confusion. Whole fam-
liles assembled on the jetiles and along
the beaech, nearly all of them falling an
thelr knees and screaming forth appeals
for boats to take them to the steamers,
to which some of the men swam off,

“The steamers at For tde France kept n
Iarge number of people on board untf]
evening, when the phenomena subsided,
and most of the refugces were put ashore
On Tuesday steamers took away the des-
titute people who remained on board, and
slso a number of paying passengers.
Three hundred refugees were landed here
end 1500 were teken to the Island of
Guadeloupe. The refugess who were land.
ed at this place had as a ruls nothing
with them but the clothes they wore
when they left Fort de France, and they
are now supported by public funds or
private subscriptions.”

THE SECOND ERUPTION.
Far More Viclent Than That Which
Effaced St. Plerre.

FORT DE FRANCE, Island of Mar-

not te, but they ‘are terrified.

persons crazed with fear and hagging to
be csrried away. The weather I8 now
calm and beautiful, but the mountaln is
velled In volcanic clouds which often as-
sume a very threatening aspect, and ooca-
slonal rumbliings are heard. Bome heavy
And very welcome raln fell this morning.

The United Btates steamer Dixte, Cap-
tailn Berry, from New York, arrived to-
day after a quick and safe passage. Her
passengers Include many world-famous
selentiste, among them Professor Robert
T. Hill, Government geologist; Professor
C. E. Borchgrevink, the Antarctle ex-
plorer; George Curtls and George Ken-
nan and many magasine writers and cor-
respandents are also among those who
arrived on the steamer. The Dixle be-
kan landing her enormous cargo of sup-
plies early and the storchouse ou shore
soon became congested, and this is the
greatest diMculty of the administration.

The TUnited States steamer Potomac
went to Inspect 8t. Plerre, with the com-
manders of the war wvessels now here,
With the greatest difficulty the party
tucceeded In making a landing. The ef-
fect of the outburst of yesterday was
tremendous. The huge basaltic towers of
the Cathedral were hurled flat to the
carth, The bombardment of voleanic
stones is riot sufficient to account for this,
and all evidence polnls to the passage ol
A furious biast of blazing gas. traveling
ALl enormous spesd and with Incaleuiable
force. The deposit of boulders, athes and
angular stones is emormous. Not a hu-
man belng aaw what happened at St
Plerre yesterday morning.

This sccond eruplion was many times
more violent than that which effaced Bt
Plerre and awept its people from the
earth. Nor h:is all volcanie activity |
ceased.
