The management has a st of 133 men,
who are known to have been in the mine,
and there were probably others, Of these
only M are known to be safe. It Is I
that few, if any, of the remaining 109 are
now alive,

What csused the exploslon has not yet
been definitely nscertained. Many of the
miners were ignorant forelgners and one
of the mine shafts wae always more or
less gaseous. It is reported in Fernle this
evening that the explosion resuiled from
the use by & careless Itallan of an open
Jamp. Another theory of the cause of the
explogion i# that a miner struck & malch,
exploding the gas, which was almost al-
ways present in No. 2 shaft. The twue
cause of the disaster will probally never
be positively ascertained, for it is doubt-
ful if any man who knows will ever reach
the outer alr allve, or be able to tell the
tale. The explosion took place in Na, 3
shaft of the mine, belag repeated In a
few seconds In No, 3, with which it was
connected. The two shafte In which the
explosion occurred are aituated oa Conl
Creek, about six miles fromm Fernla, No,
2 has always been considered the more
dangerous of the two, belng dry, dusty
and gaseous.

Recently, the dangerous condltion which
had hitherto prevalled in No. I tunnel
had been greatly modified and mproved,
New fans were instalied, furnishing. an
excess of alr. with 4 per oent Teserve.
From all avallable sources asxlstanée in
being rushed to the moene of the calamity,
but there fs little bope for the vescus of
any of the entombed men. Already the
work of liberation has been begun with
such means as are at local command, and
elght lodles have been taken from the
mine. The presences of coal damp makes
the work of rescus very dangerous, and is
serigusly hindering the efforts of the
workers. These are the broad outlines of
a most heart-rending calamity, the only
disaster which has ever occurred in Brit-
ish Columbis exceeding it in magnitude
being the death of 157 men In the Welling-
ton mine, 18 years ago. The local details
of fear and distress, It Is uiterly lmpossi-
bie o depict. In No. 2 tumnal, in which
the first exploslon occurred, from 109 to
I men and boys are usually employed,
and in No. 2 tunnel, to ‘which the explosion
exténded, shout 80 men geénemally work
In both minies there are n large number
of foreigners, and the difculty of Jdis-
ciplining thése men and Im: upon
them the danger from the use of unpro-
tected lights has always been very great
This tunnel has always been more or less
troubled with escaping gas, nnd on several
occasions the Provinelal Buperintesdent of
Mines bhas drawn the attention of the
manager of the mines to this fact, and
urged that ft be remedied.

What the Original Owner Says.

VICTORIA, B, C, May Z2—Willlam Fer-
ole, one of the original owners of the
Crow's Nest coal mines, has received a
wire from Ferule suying that an explo-
slon had oocurred in Nos, 2 and 3 slopes,
resulting in the death of 135 men, The
mines affected are situated at Coal Crook,
six miles from Fermie. No. 2 tunnel is
two miles long, and No. 8 about the same
length. ; From these two mines and No, 1°
most of the coal of the district i» taken,
They have been well developed, the tun.
nels running from the bank of {ha oresk
into the mountain of coml,. It 4s said by
men who wvisited the mioe that it was
not well ventilated and that an explo-
sion was inevitable. .

BRITISH GOVERNMENT REGARDS
WAR AS PRACTICALLY ENDED.

Great Interest in the Cabinet Coun-
cil Held In London Yesterday—
No Oficinl Ammnoumncement

LONDON, May 3.—More public Inter-
est was manifested In today’'s meeting of
the “Cahinet than was the case since the
carller stages of the war. The minis-
ters reached Downing strest from all
parts of the country, and were groeted by
hundreds of people anxious for signs of
the trend of affalrs. The Btock Ex-
change bas fally made up its mind how
things are going., and declares that the
bases of peace were slgned at Pretoria
yesterday, The Cabinet meeting ad-
jogrned at § P. M.

The Associntod Press has ascertained
that the government regards the war as
practically ended. Advices recelved by
the War Office Indicate that whatsver
decision the Vreeniging conference may
arrive at, most, if not all ‘of the Boer
leaders who went te Pretoria will mot
vontinue the fight. The present negotin-
tons were merely for the purpdse.of en-
abling the Boer leaders to “Save thelr
fuces'’ After they learn the results of
this  afternoon’'s cablnet wmeeting. th
Boer leaders sre expected to announce
thelr entire aoquiescence with the British
terms. The War Office does not expect
any serious defectlons of the rank and
Ai¢ from the linea taken up by Generals
Botha and Dewet Privately, confidence
is expressed In official eircles that every-
thing la over bot the shouting.

Meanwhile. outside the Boer com-
mandoes immediately connected ‘with the
peace negotiations, fighting continues.
Lownt's scouts surprised Fouches com-
mand In Cape Colony Wednesday last
and captured most of the Boer supplies.

How soon peace will be announced de-
pends, appurently, more upon the con-
venlence of the Boer leaderz than upen
the Inclination of the British government.
Frivate and official advices recelved to-
night in London from South Africa all
point to the same conclusion. The delay
is technical, nnd to end the long war
seems to be the desire of both British
und Boer leaders. The latter, however,
are unable to eonvince all thelr followern
of the wisdom of acquisscing in the terms
of peace

Information as ‘to what transpired at
today's meeting of the Cabinet is closely
guarded, but It ia not unlikely that the
Cabinet transactions were of vital im-
port. The surmiss of one well-informed
person is that the sum total of the delib-
erations of the Cabinet Ministers was to-
ward a peace mgreement. Another sur-
mise is that the Cabinet has merely sent
rather & meek uitimatum to South
Africs, which can be casd by the Boer
lenders in- explanation to their forces.
Theéss surmises probably contaln an ele-
ment of truth, but nelthsr can in any
wiy affect the widespread belief in the
best Informed gquarters that the end of
the war has come.

In fact, those persons who are best ac-
quainted with the actual detalls of the
present negotiations are unanimsas In ex-
pressing thelr opinlon by guarded reser-
vations regarding the extent of the per-
sonal control of the Boar leaders over
thelr commands. Were the Boers a thor-
oughly discipiined force, dependent upon’
the action of thelr general officers; peace
would probably be proclalmed tonight, but
Botha, Dewet and the other Generals
seoin themselves unable positively to
Fuarantee the degree to which their ex-
ample will be followed. The delegates at
Vreeniging, accornding to information in
possession of the War Ofice, are falrly
evenly divided, Consequently, extrema
precagtions are exercised, both in Lon-
don and Pretoris, to prevent any prama-
ture action or report which might ad-
versely influence the burghers. The mont
pesalmistic forecast heard tonight oply’
admits thyt a few isolated bands of ir-
reconcilables may be left In the fleld.
