Captain McDonald Refutes
(’Brien’s Statement,

AS TO THE DOINGS AT IGBARAS

Bations Were Not Withheld From
the Troops—Xo Barbarity in Com-
nectlon With the Capture
of Lanog.

WABHINGTON, May 2. —Captain Me-
Donald, formerty of the Twenty-sixth Voi-
unteer lnfaniry, one of the officlals ac-
otes In Corporal O'Brien’s testimony,
wis before the Philippine committee of
the Benate today. Ha denied all of the
aliegations made by O'Brien., and sald
(FErien was clsewhere at the time he
clpimed to have been present. McDonald
deniod the statement by O'Brien that he
MeDonald) and a number of other officers
misb-haved themselvee at a native dance.
He shiowed that nt the time alleged Major
Coak. one of the officers named, and him.
srif were on Auty ¢lsewhere, Captain Me-
Donpld sald O'Brien was a troublcsome
soldier,

Captain MeDoneld, who 1= from Charles-
town, Mnsa, sald be had ho doubt that
he was the Cuptaln Frederick MceDonsld
feferred to in Corporal OFBrien's testl-
mony. He admitied bhaving seen the
water cure administered at Igbarss but
peasried thet O Brien was 32 Ban Joaquin,
8 milea away, at the time. The witness
suld he went to the Phillppines in 1556 and
had been there 15 or 2 months

Senator Lodge—Do you know anrtﬁtng
@f the violatlon of the person of a Span-
R woman by Amesicen officers, as testl-
fisdl to by O'Brien?

Captain McDonald—No such clroum-
#ances ever occurred at that time, or any
other, fram the heginning to the end of
my stay In the Phlllippines, and I have
never known of & Bpanish woman or any
other wosnan bring violated by an Amer-
joan officer.

The witnoss went on to =ay that be
suppored the woman that O'Brien had In
mind tn this connection was the wife of a
eon of the Mavor of Igharase A brother
of the womsn's husband, he sald, had
been made & orippie for Nfe by Montour's
band of Iadrones, and the body of the
hushand’'s father, wheén he died, had been
<mgged sbout the streets by Montour
himself. Thip woman, he sall, had given
valuable {nformation to RKergeant Davis,
of his company. concerning the Insurgents
but, the witness added, thin woman never
had been maltreated by the Americans.

Regarding O'Brien's statement that Me-
Donnid and othrr officers hald demanded
themarlves dimgracefully at a native dance
at San Jonquin, Ceptaln MeDonald sald:
“*That stalement i» a dellberate lie from
beginning to end Mnjor Cook, whose
name s given ae that of one of the offi-
vers present on that ascomsloh, wne on
duty at the town of Jarn, @ milee distant,
&t the t!me the dance is sald to have oo-
curred, and 1 was on duty at Migoon.”

Captain McDonald also fistly contradiot-
of O'Brien’s sistement to the effect that
he~or any other officers of the company
Bad withheld from the troops the rationa
10 which they were entitled. In that con.
néction he ealled attentlon to the fact
that the Captain of a company never han-
dird the fund for the purchase of sup-
plits needed by his command. He also
€ecinred that It was not true .that the
hread recelved for the company had been
sold  “The moldlers,” he sald, “had fresh
bread every guy In the week that we pould
bake "

As 1o the statement that the Insurgents
had put o price on his head because of
hia cruelty, Captain McDonald sald he
never heard of that fact, If it was a fact.
"1 imagine' he aald ‘‘that the Insurgents
would have shot any officer of the Amer-
fean Army, a» 1 would bave shot any In-
purgent officer who would not surrender,
but that there was any prics upon my
hend I hiad no evidence, and T went about
freely and alone among the natives at all
timen.™

He also denlod that he ever had struek
& primter over the head with a revolver,
as O0'Brien had charged. “If." he antd,
“a prisoner had not done as ordered, 1
:a[muld have ghol him Instend of striking
iim.**

Bpeaking of the treatment of paaceabls
natives by the Americans in the Phillp-
plaes, Captain McocDonald sald It was llke
the treatment of a child by his father.

The witness also testified concerning the
tapture of the barrio of Lancg, In eon.
nection with which O'Brien had sald that
on unarmed boy had been fred upon by
the entire command; that three old men,
two of them bearing a flag of truce, had
been shot down, and that a woman and
fwo children had been burmed to desth,
he deniéd all the siatements detalling
these supposed clreumstances, bur sald it
Was true that the barric had been oap-
tured and burned It was a stookaded
stronghold of ladrones wet om a hill &nd
considered Insocessible while the Bpan-
larde controlled the country. When his
froops  approached (¢ the natives fired
firsl, but the place was taken. The Amer.
loans oocupled the town for hours, and
then, after giving ample potice of thelr In-
tentions, had set fire to the place. If any
person was burned to death, he never had
Heard of the fact, Nor had he ever given
Any orders while npproaching the place 10
take no prisoners.

iraving thelr respective stations, and wers
protectsd from smalipox. It was also or-
flered that ro recruits shall be sent from
San Franciseo until they bave been under
sbservation long enough to develop any
nfectious diseare to which thay have been
xposed prior 16 enlistment.

_C'LO‘UDBURST IN COLORADO

Flood in Fountain River Does Dam-
nge at FPueblo,

PUEBLO, Colo,, May 2. —S8cores of peo-
pie living along the Fountoin River, In
this clity, have mqved to higher grounds
In' anticipation of the high water. About
3 o'cloek this affernoon the first news of
the heavy rminas about 3 miles north
reached this city. It Is reported at Kel-
ker a cloudburst covercd the prairie with
from two to four inches of water. Three
hundred feet of track of the Denver &
Rio Grande was washed out near Foun-
taln and Pinon, and rallroad officials do
not know when travel can be resyimed,
The Banta Fe track is also reportad dam-
aged. All the telegraph wires were down,
but linemen sent from Colorade Springs
and Puebio got the wires to working
about T o'clock.

The flood, which reached here shortly
afler § o'clock, eame down In & great
roaring breast of water, tenring locss
everything tn Its way., At Butte's Sia-
tion, on the Rio Grande, the scction house
and other property was destroved. From
there to this city not much of value could
be reached Uy the wave, and ample warn.
Ing had been seni akead. But a number
of tent dwellers disregnrded It and had a
narmow escapes. Two womn were com-
pelied to eling to a tree several hours
Amid the polay waves. Several small
houses and tents were earried off. The
thres large stee! raliroad bridges of the
Santa Fe, Missourl Pacific and Colorado
Bouthern Rallroads, all within a guarier
of & mile above the mouth of the Fourf-
faln. were torn out and no trains will
be able to croas for sometime. The ap-
proaches to the two clty bridges onm
Fourth and Elghth streets and those of
the county bridge, north of the city,
were undermined and thén tern out.

Storm Strikes Texarkana.

TEXARKANA, Ark., May 3. — Texsr.
kann was hit by o wind and raln storm
today that Jdid much damage. The
churches farel badly. The Christian
church, Oak-street Baptist church (eol-
ored) and Methodist chureh (eolored)
were nearly blown down, and are ruined,
The Falrview Methodist  Hplscopal
church, the latter one of the flnest in
town, was badly damaged.

A case exceedlng that one in Inhomanity,
He apprehended that It would be said that
the Foderal Government was powerlesa,
and that the states had exclusive juris-
dlet'on. If so, the American people de-
slred to know IL

Senator Ealley sald he had no ldea of
being drawn into any sectional contro-
versy by the SBenator from New Hamp-
ahire, ard he would be willing to have the
people judge the men who perpetrated
such outrages. He desired, however, to
discuss the question whether the Goy-
ernment had the right to go Into the pev-
eral states and take charge of the pesce
and of good order.

But, {f In
the course of Its Investigation, It should
undertake to parade before the country
all the lynchings and burnings that have
oecurred In any =ection over a namelesa
affense. and all the murders of women
snd children, and all the abductions which
have oecurred in other sectiona of the
country, the only result, it seems to me,
would be to make us think less of our-
selves as & people and aus a Natlon, and
T have lttle disposition to {ndulge In that
pastime mynelf.™

The resclution went over. Subsequently
Culberscn had read the story of the
burning of & negro near Leavenwaoarth,
Han., In January, 11, saying he wanted
the fact understood that these crimes oc-
curred In ather states than Texas.

Patterson declared that dfter the cap.
ture of Manila, & ecensored press, deilb-
eratel® guided by the powers In Wash-
Ington, had misrepresented the situation
in the Philippine laslands. He read some
extracts from editorials In the Denver
News since the tinmwe referred to, declar-
Ing that the most “aublimely grand and
Natlonaj deed” which the Unlted States
copid perform would be to extend iInde-
pendence to the Filipinos.

had dealt ably and intelligently with the
question, and, of courss, he had no inten-
tlon of reflecting upon the Senator from
Colerado. .

Patterson declared that additional Usht

opening of hostilities between the Ameri-
cans and Filipincs on Februnry 4, 1509,
Patterson declared that somebody was
dictating the tanor of the news sent from
the [slands to the United States by Asso-
clated Fress and other sources. He In-
timated that It was the purpose to conceal
the facts regarding the situation.

Is his argument, Patterson quoted from
& speech of Foraker, made In January,
188, to the effect that he had no sympa-
thy with those who talked of “making
war on Aguinaifo and his followers in
their struggle for liberty and independ-
ence.” Foraker explained that the war
he referred to was not a war between
the United States and the Filipinos, but
the war betwesan Spain and the Fillpinos,
Patterson held that could not Le the case,
as Manila had fallen to tha Americans
and the Epanish had been sent to their
homes. Foraker sild his sympathles al-
ways had been with the American troops,
snd would be until the last gun had been
firéd in the pending confliot.

Hoar asked Foraker %o read the sen-
tence in Presldent MeKinley's proclama-
ton which had been eliminnted by Gen-
eral Otls, lest It should bring on war. He
sald General Otis arrogated extmaordinary
authority to himself to suppress a part
of the proclamation and to substitute
& statement that would indlcate to the
Filipinos that they were to be granted a
full measure of llberty. Hoar sald he re-
alised the purity of purpose and the In-
tellectual superiority of the Republicans
with whom he differed on this quesation.
He would rather lose his right arm than
take the position he had taken, but he
was so constructad by his Creator that he
enttld not help It. (Appiause.)

Foraker pald s high wibute to Floar,
saying that his colleagues esteemed bim
highly, not only for his great abillity, but
also for hMs lovable charscter.

Patterson, continuing, pald a mnotable
tribute to Governor Taft, saying that &
better selection for his position counld not
have been made. He sald that If Gov-
ernor Taft was removed, the greatest bul-
wark agalnst the oppression of the Fill-
pinos would be removed,

A sharp colloquy arose between MeCo-
mas and Carmack, the former asserting
that abuse of the Army officers and men
wis to be found In every speech almast
on the Democratic side. Carmack nsist-
ed that not a single Democrat had abused
the Army. The question of veracity wns
handed backward and forward belween
the Senators, but did not get beyond the
parllamentary stage.

Dubois Interrupted to say that not &
Democratic Benator had abused the Army
as much as Genernl Chaffes had in Asso-
clated Preas dlspatchea from Manlla,

s publie today. The statement about
thd Waller court-martial by General Chat-
fea, Dubols sald, was ona of the hiackest
pages [n the history of the Army. He Gid
not think any Senator who had calied at-
tentlion to “outrages” could be accused
property of villifying ths army.

MeComas sald General Chaffes had
made his comments simply on the acts of
one brave man when he was JI1 and
searcely responsible for what he did.

Foraker referred to the proclamation of
President McKinley to the Filipinos and
to the change made in it by General Otis.
Hoar interrupted to refer to the assuy-
anced of President McKinley to Andrew
Carnegie that In 30 days resistance In the
Philippines would ceass. General Otis
knew the Filipinos would not submit. and
that thie only way to Keep the peace was
to tell them they were to have thelr in-
dopepdence. “So,” sald Hoar, “General
Otia suppressed i1, but General Miller,
who notorfously did want an attack, pro-
duced it, and Aguinaldo mat it with an
instant speedy definnce'’

Foruker urged that If the proclamation
had been Ismued to the people of Ohio,
they would have regarded It as a declara-
tion of war.

Slxty-two private pension bills were
passed, and after a brief executive pes-
sion, the Senate, at §:35 P. M, adjourned.
