In especinlly trme of ozchards in the
low lanQs whete the trees wore In
bloescm eprly and the poilen was ex-
pored. 1 (he foothiils the bloom was
jate. and neo damage was done by the
coll weailer, The trees which suffered
mont were of the Talian veriety. They
will mot ¥ield much more than half of
A erop, but the fruit will be nrger 2nd
of a hetter geaiity, and will command
betier prices than last year. Compara-
tively Hitle Ommage was done 10 the
Petlte trees.
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VANCOUVER, Wash, May 2--The
prunes have now so far developsd that
ihe prospects for the year's yleld can be
safely estimoted. From Ioformation gath.
gred from prune men from all parts of the
county, the yield s estimated at IS car-
joads of deied frult, or about one-half
of last years yield, Lstimates of the
vurious prurgErowers vary from T te MO
carioads. Taols variation ls largely dus
to the fact that the ecrop la decidedly
spotted, and ibot while in this vicinity
the tress bear ail they can develop, In
another locality the crop an eniire
fallure. .

L. B, Clough, locs! agent for the Kelly-
Clarke Company, and a prunegrower and
shipper of 15 yenrs' experience, smid the
prune crop this year would amoupl to X%
carioads of dried fruit and that the fruit
would be larger tharn iest year, and oon-
erguently bring & better price, o that the
totel income from the season's yield will
amount to as much as that of lnst year.

Boott Swetland, local agent for the Por-
ter Broa,’ Company, ssld the prospects
are anything but bright, and that he
doubted very-much if the entire yield of
the county would amount to 100 carloade
of dried fruit. Mr. Bwetland sald the fruit
would undoublediy be larger and choleer
than iast year, and would consequently
bring a better price. Mr. Bwetland also
stated that he looked for prunes generally
to be higher than they were last year.

Harry Smith, of the firm of Packard
& Smith. owners of one of the largest
grung orchards of the county, aald they
would have agbout half a crop. He esti-
mated the output of the county at 135 car-
loads, or about one-half of lamt year's
wisid, Mr. Emith also spoke of the litle
Insect that has made Its way into Clarke
County snd = playing havoc with the
young prune trees. In Smith & Packard's
orchard this Insect has kilied 160 out of
400 3-year-old trees. The insect ls of the
beetle species and is about the slge of
a small ant, 1t accomplishes (s work
of destruotion by boring Into the small
tree and completely cireling it next to the
bark. The insect has been noticed in n
namber of orchards, and prube men view
he work of destructlon with alarm.

W. P, Crawford sald tha! from what
Information he could obtain from the
growern, he belleves there will be at Jeast
& full balf-crop, which wili yield from
550 to 29) cars In the county.

Conditions In Polk County.

1. The maln reason for this, the grow-
ers sy, ls that the unfavorable weather
of the pret month huas caused & great
many of the prunes to drop off the trees,
The orchards in the castern part of the
county growing on the low lands have
been the grentest sufferern. Many of the
growers In that part of the county report
that thelr orchands will fall short & per
cont of last year's crop. In the western
part of the county, whers most of the
prune orchards are located on the foot-
bills, conditians are much more favarable,
Mot of the growers In this vicinlty re-
port that thelr crops will not fall far
ahort, if any, of that of last year, whils
others clalm that they will have even lar-
Eer yields than they g4 one year ago.
Mr. M. M. REills, owner of x MW0-acre
prune orchard nesr Dallss; says that ha
has experienced no trouble so far by
prunes falling off. &nd also sates that he,
&t the presset time, expecis to have a
Mmthltd iarger crop than he has pver

INDEPENDENCE, May M —Continuous
Wit weather for several weeks has put
the prunegrowers in this immedinte vi-
€inity in & bad frame of mind While
only a few weeks ago the prospects for &
beavy crop of both the Itallan and Petites
wete pover better, at the present time a
thaird of a crop is not expected. The troes
this year carried even a larger erop of
Blooms than in many years, The growers
are st a loss ma to Just how to ascount
for the sudden disappearance of all the
indications that were po favorable for the
crop this year, uniess it was the rain and
& light frost that came about three or four
wesks agro, bul as the ralns have not been
any colder than the rains that generaily
come &t this time of the year they are of
the opinion that the frost was the imme-
diate cause. Cwme who has
&n orchard near thie city states that from
an archard which yielded 350 bushels last
year be will not get over 5 bushels this
year. He stotes that his neighbors are
in the same ahape. The different varieties
are both n¥ected the same. The condition
i& reporied to be the same for a radius of
three to five miles aroutid the city, but
nearer the foothills the crop i»

ZENA, Or, May 8.-J. R Mr‘ says:
“In my immediats neighborhpod Italian
prunes are doing well and as last year

CORVALLIS, May 26 —In n few small
orchards in the foothills where the trees
biossomed 10 days Iater thanm in orcharts
In the valley, thers will be an aversge
crop of prunes In all other orchards a
conservative estimate by well-Informed
prune men places this season’s poasible
crop at about ¥ per cenil of the c¢rop of
nst year. In some of the wvalley or-
chards the cwners ragard the crop as al-
most a fallure. The McLaln orchard,
near Philomath, waa loesef, and the
lepses has, after an exominatlon, de-
terminad that the crop will not be worth
cultivating. In other orchards in the
vieinity the condition §s practically the
same. Tn most Instances the Petite and
Sllver prunes are a full crop. In this
vieinity, however, the commerolal
orchards are all Italians, and In the Iat-
ter polinigation was prevented by coid
ralne. Maniger Johnsom, of the Corwval-
iis "and Penton County Prune Company,
which owns a 15L.aere orchard north of
Corvaiils, maya:

“The prune crop Is badly Injured, and
while 11 would be difficult to make an
accurate statément of the damage it
this time, 1 conservative estimate would
not place this yésr's prune corop in thia
county al more than one-fifth of Inst
year's, What frult we have howewver,
ought to be vhusually large and fine. It
was lmpossible for evaporfitors o bhan-
die the immenss crop of last year, and
for that resson the output of dried
prunes this Fall will not be proportion-
ately ns small as the crop would indl-
cate.™

In Marion County.

BALEM, Or, May 38.—L. 1. Reynoldn,
treasurer of the Oreggn State Board of
Horticulture, sayns: “'As near as can be
estimated, the prune erop of this loeal-
ity will not exceed ¥ per cent. of the
crop of last year. “The above Is for the
prune orchards north of Salem. 1 have
not yetl recelved enough reports from the
district &a & whole to give an accurate
estimate of the prune crop of the seeond
district.”
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SILVERTON, Or. 'May 8 — Charles
Long, in speaking of the prune erop,
sald: “The yield hers will by about 100«
00 pounds, principaily Italians, this year.
We shipped 200,060 pounds fromy tole loe
cality last year.™

ster sayx: “Present Indloations are that
this yeur's prune production In this Jo-
“cality will eompare favorably with that
of Inst yoar.

Court of Appala Reverses Judgmens

Biates Circult Court of Appeals today
handed down a decislon reversing that of
the jower eourt in the case of Farce
Domenleo and N others agninst the Alas-
ka Packers' Association. Damenico and
his assoclates were fshermen In the em-
pioy of the company st year. They
shipped to work In the company's can-
nery at Pyramid Harbor at 80 and ¥
per month. When they reached their des.
tination they demanded of the puperin-
tendent that he make cew contracis, rois.
ing the wagea to 330 a month. The super-
intendent protested that he had no suthor-
ity to act in the matter, but the men
sald that they would take Lhe chanees
They had with them a shipping commis-
siomer from Northweat Alaska, before
whom they signed the coutracts, Judge
Ross, who wrote the decislion for the
courl, declares that the superintendent
wae coerced Into signing the new contract
by reason of hle nol being able to se-
care other men, and had he not signed
the new contracts great damage ta the
company’s property would have resulted.

In dispoaing of the case tha céourt
treated  with two queations: First
whether the plaintiff could aafely and
Inwfuily draw her award from the fund
thus crested by the city, and, second,
whether the approprintion of the fund and
the issunnce of the warrants, they being )
in #xcoss of her nwards, were operative
and cffective as the final and requinite
actn imder the chartert to accomplish the
spprapristion of her Jand. The court held
that pinintlT s koceptanoe of the amount
of her jud . ment would not have prévent-
o] her from Insisting upen the Invalioity
of the sale, and on this point said:

“Elther the plalntiff must be permitted
to refuse to accapt the fund and thereby
Sefent the appropristion of her property
sought to be condemncd or her arceptance
will not estop her tn recover the property
unlawfully sold. The elty ecannot odn-
demn her property in one dirsction and
sell other of her property 1o create a
tund to pay for that which Is condemmned.
Buch a course wululd result in confiscation
by Indirection. The estoppvd must pro-
cend, If at all, from a ratification of the
salé on the part of the plalntf by sceept-
iInx of the purchase price, or part of It
kmowing the sale 10 be nvalid.”

The court held that the citr ia under
no ohligation to refund to Noble mince he
purchased wilhout any recourse and st
his own risk, from which the oplnlon halds
st the dishursement of money to the
piaintifl, as a creditor of the clty, should

not work a ratification of the sale in hin |

faver. Nelther can the ¢ty be restralned
trom the payment of the amount of
plalnif's award under the warrants ia-
sued.

The second question fovoived n econs
struction of Section 117, of the City Char-
ter. The eourt held that there Is no
vague or double meaning In the provis
slons of the charter governing this sub-
ject, as to when the appropriation of the
property condemned will tale place and
the city entitied th enter, The object of
the charter wis construed to be to secure
to the owner Just compensation for prop-
erty taken without his consent and
agtinst his will and wish. Payment inte
court of dumages pesessed have been
held in this state to be sufficlent because
the depository Is consifered safe, for (he
funds are placed beyond the retraction of
the appropriatof, and all thet i» neces-
sary for him to 8o Is te demand and re-
cetve his compensation.

(m the matter of the awarde that were
given, the opinion held that the fact that
the appropriation and the warrani:s were
for a gréater sum than plaintiffs dam-
ages, with costa added, amounting to
more than plaintiff was entitied to, does
not confllet In any degree with the ob-
Ject of the ceharter. In conclusion. the
opiniom held that the ervor In making the
appropriation and tn drawing the war-
rants, whether It was clerical or by nals-
apprebension of the authorities in dlrect-
Ing the course of the procedurs {8 not
fundamental, and does not vitlaty the
proceadings. The decree of the trial court
ls aMrmed.

Fred Nodine, respondent. as the First
National Bank of Union, a private cor-

This was an mction brought to recover
an alleged balange of 07,21 7h, cimimed
to be the amount remaining due on de-
posits in the bank made between 1583
and Beptember, 18, In nswering, do-
fendant admitted a balance due as peor
statements made monthly to plaintift of
only M £ which plaintiff had accepted
an the trus condition of his bank scoouni;
that the transictions from which plainti®
clalmed a balance due were had prior
to MMM, apd the cause of action was
not Institoted within the required psix
years. A reply was made by plaintiff
alleging that be had refused Lo aceept
the bank statement of September, 1883,
aa correct. A trial was had and plaintift
was awarded jodgment for 33,001 ¥, from
which defendant appealed,

The ecourt holds as u settled fact that
an account rendersd and dellversd to the
debtor which exhiblia the crediter's de-
mand, betomos as between ‘them an ac-
count stated, unless objected to within
a time, and where, as in this
caee, the facts are undisputed, and the
question as to what eonstitules a reas-
onable time is one of law for the eourt,
and not of faet for the jury. In dispos-
ing of the case the oplalon says:

At one time this rule applied to ac-
oounts between merchants only, but It
hes now become o extended as to em-
brace prastically esvery kind of trans-
action inveiving the relation of deblor
and ereditor, and appliea to a bank and
its customer or depositor. The relation
of & bank and its depositor Is that of an
ordinary debdblor ereditar, except that
by custom the bank is oniy liable upon
demand made at its pince of business.
In other respects the dealings between
& bank and its customer are governsd
by the same rules as thoso between
other debtors and creditors. When the
pazs-hook of & depositor is written up
and deliversd to him, or the bank ren-
ders him an ltemized statement of  his
account and he retalns the same without
ob

ATTACKED BY TRAMPS

MINERS, BEATING THEIR WAY
WEST MEET DESPERATE TRIO.

Prohably Faially Wounded Omne of
the Gang and Believe They
Killed Another.

BAKER CITY, Or, May 3M—The fuil
partieulars of the shooting affray on a
west-bound freight train on the O. R &
N. Iast nigh?* are ss follows: Robert
Nelson and o man named Bardetts, two
miners, who were beating thelr way to
this ecity on a freight traln, were at-
tacked this side of Huntington by thrie
tramps, two white and one colored. The
tramps entered the stock car in which
Nelmon and Bardette were riding, and
ordered them to throw up their hands.
One of the tramps had a gun, and he
fired a shot so close to Nelson's hedd
that the concnesion knotked him down.
Nelson had a large revolver in his pocket,
which he drew and opened fire on the trio.
Whils on the fioar Nelson was struck
twice (n the left arm. Nelson fired three
shots st the negro, all of which took ef-
feet. The negro was shot four times, how-
ever, ona bullet going through the bofy
end one each in the left foot and one ia
the tight hip. The shot through the body
entered under the right nipple, and ia 00~
sidered fatal. Nelson inststo that he fired
only three times at the negro. He fired
a fourth ehot at one of the while men
s he wns leaving the ear, and he thinks
ke kiiled this man, &5 be sdw him redl
and fal! fram the ear.
