He belloved the enmetment
of tbe measure of the majority would pro-
mote Lhe interests of the Filipines and
sdvance the prosperity of the (alanda
Burrows sald he did not belleve that the
Filipinos were solted for self-goverament.,
if he thought they were, he would unhes.
ltatingly urge that independence be grant-
€ themn. Burrows, In comclusion, main-
tained that the adoption of the majority
report on this bill was the only safe and
honorable course for the United States
to take.

WASHINGTON, May 22 —The immigra-
tion hill pased by the House yesterday
is not*all that could be widhed, but it s
an improvement over former legirlation,
The Prohibitionlsts have triumphed in #¢-
curing the Amendments which are bound
to stay In if the bill passes the Benate,
It will even go to the extent of prohibit-
ing the sale of Ngquor ia the Capltol, but
that prohibition (I only & question of
time anyway, as an agitation had begun
which would step lquer selling in the
Benate and Hous ‘restaurants. The Wil
ls largely almed at undesirable immi-
granta, and 1If ths provision against an-
archists and the worst clusses can be en-
forced, It will be of considerable advan.
