Treatment, They Say.

The Tacoma baseball pliyers have an

Among the reports circulated on
streets last evening was a woeful tale
about Tacoma's contemplated withdrawal
from the league unless Mullane be re-

moved. It was said thit the Tigers had
become fierce and given the league offi-

cials to understand that Mullane must be
given his walking ticket When seen last
evening. Manager Jay Andrews, of the
Tacoma team, said: "I do not think Ta-

coma has any Intention of withdrawing
from the league; for the prospects for
good baseball are bright, and some fine
sport Is assured. However, we do claim
that this man Mullane doesn t know nis
business and Isn't qualified for the posi
tion of umpire. He has repeatedly given
Tacoma the worst of it and our boys do
not feel kindly toward him. I assure you.
The other umpires are all right and
President Lucas is doing the square thing
by everybody, although he certainly
made a mistake in selecting Mullane.'

When seen last evening, Mr. Lucas ex-

pressed regret at Tacoma's to-

ward Mullane, and said that he hoped no
rupture would occur in the league.

AN ANSWER FROM MR. LORD

Says Farmers Reach Hasty Conclu-
sions Abont Birds Destroying Frnlt.
PORTLAND. May 26. (To the Editors-- Mr.

F. M. Sebrlng, of Dillard, Oregon, In
your paper of May 2L aets forth what
seems to him a. conclusive word about the
damage that the purple finches do to
fruit blossoms. But Mr. Sebrlng's state-
ment Is so far from scientific (and by
scientific I mean, so far from experi-
mental proof), that if any serious imme-
diate result might be looked for from
his position there would be reason for
alarm. What this farmer and all farmers'
need is a mistrust of their own observa-
tions. Farmers have brought upon them-
selves dire misfortune by just such an as-
surance that their own individual and un-
scientific observations were final. -

Let me Illustrate for him and 'fjor all
of those who every now and then write
to The Oregonian some careless statement
about birds. The farmers .of Pennsylva-
nia had seen hawks catch chickens and
supposed that owls did the same. They
concluded that all hawks and owls were
dangerous to the .poultry yard, and se-

cured the passage of a law In the state
offering a bounty upon the dead "bodies of
these two species of birds. Before long
the agricultural department at Washing-
ton began to receive letters from the
farmers of Pennsylvania, statlnr that
nem mice were destroying the crops In
the field to 6uch an extent that In many,
cases they were not worth taking Into the
granaries. The ornithologist of the de-
partment saw at once what the matter
was, and informed the farmers that In
destroying the hawks and owls they had
destroyed their best friends; for all but
two species of these birds live mainly up-
on mice and grasshoppers, and not upon
birds. The Agricultural Department
knows this because they have examined
the crops of at least 200 birds of each va-
riety. It Is supposed that the farmers
of Pennsylvania lost f4.000.000 worth of
grain to pay for their Interference with
the divine law of balances In Nature.

No doubt somebody has been making a
mistake in affirming that the purple finch
Is only after insects in blossoms. There
can be no doubt that these birds eat
fruit blossoms for the sake of the blos-
soms, regardless of Insects. There are,
however, two errors in Mr. Sebrlng's
statement The first one is that because
they eat blossoms they do great damage
to the fruit crop. Now, so far as experi-
ments have gone, and I know of one or
two which have been fairly tried, the re-
sult of this bird's attack upon the
blossoms is not, on the whole, seriously
detrimental, but In one-ha-lf of the ex-
periments, decidedly beneficial. That is
to say that the trees attacked by the
purple finch bore not less, but more
weight of fruit than those untouched by
them. The other half jof iie experiments
fs to bs determined this year. Here Is one
of them. One of the faculty of the
Agricultural College at Corvallls noticed
that a flock of purple finches attacked
one particular tree on his grounds and
that they came every day for a week.
He let them have their way. He says
you could have gathered a wheelbarrow
load of blossoms from under the tree.
When I examined the tree with him, some
two weeks ago, it was still doubtful
whether there were not enough cherries
on the tree after this full week's attack
on the part of the finches. In what or-
chard would the purple flinches ordi-
narily limit their attack to one tree for
a week? And if they should limit thejr
attentions to one tree andiot do enough
harm to make it obvious as in this case,
or if they should do some trees positive
damage, is the account to be reckoned
against them for this comparatively bad
result? The observations of men who see
showers of blossoms falling to the ground
because of the purple finches' attack. Is
very inconclusive, as this Illustration will
show.

The second error Is In assuming that
because the purple finch Is a finch and
therefore a seed eater he eats no or com-
paratively few Insects, and that the seed
he eats is In the majority of farm crops.
As a matter of fact, all finches eat quan-
tities of Insects, when they can get them.
In addition to seed. Some parts of the
year they eat I comparatively little seed,
and mostly insects. I think It will be
found that Mr. Sebrlng's complaint that
purple finches have "eaten up oats and
other crops is very unusual. The Agricul-
tural Department In Washington will as-
sure Mr. Sebrlng that weed seeds arc the
principal dlctof all finches. And before
any farmer should destroy this bird there
would have to be a general consensus of
opinion from careful observation confirm-
ing this fact Till through the Agricul-
tural College careful experimentation has
shown that the pilrple finch Is positively
a serious detriment to fruit or other
crops, the farmers may assume that they
cannot afford to spare one bird of any
kind while their fruit and crops are so In-
fested with noxious insects that the get-
ting of a crop at all Is a serious ques-
tion. It is because of the ignorance not
alone of the farmers, but of all men, that
the country is being overrun with Insect
life. Bird life Is the natural check to
the multiplication of Insect life, and when
men realize this they will no longer won-
der why it Is so hard to secure an equiv-
alent for the labor which the farmer puts
forth.

A good many fruit blossoms and a good
many cherries are small pay for all the
good the birds do. And It is positive
injustice and a cruel wrong that the
birds are denied their share of the crops,
which without them could not be raised
at all.

And when It is proved. If it should be,
that purple finches or any other bird, is
positively detrimental to any particular
crop Jn a given place, the large Interest
in bird life will demand that creatures
so necessary and so beautiful to the
wider world shall not be destroyed.

But for the present the word is patient
investigation. WILLIAM R. LORD.

Jimmy
Brltt the promising young- San Fran-
ciscan whose brief record since he gradu-
ated from the amateur class here has been
replete with victories, defeated George
Lavlgne, the Saginaw Kid, at Woodward's
Pavilion here tonight after eight rounds
of hard fighting. Lavlgne's left arm fail-
ed him, but he had been plainly outclassed
and whipped bj his opponent Brltt now

At 10 o'clock Brltt entered the ring- with
his seconds amid great cheers and was
closely followed by Lavlgne, who was
greeted with equal enthusiasm. Billy
Jordan, the veteran announcer, changed
the corners of the men, after which he
presented each fighter. Ed Smith was
announced as. the referee. Ed Thompson,
lightweight champion of Australia, enter-
ed the ring and challenged the winner, as
did George McFadden and Rufe Turner,

Lavlgne forced the
fighting and Brltt confined himself to
blocking until he received a strong right
jolt to his jaw, when he cut through with
a short-ar- punch that cut Lavlgne's
face. Lavlgne, however, continued the
aggressor. The round 'ended In a hot ex-
change which brought out cheers for
Britt

Round 2 Both men were wary and
tried for an opening, but Lavlgne was the
first to get in a telling blow, a swift right-han- d

punch which narrowly missed
Brltt's chin, whoreupon Brltt went In
with both hands and It was give and take
with heavy punishment on both sides until
the referee pulled them apart Brltt land-
ed three vicious blows on Lavlgne's jaw,
but was Instantly stopped by the Kid, who
retaliated with right and left Both men
threw caution away at this point, and
went In for a knockout Lavlgne had his
left on Brltt's head and followed with a
stinging right at the end of the round.

Round 3 Britt led his left and was
blocked. Then they clinched. Brltt led
again and found the Kid's forehead with
his right following this with his left and
repeating the operation to tho evident
amazement of Lavlgne. A hot exchange
qf short-ar- m blows followed, with honors
about even. Both men adopted slugging
tactics, Lavlgne missing a terrible right
and Brltt following with a stinging left-han- d

to the jaw. Lavlgne tried for the
body and. fell short and missed with his
right again and again, each time giving
Brltt an opportunity to score with his

vleft T,he round closed with Brltt ham
mering oavigne to no eviaeni purpose.
'Round 4 The men flddjed In the center
of the ring, Brltt finally landing his left
to the face. An even exchange of rights
and lefts followed, when Brltt registered
a telling swing on Lavlgne's right ear.
Britt now became the aggressor. A series
of fierce swings backed Lavlgne across
the ring and Brltt sent in his right re-
peatedly. The men clinched and settled
back to cautious sparring.

The Flas Upon a Wrecked Vessel.
New York American and Journal.

The Pacific Mall steamship Newport,
which has arrived in Sin Francisco from
Panama, brings an interesting story con-
cerning the steamer Cheribon, which went
on Remebois reef, near Acajutla, on the
morning of April 12. When the steamer
struck the reef Captain Pitt and the crew,
fearing that she would sink, launched the
boats and rowed to the shore. No one waa
left on board the vessel. Captain Pitt
made hip way to Acajutla and notified the
underwriters of the loss of the vessel.

While he was in Acajutla au American

citizen named Moysant boarded the ves-
sel. Finding that the cargo of 2S,0CO sacks
of coffee which the vessel carried could
be saved, he laid claim to tho Cheribon,
hauled down the Chilean flag under which
she was sailing and hoisted the Stars and
Stripes in its place. Moysant based his
claims to ownership of the vessel on the
maritime law, which places an abandoned
vessel In the hands of the parties who
first take possession after the vessel is
left to her fate. Captain Pitt disputed the
claim, statins that he had left the vessel
thinking- his life and the lives of the crew
were in danger. The Chilean Consul at
Acajutla was appealed to and Moysant
was forced to haul down the Amerloan
flag. He In turn appealed to the United
States Consul, but failed to And justifi-
cation for his act

AS TO ADVERTISEMENTS.
Bill Passed in Massachusetts Regu-

lating: Them.
Newspaper Reporter.

The Massachusetts House of Represen-
tatives has passed a bill to prevent de-
ceptive advertisements of merchandise In
newspapers. The measure reads in part
as follows:

"Section 1. Any person, firm, corpora-
tion or association, or any employe there-
of, who, in a newspaper, circular or oth-
er publication published in this state,
knowingly makes or disseminates any
statement or assertion of fact concerning
the quantity, the quality, the value, the
method of production or manufacture, or
other reason for the price of his or their
merchandise, or the manner or source of
purchase of such merchandise, or the pos-
session of rewards, prizes or distinction
conferred on account of such merchandise,
or the motive or purpose of a sale, In-

tended to give the appearance of an of-
fer advantageous to the purchaser which
Is untrue or calculated to., mislead, shall
be guilty of a misdemeanor."

A Cathedral at Manila.
Boston Herald.

Just before leaving Boston Saturday on
his way to Manila to assume the Protest-
ant Episcopal bishopric of the Philip-
pines, the Rev. Dr. Charles H. Brent con-
firmed the rumor current in Episcopalian
circles for some time that he had received
a gift of a sum of money adequate to
establish a cathedral, school and bishop's
house In Manila.

A gift of $100,000 has been handed to
him for the erection of buildings on land
already owned by the Episcopal board of
missions, and apart from this there has
been raised a considerable endowment
fund for the support of the episcopate, the
Church Club of New York alone contrib-
uting J16.C00.
