FPHILIPPINE GOVERNOR FORMALLY
RECEIVED AT THE VATICAN.

| Explanation of the Questions in the

falsnds That Require Settiement—

ROME, June E—The pope today e
eelved Judge Taft, civil governor of the
Philippities; Bishop Thomas O'Gorman, of
Bioux Falis, 8§ D.; Judge Smith, and
Major Porter, of the Judge-Advocite's
Department at Washington. Judge Talt
presented 1o his holiness a )etter from
Fresident Roosevell, and a box contalning
Fresident Roosevelt's literary works  The
pope exprossed his thanks for Mr. Roose-
veit's friendly grestings, promised fto
stody the different FPhilippine questions
and sald be hoped for good resuits. The
pontif =zlso asked Judge Taft to thank
President Roosevelt for his gift. The au-
dienoe lasted # minutes,

While talking with the pope, Governor
Taft briefly reviewed the questions In
the Phillopines which reguire settlement.
He peinted out to his bollneas that the
readjurtment of the relations of church
end ctate in the Wlands was not an In-
dication of hostility of the United Sintes
to the Cathollc church, but declared that
such a readjustment was merely a ne-
cessity under the American Comstitution.
Governor Taft referred to the prosperily
and freedom of the Roman Catholic
church In the United Btates and clted
thess conditions as an assurance that the
Vaticen had pothing to fear from the
extonaion of the suthority of the Unitéd
Btutes over the Philippine Ilslands. Re-
plving to Judge Taft. the pontiff ex-
preases] the greatest pride in the Roman
Catholic church in the United Btates and
intense Interest in the great Republic.
He sald he earnestly desired to help the
American Administration of the Philip-
pines In every possible way, and hs as-
sured Govermor Taft that the Vatlcan
would approach all guestions ralsed in
the broadest and most concilistory spir-
it.

BROADSIDE LAUNCHINGS.

The Sysiem in ihe Great Lakes Dit-
feremt From Other Shiprards.

Chicago American.

Recent ship launchings st the yards on
the Great Lakes and at Richmond. Va.,
have been attracting the interest of ship-
bullders throughout the United Etates and
abroad.

From thess yards the vessels take their
malden dip by means of a sldewise lnunch.
ing. a feat not attempted aaywhere out-
slde of America, but. which s done here
with great success.

The shipyards of the William Trigs
Company, at Richmond, Va., where the
torpedo-hoats Bhubrick, Stockton and
Thornton and the torpedo-boat destroyers
Dale and Decatur were all bullt for the
United States Government, empioys this
broadalde launching method and they slip
their veasels into the narrow, strip of
water In front of the yards without =
bhiteh or hindrance.

At Richmond It I8 necessary to lunch
into 2 eanal MO feet In width and not
excesding 15 feet In depth: It would be
impotsible 10 launch a yvessel In such a
narrow strip of water In the regulation
manner, consegquently the broadside meth-
od was sdopted.

Broadside launchings have long been
the rule at ths shipyards on the Great
Lakes, but It is only recently that the
system: has been established in shipyards
on the Atlantle Cosast,

The side lnunchings of steel vessels of
large dimensions ia not clalmed to have
any advantages over the usual method
pIf getting a new hull Into the water, but
the adoption of the new mode has been
dictated by the limitations of the depths
and areas of the waterwnys which bave
been avallable for launchings at ship-
yards where the method hss becn adopted.

The methods employed al the yards
whers broadside launchings are (n order
differ materially from those where wide
river frosts or ccean extent permit of a
‘craft belng etarted on a carger end frsi
The chiél point of difference is in ths
ways, Thess are, of course dimmimiiar
in msny respects to those employed in

end-on launches.

In the firast place the groundwaye for
use in an endwise lasunch must necessar-
ily exceed to some exlent the exireme
lengih of the vessel, wherens (n the case
of & nigde launeh the groundways may not
represent § per cent of the length of the
vessel which travels over them. For
launching a 80--fool vesssl Broadside
groundways of 3 or 35 feet at most prove
sufficient.

The launching plan a&s evolved ot the
Southern shipyards pressnts some modi.
fleations of that foilowed at the ship-
buliding establishments along the north.
ern border of the country.

For Instance, instead of the groundways
ending atl the water's edge, as they do In
lake shipyards, those at Richmend for
the torpedo erafts were carried down well
under the waler, and the boats were thus
entirely water-borne before leaving the
WAYE.

This, the bullders state saved a con-
siderable strain on the hulls during the
launching.

The plan followed on the great lakes Is
to %0 gauge thse groundwayd that the

launched to Mteraliy drop from the end
of thosé ways into the water. The vessel
I8 certain to turn siightly on her bilge as
she travels down the ways, and the im-
petus of the plunge from them adds to the
force with which the great hull careens. .

Very (requently the ship would go over
on her beam ends—“turn turtie,” as the
marine men sAy—were It not for the
heavy checking lHines which extend from
shore to the stem and sfern of the beat,

The sudden Impact of so large a oraft
in a shallow hody of water causes the
tldul-fike wawe which Is ralsed by the
vessel, and which forms one of the pic-
lmum.n features of a broadside launch-
ne.

A unique feature In connection with the
Iaunchings at Richmond Is In the method
employed {n gradually lowering two of the
vessels distances of 20 and 32 feet respec-
tively to positions formerly occupled by
other vessels, |a order that the launching
process proper may not present 3 neced.
sity for so gremy a distance of travel to
the water.

Thin is accomplished by means of elght-
ton screw-jacks, of which two are provid-
ed for each cradle, The position of the
Jacks s so arranged that ohe Is always
About one foot In advance of tha other,
and after one set of jacks, has beon
backed down as far as possible, the ves-
sel (8 held in piace by the sustaining
Jacks, while those whose limit of Imme-
diate usefuiness has been reached are re-
moved.

After these jacks have been replaced nt
a point nearer the edge of the water, the
lowering process is resumed untll It be-
comes necessary to shift other jacks, and
80 on, until the vessel has reached the
point where It s possible for her to be
slipped Into the water.

In some Instances difMiculty has been
experienced In starting the vessels, and
it has been nocessary tao use ram= but
this |s exeeptional, having occurred only
once at Richmond.

The manner of wedging up the vessel
and removing the blocking preparatory
to launching Jdiffers but alightly from the
practice In vogue nt the yards where the
end-on launchings are used exclusively,

There appears to be almost no limit to
the slae of a vessel which may be sue-
cessfully launched hroadside. Vessels
ranging from 100 to 9 feet In iength have
been placed In the water in this manner,
and the big ocean liner courtesies as
gracefully sidewise as does a natty little
torpedo boat.
