T. P. A. day and ladles day brought out
a crowd of about 3000 people to see Port-
land win its second ball game from Spo-

kane and move up to a tie for first place
with Seattle for the pennant. Seattle
yesterday lost to Tacoma and dropped to
.667, and Portland's victory pulled them
up to the same notch.

Both teams played good ball, and .after
8 Innings Spokane was retired with one
earned run to its credit,, while the Port-
land boys managed to send three of their
number across the plate. Salisbury made
his first appearance since rejoining the
team, and pitched it to victory. In the
fourth inning only did the visiting gentle-
men from the Falls City find the key to
Salisbury's curves. Then McLaughlin
started with a r, and was
brought home by hits by Elsey and tt.

After that the bunchgrassers got
but one hit. In the fourth "Sal" showed
a sign of weakening and gave two passes,
but he recovered himself, as he did last
year, and was soon back in his old style.

Kostal pitched good ball for Spokane,
and kept the hits made by the home team
well scattered. He was, however, a little
too free with his passes to first.

The fielding by both teams was excel-
lent, and none of the three errors was
costly. Howell again distinguished him
self by making another running catch of
one of Vigneux's foul flies. Green and
Elsey made a neat double for the visitors.

BRITISH REMOUNT CAMP

NO VIOLATION OF THE NEUTRALITY
LAWS.

Colonel Crowder' Report . on His
Investigation at Port

Chalmette, La.

WASHINGTON, June President
today sent to the House the report of
Colonel Crowder. who made the Investi-
gation of the charges of Governor Heard,
o Louisiana, that the neutrality laws
were being violated at Chalmette, La.

Secretary Hay. in a letter to the Gov-
ernor of Loulsana, dated June 3, sums up
the main facts nn fnnnri Yiv Cnfnnol nrnTtr- -
der. and also gives the rules of interna-VIb- le

tlonal usage respecting the sale of goods
to parties at war, Mr. Hay says the seri-
ous point In tho charges submitted by
Mr. Pearson, and by the Boer legislative
committee of Philadelphia was that tho
British authorities had eflllsted men in
this country for service In South Africa.
The Government made particular efforts
to find out If there was any basis for the
charge, but Mr. Hay says that Colonel
Crowder's reports show that not a single
instance could be discovered by him.
Moreover, the Attorney-Gener- al on May
12 requested the Boer legislative commit-
tee for evidence which would substantiate
this charge, but received no information
from them on this point Mr. Hay says
that this charge must be considered, not
only as unproved, but as having been
made without the slightest pretense of
Justification or proof. Continuing, he
says:

"What has been found is that certain
officers of the British Army, acting in
the capacity of purchasing agents and
Inspectors, have been engaged in the work
of buying, collecting and Inspecting horses
and mulos at different places In the
United States and shipping them from
Chalmette to South Africa. There have
been 13 of these officers. The British Gov-
ernment some time since ordered the re-
call of all of them. The shipments of
mules and horses have been continuous,
month after month, since the outbreak of
the war. The vessels in which they were
shipped were of private ownership and
not under the control of the British Gov-
ernment, and have not the character of
military or naval transports. Chalmette
was not a military camp or poat nor a
base of military supplies, as the terms
ate defined by standard military authori-
ties; nor In any sense save such as would
make a flouring mill or a packing-hous- e

a base of military supplies If flour or
canned meat were shipped from either
through a series of months to any bel-
ligerent power. Chalmette was simply a
shipping station for the loading and ship-
ping of mules."

Mr. Hay next addressed himself to the
law In the matter, and says our duty has
been laid down again and again. In con-
clusion he says:

"The President regards It as evident. In
view of the quotations given above, that
what was asked for by Mr. Pearson was
the reversal of the consistent policy of
the United States since the formation of
our Government. The right of our citizens
to sell horses and mules and to ship them
from New Orleans to any other port Is as
undoubted as their right to ship flour and
meat,, whether for the use of the civilians
or soldiers of the country of either bellig-
erent. There Is no shadow of excuse for
the claim that there has been any viola-
tion of the duties and obligations of neu-
trality on the part of this Naton."

Colonel Crowder's report is an elaborate
presentation of the conditions existing at
Chalmette. He sums up his findings of
fact under six heads, which are substan-
tially as follows:

L The British Remount Commission,
officers of which are operating 'and.

purchases and shipments of 'sup-
plies In the United States. Is a bureau of
the English Army administration.

2. As organized by these officers. Chal-
mette station Is a governmental shipping
agency for but one class of military sup-
plies, and It has not the character of a
base of military supplies, nor that of a
military camp orposU

3. No attempts to recruit to the Brit-
ish Army have been made at Chalmette
station, nor does the evidence disclose any
such attempts at other points In the
United States. A few muleteers were re-
cruited, but this was against the orders
of the British Government

4. All shipments have been from the
.port of New Orleans to South African
ports upon vessels chartered by the Brit-
ish Admiralty under ordinary commercial
charters.

5. The transactions of the camp aggre-
gated $7,933,53) from October, 1S09, to
March, 1902, with an averaged monthly
value of J397.97S. The total shipments are
given at SS.CSS horses and 75.10S mules, 65
different vessels being engaged in tho
trade, making 166 voyages.

MILES ORDERED BACK.

Threatened With Conrt-Mnrti- nl for
Betraying: Official Secrets.

KANSAS CITY. June The Journal to-
morrow will say:

Lleutenant-Gcner- al Nelson A. Miles,
commanding the Army, passed through
Kansas City last night, on his way frcrn
Fort Riley to Washington, called there
by President Roosevelt and threatened
with an immediate court-marti- al on a
charge of having betrayed official sejerets.
General Miles went through here the day
before, attended by several other members
of a board convened to observe long-rang- e

gun tests at Fort Riley, to beso engaged
for .several days, and he came back yes-
terday afternoon entirely alone, and in
such haste hat he had not even reserved
a sleeping-ca- r berth.

A Journal reporter read to General Miles
a special dispatch, saying that he was
suspected in the White House of having
furnished details of the scandal involving
Lieutenant Arnold to Senator Culberson.

General Miles' comment was: "Senator
Culberson seems to have made an answer
as full as one could make, and as explicit
as Senator Beverldge or any one could de-

mand."
"But for yourself. General?"
"I repeat thai Senator Culberson seems

to have made the reply for which you are
asking."

'There is a second dispatch. General,"
was then remarked, "to the effect that
you are peremptorily ordered back to
Washington to face charges."

General Miles would make no' reply to
this. He left for Washington at C:S0 last
night, a short time after his arrival from
Fort Riley. While herehe did not leave
the Union Station.

CUBAX RELIEF PROPOSAL.
Beet-Sug- ar Senators Hold Ont for

Their Rebate Plan.
WASHINGTON, June 5. The committee

appointed" by the beet-sug- ar Senators, con-sisU-

of Senators Elklns, Burrows and
Jones (Nev.), to confer with the Repub"-llca- n

members of the Senate committee
on relations with Cuba, to decide on the
degree of relief to be given to the Cubans
in the way of tariff concessions or other-
wise, had its first meeting with that
committee today. The meeting was at-
tended on the part of the committee ry
Senators Piatt (N. Y.) Cullom and Spoon-c- r.

The conference extended over a pe-
riod of two hours' time, but no agreement
was reached, and an adjournment was
taken until tomorrow.

The proposition to grant a rebate on Cu-
ban products was made by the beet-sug-ar

rcpfesentaUves, and most of the time was
devoted to the discussion of it. The rep-
resentatives of the beet-sug- Interest
united In the assurance that there would
bo no difficulty in securing substantial
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unanimity In support of the rebate plan,
but said, in effect, that it would be im-

possible to secure solid representation in
support of any plan for tariff reduction,
owing to the serious effect on the Infant
Industry of beet sugar.

The proposition was not flatly rejected
by Piatt, but he stated on behalf of the
majority of the committee that he was
not prepared or disposed to accept it. He
contended that the proposed reduction
would not Injure the beet-sug- ar interests.

The conference for a time took the shape
of a discussion of the wisdom of a general
revision of the tariff, but it was generally
agreed that this was not desirable from
any point of view. The beet-sug- men
urged that there was no more reason for a
reduction of the duty on sugar and tobac-
co than upon other commodities. They
contended that it would be unfair to make
a reduction on those articles and not on
others, and said that if the pending legis-
lation should be enacted into law. the
Republican party would be held respon- -

'or legislation affecting the farming
interests adversely.

President Praises Keaif.
WASHINGTON. June 5. Rear-Admir- al

Kempff was presented to the President to-

day by Representative Bartholdt. The
President took occasion to. praise the Ad-
miral for his action in Tefusing to Join in
the bombardment of the Taku forts soon
after the Legation relief expedition ar-
rived in Chinese waters. The President
informed Admiral Kempff that the civil-

Congress following the China campaign.

Chairman Payne and other
Republican leaders qf the House have not
yet taken action as to the time of ad-
journment, owing to the Indefinite situa-
tion as regards several of the most Im-
portant pending measures of legislation.

HUMBERT SWINDLE.
Probably Had Its Start at Coving-

ton, Ky.
CINCINNATI, O., June 5. The Enquir-

er says the Humbert-Crawfor- d sensa-
tion of Paris probably had its start at
Covington, Ky., and that French detec-
tives are now here working under instruc-
tions from Paris, and also under tele-
graphic advices from Washington, through
Eugene Polcey, the French Consul at
Cincinnati. It If asserted that M. Katin,
who taught French at Covington .years
ago, and afterward returned to Paris,
has advised the French Government all
about the Crawfords. whom he formerly
knew while living in Covington. Frank
Devenck, an nrtist in Cincinnati, who re-
sides In Covington and knew the Craw-
fords, has gone to Paris to assist in the
Investigation that has been started by M.
Katin, who is now in the employ of the
Frencn Government.

Four Crawford brothers lived In Cov-
ington until the early SOs, when they left
there and two of them went to Paris.
The French Government had Information
that they may have been the men named
in the golden-seale- d and Impressive-lookin- g

document exhibited by the Hum-
berts to the great financiers. The broth-
ers were John. Henry. Matthew and Rob-
ert. John died years ago, leaving three
brothers. In the early SOs Henry went
to "Kansas City and was City Clerk there.
Matthew and Robert went abroad, and
are supposed to have lived In Paris. Every
circumstance indicates that they are the
men whom the Humberts named as the
nephews who were contesting the Craw
ford win, and who were preventing the
Humberts from coming Into possession of
the great estates. The Crawfords were
considered a wealthy family In Coving-
ton and it was unerstood that they had
a rich uncle. The story as related by
the Humberts to" the bankers is practi-
cally the same story of the Important
events In the lives of the Covington Craw-
fords.

Story Founded on a Fraud.
KANSAS CITY, Mo., June 5. According

to Henry Crawford, of this city, one of
the brothers connected with the big Humbert-C-

rawford sensation in Paris, the
swindle wherein several million dollars
were secured from Paris bankers on tne
strength of a supposed 120.000,000 estate
left by R. H. Crawford, the whole story
was founded on a fraud. He says there
never was an R. H. Crawford In the fam-
ily; no member of the family ever died
possessed of a $20,000,000 estate, and there
was never any contest over any estate
in the Crawford family. Henry Crawford
Is an ex-Ci- ty Auditor of this city, and has
been for yearn prominent in local politics.
He has lived here since 1SSS. His brother,
Matthew Crawford, ol Louisville, waa
formerly a resident of this city, where
he was president of the Aetna National
Bank. '

"Whoever Is responsible for the swin-
dle." he sold tonight, "evidently knows
the details of the Crawford family, but
the fundamental facts regarding the
swindle show that it Is based on a fraud
pure and simple. There can be no con-
nection between our family and the par-ti- cs

to the swindle. In the first place,
we never had a Robert Crawford In our
family. Robert is not a family name.
The dispatches say that the uncle who
died waa named Robert and that there
were four nephews, of whom a Robert
was dead. These statements arc entirely
wrong. There were only three brothers
of us. and two of iia have never been
abroad."

lawsuit, nas been arrested at Tunis. He
had been managing the Humbert property
near Scaghwan.

francs at the disposal of the French au-

thorities for the benefit of the victims
of the alleged Humbert-Crawfor- d frauds.

Arc Good Compasses.

When you discover that you lost,

first stop and pull together. Re-

call the direction in which you started
from camp whether you went north,
south,, east or west. You always
this If you try. The next step is to fix the
points of the compass. When that is done,
you will be able to go In the general di-

rection you wish. Find a tree
stands apart from. Its fellows. Even If it
1 sonly slightly separated it will do. The
bark of this tree will be harder, drier and
lighter in color on the south side. the
north It will be darker, and often- at the
roots will have a clump of mould or mof.

tho south sides of evergreen trees
gum, which oozes from or knot-
holes, will be hard and amber-colore- on
the north this gum is softer, gets covered
with dust and Is of a dirty gray. In Fall
or Winter trees which show a rough bark
will have nests of in the crevices
on their south sides.

rate the life and work of Henry Wilson,

"The eon of a farm laborer, never at
school more than 12 months; In youth a
journeyman shoemaker, he raised himself
to the high places of fame, honor and
power, and by unwearied study made
himself an authority in the history of his
country and an eloquent public speaker,
to whom Senate and people eagerly list-
ened. He dealt with and controlled vast
public expenditure during a great Civil
War, yet lived and died poor, and left
to his grateful countrymen the memory
of an honorable public service and a good
name far better than Tiches."
