Wet Weather Reports Cause 5Usrh
Advance In Wheat In Cast.

CHICAGO. June C. Wheat got a firm start
from the appearance of the weather map. The
Southwest had too much rain, and the entire
Western wheat and corn country reported co-
pious showers. This caused talk of a wet har-
vest, rust and other damage to crops. Cables
were weak, following our decline yesterday,
but July opened a shade higher to unchanged,
at 71H071HC and sold to 72c Snow's report
that the yield of both Winter and Spring crops
would approximate 750,000,000 bushels, or only
25,060,000 bushels under last year's enormous
production, was llks a wet blanket. Bears
sold, bulls stopped buying for the time, and
July sunk to 71tjc This same report Indi-
cated an Improvement of 5 points In the June
condition, and stated that the Spring wheat
was In almost perfect condition, save that the
acreage was 1,000,000 less than last year-- Con-

ditions inherent to the pit were mostly bear-
ish, but they seemed to have llttlo effect. Re-
ceipts were liberal, the cash demand was very
poor, with prices shaded here and at Duluth.
The outsider was not In the pit. The wet
weather talk, however, with firmness In corn
and oats, htlped wheat, and July reacted well
after Its dip, closing firm, c up, at 71c

Corn trade was good, and bullish crop re-
ports stimulated good buying that brought a
strong tone Early lq the day, July was strong
on support of bull Interests, and Septembr
weakened by St. Louis selling. Later, the op-

tion came In for support, and all prices ad-

vanced. July closed firm, c up, at CZQ
0234c

Again, oats were the strongest of the grain!.
As In the last few days, the good cash demand
was the Influence. Shorts who thought the new
crop was safe, covered freely on fears of rain
damage to the growing plants. July closed 5c
up. at 30&c

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STOCKS DROP BACK AGAIN

PEW GAE7CS DUE TO RUMOR OF EKD-IX- G

OF COAL STRIKE.

On Denial of the Report, the Market
Relapsed Into Its State of

Xeglect.

NEW TORK, June 0. The dealings In stocks
dropped back again to near the low level of
activity for the year, and the day's changes
are narrow and unimportant. So far as they
are gains, they are the residue of a little spurt
In prices with which the day started. It was
caused by a rumor that tho coal strike had
been settled, which came by way of London,
with a light volume of cabled orders to buy.
ths origin of which was as doubtful as that of
tho rumor. This was undoubtedly a ruse, nnd
was designed as a counter-mov- e to yesterday's
reports set afloat by the bears of the sudden
death of an aged financier. The principal buy-
ing came from yesterday's short sellers, and
as soon, as the rumor was authoritatively de-
nied, the buying movement fell away, and the
market relapsed Into Its state of neglect.

There was a sharp rally In Canadian Pacific
on a resumption of Ahe pool operations In that
stock, and this movement had some sympa-
thetic Influence on the rest of the list. The
latter market was Inclined to depression, and
there seemed to be a feeling of resignation to
a season of dullness. Opinions from abroad
are current that there will be no revival from
abroad In foreign markets as an effect of the
declaration of. peace until after the English
coronation. The continuance of the coal strike,
which aepms to promise indefinite prolongation,
will also put a damper on any speculative en-

thusiasm. The assembling of the soft-co- al

miners In Vtrglnla.and West Virginia fields.
and reports that they will go on strike, gives
color to the apprehension of an extensive
spread of labor troubles.

The 'strength of today's corn market, and
the reports which accompanied it of excessive
rains and floods In the Southwest, are a re-
minder of the possibilities of future mishaps to
the corn crop and an incentive to caution
against speculative commitments on that score

The bank statement promises to bo colorless.
There have been sufficient receipts on balance
from U)c Interior to about offset the week's
82,000.000 lots on Subtreasury operations. There
is no indication of any substantial reaotlon in
the loan account of tho banks, and some Insti-
tutions report an increase In that Ititn. A
reaction In foreign exchange was viewed with
satisfaction, and relieved the apprehension
paused by a week's advance of a disposition by
foreign lenders to withdraw credits. The mar-
ket closed stagnant.

The bond market was also less active, and
the movement of prices narrow and Irregular.
Total sales, par value, 82.650.000. United States
bonds were unchanged on the last call.

NEW TORK, June 6, General Enrique
Collazo, the last man it prominence to
oppose the Presidency of General Palma,

A delegation of negroes has waited
upon President Palma and asked thnt
their race be considered in the matter
of the appointment of officers of the
rural guard.

NEW YORK, June 6. R. G. Dun Co.'s
weekly review will say:

Peace In South Africa ha greatly improved
the outlook. Foreign Industrial markets will
quickly benefit by tho development oC that
country, while a return to active gold mining
will have a helpful Influence In monetary cir-
cles. Owing to the present exceptional home
consumption, producers in this country may
not bo able to take advantage of the oppor-
tunity Immediately, but even the Indirect ef-

fects must be beneficial.
Domestic conditions have still but the one

drawback of labor disputes, which have reduced
the earning power ot a large force. Outside
of the limitations of this Influence, there Is
.little cause for complaint. Orders are large,
and distribution is less Interrupted by tho
shortage of cars.
