Official Return Received From
Wheeler and Union Counties

Chamberlain Still Ahead.

OREGON CITY, Juno 8. "Old Clacka-
mas has done her duty' said State Cen-

tral Committeeman John C. Bradley to-

day. "She stands proudly forth as the
banner Republican county In Oregon this
year, having given the party nominee
for Governor a larger plurality than any
other county in the state. I am happy to
say that I had a hand in this, and it is
a source of much gratification to me."

Probably nowhere in the state was a
more bitter fight waged against air. Fur-
nish than in Clackamas County. Cham-
berlain spoke In a town 20 miles off the
railroad, besides making an address in
this city. Few politicians expected that
Furnish would have more than 200 plur-
ality. The plurality of Mr. Furnish, by
the official count made yesterday, is only
eight votes short of being 400. A good
deal of money changed hands in this
county on the Governorship contest. Tho
Republican candidates for Suprema
Judge, Secretary of State, State Treas-
urer, State Superintendent of Public In-

struction. Attorney-Genera- l, State Prin-
ter and Congressman received pluralities
In this county ranging from 838 for Acker-ma- n

to 1237 for Whitney, though the un-

official returns show that both "Whitney
and Godfrey fell short of their party vote.
The heaviest Republican vote went to
Supreme Judge Bean, whose vote was
2172. Unofficial returns give the follow-
ing pluralities: Bean, 1090; Dunbar, 1171;

Moore, 1134; Ackerman, E3S; Crawford,
SS4; "Whitney. 1237; Tongue, 1220; Geer, 95L

The unofficial vote gives Dunbar and
Ackerman exactly the same number, 2225,

though Sears polled 1054 and "Wann 13S7,

making the plurality of Dunbar 333 more
than the plurality of Ackerman. Con-
gressman Tongue ranks next to Judgo
Bean In the number of votes received.

The closest contest on county officers
was on Clerk, and Frank A Sleight, the
Ropubllcan nominee, came out with a
plurality of 137 over B. H. Cooper,

Henry E. Stevens, for Recorder,
received the enormous plurality of 1457.
exceeding that of any candidate on the
state, district or county ticket. The plur-
alities of the Republican candidates for
Representative were: Huntley, 497; Paul-
sen, 308; "Webster, 180; Gilbert L. Hedges,
who was elected to the last Legislature
as a Fuslonist, and who voted for Uni-

ted States Senator John H. Mitchell,
was high man on his ticket, but received
only 16 more votes than O. W. Eastham,
who It was generally thought, would be
low man, but who came out with a lead
of 43 votes over Charles F. Clark, of
Clackamas.

State Senator George C. Brownell has a
plurality, of 600, and leads every man on
his ticket except Stevens and County
Judge Ryan, who has a plurality of 746.

Brownell's vote exceeded the most san-
guine expectations of his friends, as the
Fuslonlsts put forth every effort to ac-
complish his defeat. It was expected that
the fight on Sheriff, Assessor and Treas-
urer vould be close, but Shaver, for
Sheriff, has a plurality of 320; Nelson,
for Assessor, 410, and Cahlll, for Treas-
urer. SOS. Holman, for Coroner, has a
plurality of 33, and John "W. Meldrum is
elected Surveyor by a largo plurality
over A. M. Klrchem.

For the first time In eight years Clack-
amas County has elected Republicans to
every office In the county.

The Socialist vote In Clackamas Coun-
ty was 395 on Governor, and this is prob-
ably the average for the rest of the ticket.

The Officer Stated at Westport That
He Saw Murderer In the Woods,

CornsrroYrlnfr In the Valley.
SALEM. Or., June 3. The cultivation

of corn as a crop is becoming more gen-
eral In the Willamette Valley as diversi-
fied farming Is extended. Until within
the past year or two corn was grown In
the Valley only In small fields not ex-
ceeding two acres, and only for domestic
purposes, but now the cereal Is recog-
nized as an industrial necessity. In the
Red Hills south of Salem there are this
year two fields of corn, eacji consisting
of between 10 and 15 acres, while Innumer-
able smaller fields are distributed all over
the south end of the county. J. H. Elgin,
a pioneer farmer residing south of Salem,
says this will be a test year In the mat-
ter of corn production In this section of
the Willamette Valley. He says the Ore-
gon climate Is favorable to the successful
cultivation of the crop, with the exception
of the Fall rains, which usually set In
before the corn has thoroughly matured,
and tho result is the crop moulds and de-
cays before It can be properly harvested.
But even under these adverse conditions
the fodder Is of great value as foodstuff
for tho dairyman's herd. Farmers are
this year hopeful that with the unusually
late Spring that the Fall season may be
extended and an opportunity given! for
the corn to thoroughly ripen before the
time of harvest. The growing of corn
hero is no longer an experiment. It has
been demonstrated before In smaller fields
that the crop dan be produced here in
a profitable measure but for the early
Fall rains. As high as 40 and 50 bushels
per acre have been harvested in the vi-
cinity of Salem In recent years. The va-
riety that has been the most successfully
grown here is the early yellow corn. The
same methods of cultivation are employed
here as In the large states.
This season's crop has attained a good
growth, and gives a promising appearance.
In planting tho crop this year the farm-
ers In the Red Hills neighborhood used a
modern cornplanter, the first machine of
Its kind ever seen In this section.

PRACTICAL FARMING.

What the Promoters of a New York
School Hope to Accomplish.

NEW YORK, June 8. The signing of
contracts within a few days for the pur-oha- se

by the School of Practical Agricul-
ture of a tract of land near Poughkeep-sl- e,

marks the beginning of a movement
for the permanent .establishment near
New York of what the promoters call
one of the most unique educational lnsti-tutlo-

In the country. Less than two
years ago a number of citizens prominent
In political and social life met at the resi-
dences of Abram S. Hewitt and R. Fulton
Cutting and formed themselves Into an
organization for establishing experiment-
ally a school where the practice as well as
the theory of farming could be taught.
Professor George T. Powell, a recognized
authority on scientific agriculture, under-
took the charge of the, school and a num-
ber of prominent persons agreed to finance
tho project In its experimental stages.
The original committee on promotion, of
which Mr. Hewitt was chairman. Included
R. Fulton Cutting. Jacob H. Schlff. John
G. Carlisle, Mrs. Seth Low, Mrs. Josephine
Shaw Lowell. Walter L. Law and William
E. Dodge. The original school establish-
ment wao at Briar Cliff Manor, provided
by the generosity of Mr. Law, who also
furnished a building to accommodate 35
students, and the necessary staff. The
success of the school was immediate, and
the originators then concluded to extend
the facilities. The board of trustees was
then organized, with the following off-
icers: Theodore L. Van Norden, president;
Abram S. Hewitt and William E. Dodge,

R. Fulton Cutting, treas-
urer, and T. P. Luquer, secretary.

In speaking of the school, President Van
Norden said today:

"Aside from my official connection with
the school, I have taken a deep Interest
In Its progress. We have demonstrated
I think beyond a doubt that there Is need
and opportunity for a practical farming
school in this country on the plan carried
out by our director, Mr. Powell. Our
need now Is money resources for the
equipment of the school at Poughkeepsle,
and when this equipment Is completed, wo
will need contributions to a fund for the
endowment of the school."

Mr. Hewitt said:
"If those who arts friends of practical

education and of general social better-
ment could realize, as we do, the great
needs and greater opportunities of this
school, I believe that we would have little
difficulty In obtaining that generous finan-
cial support that at this time seems neces-
sary to Insure the establishment of this
Institution upon a basis commensurata
with the extent and Importance of the
work It has to do."

William E. Dodge said:
"Any American who has traveled In

France and has witnessed the thrift and
order of those smaller communities where
agriculture Is profitably practiced, must
welcome the application to our soil of
those methods which have made the suc-
cessful farmer abroad."

BACCALAUREATE SERMON BY PRES-
IDENT COLEMAN.

Programme" of Exercises for the Re-

mainder of Commencement

The baccalau-
reate rcrmon was preached st the First
Methodist Church this morning before a
large audience by Rev. J. H. Coleman,

pulpit orator. Ho said In part:

"Tho Infinite Being Is Interested in
character character not quite like that
of Plato or Socrates, not even like that
of Moses or Paul, but character like that
of Jesu3 of Nazareth, cf whom His ene-
mies were compelled to say: 'We find no
fault in him.' Finite beings are interest-
ed In character. By It the Individual la
honored and business has a foundation.
By It the homes of tho world are the
thrones of the world. By It the etate Is
Imperial In power and beneficent In pol-
icy. The possession of these qualities
which are so high, so noble, so human, so
divine. Is not by accident; neither is It
Inevitable. These qualities are not for
sale In the markets of the world; they
are not advertised Irt the dally papers;
Wall street does not monopolize them; no
trust of countless millions can control
them. These qualities create the mar-
kets. They give value to money. Re-
move them and the business of the world
will become the business of pirates and
animals. Destroy them and the world 13

a cemetery, and the future of the race
will know no morning. Such oharacter Is
the design of God, the hope of man.
Spiritual In nature, divine In origin, it
has never appeared but by the combined
efforts of earth and heaven the subllm-e-st

activity of both the creature and the
Creator."

In conclusion Dr. Coleman addressed a
few words to the members of the grad-
uating class. He congratulated them up-
on the honor attained as the result of
their fidelity which had reflected honor
upon the Institution from which they
were about to be graduated. He advised
the young beneficiaries in their life career
to be grateful to everybody who should
help them, but to rrsolve 'to go through
life Independently, placing no dependence
on other than self.

Wr. and Y. M. C. A. was (held at the uni-
versity .chapel this afternoon and tonight
the First Methodist Church choir and tho
university college of music, under the di-
rection of Professor Francesco Seley, gave
as a sacred concert Farmer's mass in B
flat.

Coleman as president of the university
will take place at 10:30 o'clock Wednes-
day morning In tho university chapel. The
Inaugural address will be delivered by
Blahop Earl Cranston, of Portland, and
responses will b made by Dr. Coleman
and other members of the university fac-
ulty.

President Coleman returned yesterday
from Glen Falls. N Y., where he went
several weeks ago to accompany his fam-
ily to Salem. Owing to sickness the mem-
