WASHINGTON, Juns $.—8ocon after the
Benate convensd today a report was made
from the committec on Indian affalrs of
the Investigation made by that commitiee
of the conduct of W. A. Jones, Commis-
sloner of Indlan Affalrs, with respsct to
the leanlng of cerialn Indian lands of the
Standing Bock Reservation, §. D. The
committes reported that there WeTe 10
foundation for the charges made, and that
the condurt of Commissioner Jones was
entirely unselfish. The report was agreed
ta.

Simmons then addressed the Benate In
support of the bill for the establishment
of 4 Natiomal forest reserve in the Bouth-
em Appalachian Mountains. The meas-
ure. he sald, was essentlally National In
character, and it was advocated as a Na-
tianal pﬂ:mllhm

At the conclusion of Blmmons' speech,
eonsiferation was begun of the naval ap-
propriation blll. The blll, as reported to
the Senate, carries appropriations aggre-
gating §73,166588. During the reading of
the bl & committee amendment was of-
fered by Hale appropriating $605.300 for the
erection of & bullding at the Charleston,
£ C. navy-yard
At 2 o'clock, the uafipished business—

the isthmian canal project—was inid aside

and the reading of the maval bill was con-
tinged. All of the cammittee amendments
wure agreed to oxoept that providing for
the coumruction of two first-class battle-
ghips, two first-ciass armored crulsets and
two gunboats, which went over st Lhe re-
guesti of Hale. Another amendment waa

agreed to providing for the erectiom of a

testing laborstory and equipment, and an-

other bullding at the Annapolls Acadomy,
8t a cost of 0000, and approprialing

0000 Lo begin work

After the adoption of some other amend-
menis, principally of a minor character,
consideration of the |sthmian canal prop-
ofition was resumed, Harria, & member
of the committee om Interoceanic canmis,
stdreased the SBenate in favor of the Nica-
ragua route. Harris was for a long thme
chief engineer of the Kansas division of
the Union Pacific Rallway. His views
upon the engineering problems prescnted
in the pending proposition ‘were iistened
to with great Interest by his colleagoes.
One fact, he mald, was patent and con-
apleuous. Mo exploration nor survey made
of a canal route there had ever placed on
rechrd a report adverse in opinion as to
the feasbbillty and practieabliity of con-
siructing & canal by the Nicaragua roule
In suswer to Hanna, he gquoted M. De
Lemeps, the famous French engineer, as
sAying to & commities of Congresa that if
& cannl with locks was to be constructed,
the Nicarsgus route was the best. Harris
sid that in making its supplementa]l re-
port In favor of FPanamsa, thes jsthmian
canal comnission had allowed the Mea of
gotting a bargaln unduly to influence Iils
Judgment and obscure Its busnpess vision,

Harrin went into minute details of the
Panama proposition, his polnt being to
show that the valuatiom of the property of
the Panama Canai, both ax to the ennal
and the reilroad property, was not only
excesslve, but that much of it, being ume-
less for our purposes, would have ta be
replaced. He referred to the legal and
diplomatic difMculties which surround the
FPannma Cannl Company on all sides, and
declared that they were absolutely insu-
perable

Tiliman inguired how the lands necos-
sary for the Nicaragua route were 10 be
obialned, If they were owned by private
individuais. "Iz the Government to be
subjected 1o such private Ealma™ he
askod “In other worde, have Americans
gone down there and fixed up things so
that we will have to pay millions and
milllons of dollare for the right of way ™

“The treaty with Nicaragun,' Harrls re-
pited, “provides for a condemnation of the
janda where private rights are involved.”

Culberson ioquired how much we would
have 1o give for private rights along the
canal.

Harris replied that, so far as he knew,
o data on that subject had becn pre-
pared, and no estimate had been made.

Morgan mald that by an agreement with
the Nicaragun Government, all acqulsi-
tions of land by the United States would
dats back to the condltions which pre-
valledt in Deoember, 100 That would pre-
cludy absolutely all speculstion In the
landy along the route.

Continuing, Harris insisted that strictly
ctnmercial reasons would warrant the
United Biates in bullding the Nicsragoa
Canal, s#ven though the Panama route
were presented 1o this country,

Agaln Tillman Intertupted to express
his spprehensian that the speculators had
obtained or would ohtain title to lands
that would be necessary to the United
Btates if the Nicaragua route were se-
cured. He was afrald these ciaims would
spring up In the pathway of the United
Blates, “with hands outstretched goward
the Treasury, wilh the demand to stand
and dellver.”

Harris replled that, In view of the diplo-
matic arrungrments between the United
Bixtes mnd Nicaragua, no such apprehen-
slon an that sugpested wons warranted, al-
though In a project of 1his kind and this
magnitude, It,wns Impossible. perhaps, to
guaTEntee Abaolutely agoinst frauds of the
kind sugpested.

Barris exptimsed great fear that the
eansiruction of the Bohio dam. on the
Panama route, could not be mocomplishad,
and that even If It were, the dam could
not be made of strength suficient 1o with-
siand the tremendous head of water from
the Chagres River. In support of his
opinlon, he made an extended technical
srgument. In conciuslon, Harris ex.
presaed the hope that when the canal s
bullt it would be made free to the coam-
wist trading vessels of the United States
In fhis connection, he urged that if the
Panama roote were adopted, the oanal
would be useless for salling vessels, upon
witlch, he sald, the people of the Unlted
Btates had to rely for protection against
the shipping trusts,

Morgan diacussed briefty the dipiomatie
negotiations  betweep the United States
and the Goveroments of Niearmmgua and
ﬁnn Riea, to show thst neither Nicara-

Wattles managed 1o tear
two or three of thess from thelr fasten-
Ings, snd with two other men who had

aprang for a net which
some men were hom:u on the sidewalk
beneath. He fell parily tn it and partly on
the atdewalk and sustainad Injuries which
probably will couse his deaih.

Eent was ieft iying on the floor of his
rooen and evidentiy dled of suffocation.
His body wes beadly burmed after dewth,
Three hours safter the oulbreak of the
fire the body was found ¢n the ficor of his
room, one leg bumned to a crisp, and the
head burned off. He was Identified by
means of his ciothing.

A Maddening Scene.

A scene that wrought to the piteh of
madness the great crowd that had gsth.
ered around the bullding was enacted at
a fourth-story window on the north side,
Across this window was n heavy wire
acreen, and on (he outside of the screen
were iron bars running pamliel to the
slll, The space between these bars was
too small to allow the passage of even
a small boy, and behind them were gath-
ered a crowd of men, whose numbers
were afterward found to be belween ¥
and M. Escape ln other directiong was
imposaible, for the fire fililed all the balls
and was steadily eating its way towand
the window, at which the meén were stand-
ing.

The one chance for Mfe|for that crowd
of men Iay through sereened and
barréd window. The men ciosest to the
soresn tore and tugfed st It in A wvaln
effort to tear It from Iits fasterings, and
the men behind them fought madly to get
close enough to the acreen to fasten their
fingers In 1t. So Oercely did the prison—
ers pull at the screem that from below
were plainly visthlie tiny streams of biood
that trickled from lacerated fingers and
hands and flowed over the window sill,
A number of the men at the window wers
in etraightjackets and manscled, and
these pot being able to help themaelves
or others, were the wildest of all in thelr
frantic efforts to break through the bars

The crowd in the strest watching the
desperate situation of the men behind
the screen was simply an Insane mob,
They shouted all sorts of commands and
directions at the men. and gave orders to
the fitemen, who were dolng all that men
could do to get through the bars from the
outsifie. As the flames came stendlly to-
ward the men, the people In the street
Jumped up and down =nd screamed In
helploss rage. [t scemed as If
eould be done, and theaf all of the men
would dle within slx tnches of fresdom.

That any of the men esonped at all is
owing to the work of W. E Davis, of
Cedar Raplds, 1a., a patient in the instl-
tution. He induced the mon to ceass thelr
discannected pulling at the pereen and
to unite thelr efforts. Four men at frs=t
took hold of the screen. and In almost a
minuts the crowd behind pushed them
awny, and before the four men could get
to the sereen again, they were compelled
to fight with their fists. Davis managed
to get his men to the window mgaln, and
after a few desperate pulls they menaged
to tear down a portion of the screen,
Nerved to the work by thelr success, the
bodles of the men gwiyed back and forth
as they put all of their strength into one
innt effort,

Bars Torn Away.

Finally the ecreen came down, but the
bars remained, and they wwre heavy,
placed there for Lthe purposs of withstand-
ing all the «fforts of Insane men. As
many ar ocould place thelr hands on the
jower bar. took hald, It bent almost
double. and six men went to the floor with
a crosh, holding on to the iron bar, which
they had torn from its fastenings. BSo
quickly 4id the men behind them spring
to grasp the ssocond bar that those who
had torn down the first were badly tfamp-
ledl on before they could rise Another
bar was soon torn away, and the path
to safety was opened. f

The men st the window fought (o keep

ir piaces until the firemen could ralse
Iadders, and the men In the rear, soms
of whom were already being reached by
the flames, fought to galn the window.

The firwt man through way Dr. C. A
Anderson, of Chicago. No Indders were In
fromt of the window, and Anderson's one
hope waws to reach the platform of a fire-
escape In front of the window just west
of where he was, He bhesitated for an
instant, and then sprang for the fre-
eacape, chutched It, and was esfe. The
next man through the window wns G 8.
Gott, of Laverge, Ill. Anderson was so
much exhausted that he was not gble to
drag Gott after him. and Gott was =0
badly burned that he was unable to make
the leap himsell. He crouched on the
window sill while the men on the inwide
clamored for Nm to jump,

Cllnton OCsbhorne. a real estate dealer
of New York City, was the third man.
He crawled out beside Gott and told the |
men inside to grasp his fest. This they

did, and telllng Gott to take hold of his |

wrists and drop over the window sill,
Oshorne hanging head dosnward, swung
Gott te and fro untll he had acquired
sufficient momentum, and then srwung
him up and onto the landing of the fire-
esCape,
held him. Anderson and Gott then formed
a chaln, Gott holMiing to the fire-escape
and Andsrson, tightly held by Gott, with
one hand reached toward the window
a0 that the men, one b one, as they
cerawled through, weres able to take one
etop on o ledge and make a short leap to
the platform of the fire-eacape, down
which they made their way to the ground.
Twenty-five men made thelr escape in this
manner.
Pollee Make Arreats.

After the fire was over the police ar-
rested Willam Lannhan, the engineer;
Lee Seymour. the fireman of the bullding,
and J. P. Nagle, the Inventor of a gass-
lines piant tn use in the basement of the
institation. There are no direct charges
agnioat the enen, btui the police have »sn
ilen that the frc may have originated
from mismonagement of the gasloine
plant.

After midnight the oficlals of the insl-
tution gave out the following let of miss-
irg. It is not dmown that they are dead,
but neither fricnds nor police have Toen
able to locate them. and it i» known that
they were In the bullding when the fire

Sir Wiillam Ver-
non Harcourt demanded to know wheth-
er the Gavernment intended the war tax
A8 A WAT revenus moeasure pure and sim-
ple. or whether It was intended as & jever
to sid In the negotiption of preferemtial
troaties with forelgn countries o
Chancellor of the Exehequer, Str Michael
Hicks-Beach, replied that the grain tax
was lmposed for revenue only. But with-
out prejudice to the discussion which
would take place bétween the colonial
premiers in Londen, and which he hoped
would have good resulls in promoting free
trade between this country and the col-
onies, he disclalmed completely the inter-
protation that the Canndlan Premler.

FATAL LONXDON FIRE.

Insdegquncy of the Department Agaln
Tlustrated.

LONDON, Junes #.—The inadequacy of
the fire equipment of London has agaln
been demonstrated by the [atalitles which
attended a comparatively small blaze In
the center of the city this afternoon. The
fAre occurred in the upper portion of a
five-story buliding adjoining the Mansion
house station, in the busiest section of
London. The first extension jadders to
arrive at the scene could not be elevated
to the fourth floor, and Inmates of the
upper floors were compelled to jump down
into a tarpaulin which had been hastily
commandrered by the fireman from a
passing frult van, Several of those who
umped were badly injured and others
who refused to take the risk disappeared
within the smoking windows, Beveral
hours clapsed befora the casualties were
ascertained. It was then found that nine
young giris had been burned to death,
and that 15 persons had been injured, one
probably fatally.
