TORNADO IN THE NORTH

SEVERAL LIVES LOST BY A STORM
IN MINNESOTA.

Twister Does Damage In lows—Ru-
mor of a Tornade Near Hlvom-

Ington, 11l
BT. PAUL, Jungs 11.—A ftornado of
markad severity even-

ing over sections of Clay and Becker
Counties and across the sputhern portions
of the White Barth Iandlan reservation.
The region through which the storm pre-
valitd (s comparatively sparsely settled
and remote from telegraphic communicsa-
tion, and detalls are meager. The list of
dend includes the following:

MRS. 0. A. BERG, wife of a farmer

Four chlldres of Andrew Holn, living
north of Ulen, killed by the collapss of
thelr home,

The storm seemsa to have first struck
northeast of the town of Ulen, in Clay
County, whence it traveled southeasterly
mcroes the northern part of Becker
County, striking the towns of Fosa, At-
lanta and Walworth, along the lower edge
of the White Earth reservation. At At-
lanta & large Norwegian Lutheran church
was completely demolished and a mumber
of other bulldings were partly wrecked,
The path of the storm was ahout 1§ miles
wide, and from 2 to & miles In length.

It has been Impossible to verify the re-
port from the White Barth Indlan Agency
that 15 people were killed on the reserva-
tion by the tomade.

The property damsage from the storm la
Toughly estimated at SM00,000,

The Philippine Church Qaestlon.
Chicago Tribune.

The sttitude of the Vatican toward the
American commission which Is (o discuss
with the Catholic authorities the solution
of the church guestion In the Philippines
is variousty in the dispatches
from Rome. The Cardinal Becretary of
the Propaganda and the Cardinal Secre-
tary of Btate are sald w0 be opposed to
official recognition of Judge Taft and his
«colleaguan, bocduse they have not been
endowed with formal diplomatic powers
by the President. and at the same time
from other sources It Is reported that
the Pope looks forward with pleasure o
the conference with Judge Taft and Biah-
¢p O'Gorman. There may be—though it
is difficuit to belleve that such is the case
—a Alsposition on the part of some of the
officlals at Rome to combine the saftls-
ment of the problems which face the
¢hurch and the government in the Phil-
ippines with tha question of diplomatic
relations between the United Biates and

the Vatican. If this disposition shouid
prevall during- the discussion, it will se-
riously In ers with the work eof the

commission.

It ia desirable that the work of the
chureh in civilizing the Fllipine peopls
should be resumed, freed from the preju-
dice which the population has concsived
tor the friars. At present the people ara
almont without spiritusl leaders. The
friars are upable to return to thelr pars-
iashes, because of the danger to their lives
and because of the probability of a
freah outbreak If they were to do so. Thae
Filipinos draw a sharp Hne between tho
monaatic orders and the church. They
hate the friars, and they are devoted to
thelr religion. Mapy of the native clergy
are unfitted by training or education to
look after thelr people without nssistance
and supervision. The situation calis for
American priests, understanding the alma
and government of the American peopls,
to garry on the work In the iglands which
they have so succasafully and so long
carried on in the United Blates,

Judge Taft and RBishop O"Gorman are
authofized to treat for the transfer of tha
chiirch lands to the insular government
and the withdrawal of the friars from the
islands. The Judgmment of the au-
thorities at Rome should exciude from
the conference any other question, If In-
deed they have really intended to bring
up one at this time.
