STRIKE AT MANILA.

1ts Extent Frightens 1is Leader, Who
Reslgns.

MANILA, June 8.—The sirikes here are
becoming general. The printerm the
butchers, the 10bacconists, the hemp
workers and the clgar-makers, estimated
in all to number over 70 men, are out,
Isabelo de Joa Reyes, who organized the
strike movement, has become frightensd
at the conditions which have resuited
from his efforts, and has resigned the
lealership. A dummy lender has been ap-
pointed in his stend, but the strikers ad-
mit that De los Reyes still lssues all or-
ders. The majority of the strikers tell
thelr employers that they are satisfed
with thelr present wages, which are today
three times higher than they were before
the Americans came to tbe islands, but
that they must obey orders, as otherwise
they will be killed. When De los Reyes
resigned, he sald It was a matter of Indil-
ference to him whether the Americans
shot him on account of his efMoris

FINDINGS IN SMITH CASE,

Secreinry Moot Hasx Not Yet Hnd
Time to Consider It.

WASHINGTON, June 10 Secrelnry
Root sald today he had not yet had time
to consider the case of General J, H.
Smith, tried by court-martial at Manila
for alieged violation of the rules of wir
in the condurt of the campnalgn in Samar.
He added that as the Bmith case was
based practically on the transactions
which led to the trial of Malor Waller,
of the Msarine Corps, by court-martial,
charged with alleged unlawful killlng of
Fllipino prisoners, he would probabiy
swalt the receipt of the record of that
case before giving considération to the
Emith came. The Waller reoord In not ex-
pected to reach this city for arveral
weeks,

It iy sald mt the War Department that
the Waller care Is a cloped incident, but
that the Emith case will not be legaily
closed until 4t has been finally acted upon
by the President. The significance of this
stutement Is that It is still in the power
of the President to retdrn the case to the
court for the reconsideration of the evi-
dence sddbeed, eveén If the officer was
ncquitted by the court. as the press dis.
patches from Manila have indicated. The
court could not be legally compelled to
change its findings, however, against o
own Juldgment and Itr adherence to & ver-
diet of “not gullty™ would stand despite
the dlsapproval of the President. which
in that case would be simply a rebake
to the court without affecting the legal
status of the accused
