ABERDEEN, Wash,, Juns 0.—Accord-
ing to Information sent hers today by
Marshal Gratiam, up to last nlght the In-
ventigution of every rumor of peeing Un-
derwood, the alleged child murderer, In
various places south of Willapa Harbor
had been thoroughly looked up and prov-
en fsise, and that both himself, Sherif
Cudthee, who Ia atifl with bm, and the
other officers are confident that Under-
wood is still north of Sboalwater Bay,
and that the whole forre will remaln In
that section 1o Keep up the hunt.

He
had been out on the hunt for three days
and nights without resf and his work
In directing the searching parties sent
out from Tokeland was sn evidence that

H. Sanford, I00 bags: Cramer Broe, 120
bagy: Forest Wenner, ®0 it e ex-
pected that these witl be sold Before the
end of the week,

The situation in the valley has been just
about tho same this yeéar as It was last
year, in quantity, quality asd prices. and
the product is as large aa over in Cen-
trul Washington. Over 5,000 fiecces were
taken at CofMin Broa’ shearing plant,
quite an increase for this concern. The
farmers seem {5 be tuking more kindly to
the power machines, as experienee has
demonstrated that the closer cut resulls
in about a pound more per flegce than can
be obtalned by hand shears.” A big de-
trease in production of wool fa sxpeécted
next year and the present seasonfe clip
may never be equaled. The action of the
Government authorities In cutting down

FARMER IS MISSING.

Winlock Man Mysterfously Disap-
peared Ten Days Ago.
WINLOCK, Wash.,, June 10—On Sup-
day, June 1, Henry Minckler, & prosper-
ous farmer living one and a Malf miles
et of Winlock, ddenly & peared,
and though the neighboring country has
been thoroughly searched for the past
woek, the missing man has not been
found, nor can any one be discovered
who has seen him since Sunday evening.
Mr. Mincklsr left his home on Sunday
afterncon about 3 o'clock, to go to Say-
der’s mill, near Cowlits, where he wished
to pay for a bill of lumber. On leaving
he Informed his wife that bhe would be
back for supper. When at Bnyder's he
acted perfoctly rational, buot during. the
course of conversation he sald that his
head wan troubling him: that be had had
8 Tspeil”’ about 10 days ago, when he
scemed “oul of his hesd,™ and that he
feit ne thaugh he wers to have another
attack. Mr. Snyder, however, thought
nothing of it, but noticed that Mr. Minck-
ler started for Cowlitz, away fromt bhis
home, rather than toward 1t A few
bours later, he was seen by a gentleman
on Cowllte Prairie, and agaln somewhat
Iater by another man, both of whom be
grosted and passed. Nothing further can
be learmed of him. Many theories are
advanced, but all are futile. It ix gener-
ally belleved, howeaver, that hiv mind be-
coming suddenly dernnged, he lost Nis

way.

He leaves a wife, four childres and a
brother. They are in good circumstances,
asd no reason can be imagined for the
husband and fathiers sudden disa -
ance or insanity, sinee he had neo Iy
troubles and was in good fAnancizl con-
dition. He was 7 yoars old, weighed 145
