He called attention to the
speech of Cannon yesterday, In which
the latter showed that the appropria-
tione for the next flacal year alrsady ex-
ceeded the eatimated revenves by 35100, -
. xnd urged this as the first reasen
why the Government should not enter
gpon the expensive work of bullding a
cable to the Phlllppines. He referred at
sompe Jength to the poasibilities In the de-
vyelopment of wirciess telegraphy, and
srgund that it would be unwise on the
threshold of the development of the new
metem for the Government 1o expend
SO0 or FS0M for a submarine
cable which might be valueless In & few
years. It was better, he insisted, (o al-
low n privats eompany to take whatever
responsibility there was involved.

Richardson then read the contract un-
der the post roads act of I8S which the
Commercial Cable Company agreed to
makes with the Secretsry of the Treas-
ury, covering the sale of the cable In case
of necemspity, v the Goverament, the
priority of Government mebsages, the
rales to be chirged (not to exoeed W
cenls per word to Hawaill and §1 a word
to the FPhillppines and China), with hailf
rate for Government business, the con-
traol of the cable by the Governmment In
time of war, etc. He argued thal these
terms were in every way advantageous
to the Government.

Bichardson, while replying to the arge-
ment of Corliss, submitted yesterday, un-
dertook to score Corllss by commenting
in a sarcastic veln on a mynopsis of the
Intter's speech, which he sald had besn
@istributed before is delivery., Corllms
was described as saying certain things
with “dramatic effect.™ oto. -

Corliss asked If the Attorney-General
had not refused to consider the contract
which the Commercial Cahie Company bad
offered to make. 4

Richardson replied thst the Attorney-
General and other Government officiale
had declined to Intsrfore In the matter,
and that the company was proceeding to
lay the cabie under the post-roads act
In explanation of the reason the eable
was being built In England. he exid the
teltgruph company was bullding = cable
thit they gusrantesd for twoe ysars. No
other company would guarantes n cable
for 3 dayr. Richardson declared that as
an economic business proposition the
Government cable was unjustifiable. mnd
bt guoted from the commerce commit-
tec’s report against o former Bl of this
Eind to the effect that !t would cost the
Government 31 000,080, and would chisfly
benefit 30 forelgners and M0 American
citisens. He read a letter from Jokn W.
Mackay. of the Commercial Cable Com-
pany, guaranteeing that the company
would bulld an all-American cable and
not touch upon forelgn soll. The abjection
10 the project of the cable company be-
osttse the cable was not bullt by Ameri-
oan lebor, he mald would not stand In-
vostigation. Ha produced figures to show
that oniy 12 per bemt of the cost of a
cable was expended for wages.

John W. Mackay's Letter.

The letter of Mr. Mackay was addresssd
to Hepburn, chairman of the committes, |

This removed the
only doubt as to the feasibility of an
American’ cable from Ban Fruncisco to
Manlla, and 1 write this letter to you
o state positively that the submarine
cable which the Commercinl Pacific Cable
Company had agreed to construct, Jay and
operate from SBan Francisco to Manils will
be an all-Americsn cabie, snd will not
touch on any forelgn isiund or territory
whatsocver. 1 give you my personsi as- |
suranoe to that effect. The first section of |
this cable will be In operation In Novem-
ber, 12 and we expect to be able to ar-
rangs for the remalning sections to be
compieted and opened for trafic during
the year 180"

Newlands (Pop. Nev.) defended John W

He also had built the Hayti cable,
the control of which way surrendered to
the United States during the Spanish War.
In the same way, he ssid, the cable to
be bulit 1o Lhe Philipploes also would be
at The pervice of the Government jn time
of emergency. Mr. Mackay, he sald, was
noted for his robust Americaniam. The
very name of J. W, Mackay, he sald, waa

BLOOMINGTON, Ill., June IL—S8Sweep-

“Wheteas, British subjects have falth-
tully observed the regulations made pur-
suant to the awatd dated the 1ith of
August, 188 passed for the proper pro-
tection and preservation of fur seals in
Behring Sea, and

“Whereas, It Is announced that the
Government of the United States has
lately passed an act in effsct that un-
leas & modus vivend! prohibiting the kiil-
ing of seals be secured at the opening of
pelagic season of 1902, authority will be
given to kill all the male and lemale
seals, with the exception of 1060 fe-
mules and 1000 males. and

*"Whereas, The exercisa of such pre-
sumed authority 18 contrary to the find-
ing of the Bebring Sea tribunal, and a
direct violation of an agreomont en-
tered Inte between the Governments af
Oreat Britain and the United States, and
an unwarrantable Interference with and
infringement upon the undoubted rights
of British subjects, be it therefore

“Hepolved. That this House would re-
gret the commimion of such an act, and
in the opinion of this Hbuse a humble
nddress be presented to His Honor, tha
Lisutenant-Governor, In couneil te com-
municate with the Dominion Government,
protesting agalnat such actien and urg-
ing that all proper steps be taken to
bring this matter to the attention of the
Imperial Government.”
