the companies carrylnsr the risk. Tech-

nically, there was a. question aa to- the
liability of tho companies. The stats
brought suits against them. Terms of

compromise were prepared, and upon de-

liberation the etate board concluded to
accept them.

SALEM, Jane 1L The suits recently
brought by the etate against nine Insur-

ance companies to recover damages on
policies covering the burned Reform
Behoof building, were compromised today.
The cases were settled on a basis of 50

cents on the dollar. Having brought ac-

tion for $18,065, the state will receive
$9032 50.

The compromise was negotiated by one
Insurance companies through T. C. Tan
2ess, of the legal firm of Van Ness &

Redman, counsel for the Board of Fire
Underwriters, of San Francisco. Mr.
"Van Ness came to Salem this morning
and held a consultation with Attorney-Gener- al

D. R. N. Blackburn, District At-

torney J. N. Hart and G. G. Bingham,
--who have been representing the state,
with the result heretofore stated.

The state officials and their attorneys
ere greatly pleased over the settlement,
which they assert will practically reim-

burse the state for the damages resulting
from the Are at the Reform School build-
ing last November. The officials report
that the .representatives of the insurance
companies at all times displayed a spirit
of fairness and were not disposed to quib-

ble over any technical point, but on the
contrary were anxious to avoid the ex-

pensive litigation that a trial of the case
in the courts would mean.

The terms of settlement were also sat-
isfactory to the state board, since there
existed grounds for the technical eva-
sion by the insurance companies of all
liability, since the policies did not ex-

pressly extend and apply to the indus-
trial building, which was destroyed by
fire, and for which action was-beg- to
recover damages. The technical point in-

volved wart whether a detached building
standing 16 feet clear of another structure
could be legally considered "communicat-
ing or adjoining," when the only connec-
tion between the main Reform School
building and the Industrial building was
the steam and water pipes. The original
policies were written in 1SS0, before the
industrial building was erected, and the
instruments provided protection from fire
for the main building, which was de-
scribed, and al) buildings 'adjoining and
communicating" therewith. Since that
date the policies have been annually re-
newed and hive never been modified so
as to specifically apply to the Industrial
building.

The $9000 insurance money will be avail-
able within 20 days, and the Reform
School Board expects to plnce the indus-
trial building In immediate repair and
equip the various departments In a flrst-cla- sb

manner.
