“igell Yy

Finlash of the Celebrated
Gang” of Buahrangers.

PORTLAND, June 11.—(To the Editor.}—
The stand taken by Tracey and Merrill
recalls the finlsh of the motorioua “Kelly
gang’’ of bushrangers in Australia In the
Mis. Ned Kelly snd his band, after boldly
robbing bank after bank, were Anally
cornered in a frame building in a small
town nearly 20 miles northwest of Mel-
bourne. B0 constant was thelr fire that
one or two attempts to burm them out
resulted In a useless losa of life, Ned
wore & complete rudely-made ault of ar-
mor, now in the possession of Australla’s
only baronet.

Although completely hemmed In, the
house literally riddled with bulleta, the
government found it necessary to send a
special train bearing a Gatlng gun o
destroy the bullding. Kelly'as sister, a
magnificent horsewoman and a good shot,
was ths principal scout for the baind.
Kelly was finally taken, badly wounded.
Ha succumbed before reaching the acaf-
fold. The rest were killed during the
fight, but the sister could not be given
her deserts, partly for luck of proof and
partly that her hergle deeds to save her
brother paraly ny Jury that could be
obtained.
