FREED BY IMPOSTOR

A Bogus Officer Liberates
Three Prisoners.

TURBED OVER BY INDIAN POLICE

One Man Has Beern Betaken, and 0f.
Seers Are Searching for the Gth-
ers—Outoome of the “Sooner™
Trouble on Reservation,

SPOKANE. June IL—After tmpemonat-
ing an officer twice, and thereby not omiy
escaping the law himself, but alm effert-
ing the releass of three other prisoners,
Juks Griswold i being hunted for by
Deputy United Btates Marshals near Da-
venport, Wash. The arrests are the out-
come of the recent “woomer ‘movement
on the reservation. When the men whe
had camped on the reservation in the hope
of iis early opening to eettioment, were
driven off. Jake Young, Al Hughes and
Oeorge McDonald did net leave the reser-
wation, and were captured by the Indian
police. Just then, it is alleged, Griswold
rode up snd deciured himself to be an offi-
cer of the jaw. He suid the prisoners
were wanted for horsestealing, and ex-
hibited an officer's sotar. He asked for
sssislance in handcuffing them. The In-
Qians complied, and Griaweid started away
with his prisoners. Later, a similar oo
currence happensd near the house of an
Indlan farmer, and agaln, it is sald, Gris-
wold impirsonated au officer, and sscured
the prisoners. This occufTence was re-
ported to Indlanm Agent Anderson. who
grew susplofous, and started a movemant
to apprehend the quartet. McDonald was
arrented late Thursday mnight, and the
other men are being sought for. Hughes
& n well-known prospector, who headed
the rush to the north half of the reserva-
tion three years ago. Griswold was for-
merdy a deputy Sheriff in Btevens Coun-
ty. He was arrested several years &EO
by Deputy Bherifl Gardner on & bourme-
sivallng charge. At Gardner's command
to surrender, Griswold ran, and wae
brought down by & shot in the Jes.

FRUIT PEST I8 SHOT-HOLE BORER.

Department of Agricnlfure Passes on
insect ju Clark Coanty.

VANCOUVER, Wash, June 13 —Captaln
B. F. Packard, of the firm of Packard &
Bmith, prominent fruitgrowers and pack-
ers of Clark County, visited the depart-
ment of entomology while in Washington,
D, C.. last week, and left apecimens of
the Jittle Inssot that |# pow perplexing
the frultgrowers in this section.
Packurd also left small branches of the
trees that the insect had aflected, show-
ing the nature of their attack on the
Lries

ing that the insect is the so-called pear-
blight beetle, or shot-hole borer (xyle-
borus dispar fab): that U s a Euwro-
pean importation, and has not hitherto
been reported from the Paelfic Siope; that
the jatest ndvices (n fegard to.this and
other ambrosia beltles are that they ao
not altack perfoectly healthy trean, but
those which sre weskencd [rom some
cruse, such as too ciose growlh, the lack
of proper sunlight, dralnage, etc. Mr
Emith also received under separate cover
A pamphlet, published by the Usnited
Btates  Department of Agriculture, cof-
tatning figures of the species, and a full
treatise of the nature of the bectle, In-
jurtes caused, and the hest remadies for
putting an end to thelr colonies.

“From what has beon mild of the nature
of the food of these beetien, It b evident
that any methed by which the epntrances
of thelr galleries In the bark can be closed
will efléctually put an ¢nd to the progress
of their colonies.
