Cloud Cap Inn if possibie, but found,
upon arriving st Hood River, that no one
had been up since last Fuall, and that the
stage was not running.

Fortunately, Mr. Mecklen, clerk of the
fnn. was In the city and offered to ac-
company them; so they engaged a team,
and Wednesday drove as far as the Elk
Beds. Here the horses were |eft and the
party proceeded on foot. The snow ex-
tands down through . timber for three
miles, and is from 4 to X feet deep.

The climb was rather severe, but (ha
party succeeded in reaching Cloud Cap
Inn by 2 P. M

Mr. Mecklen sald that thers was four
times as much snow in the timber this
year as last, but hoped to bave the road
open by July 1.

This 15 the first party that has reached
Cloud Cap since last August.
