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Oregon City Officials Decide

Tillamook Contest.

DISAGREE IN THEIR OPINIONS

Register Holds There Was Some Un.
lnvrful Agreement Between Sever-- j.

once, Thnyer ct nl. Action One
of Many Began by Hnyi. "

OREGON CITY, June 16. Register C.
B. Moores and Receiver William Gallo-
way, of the United States land office, this
afternoon rendered decisions In the con-
test case of Charles E. Hays vs. Egbert
D. Severance. The two officials dlasent
In their opinions. Register Moores finding
for the contestant, and recommending the
cancellation of the entry of the contestee,
and Receiver Galloway recommending that
the contest be dismissed and that a pat-
ent be Issued upon proof approved De-
cember 19. 1S99.

The Severance case has been pending In
the land office for over two years. Egbert
D. Severance and 13 others made final
proof on timber claims in Tillamook Coun-
ty, situated in the belt which is famous
for Its valuable timber, and which has
been made more famous by the contests
which have grown out of the struggle for
possession of the land. The final proof
cf the Severance entry was made Decem-
ber 8, 1899. A few days subsequent to this
final proof was made by 13 other entry-me- n,

and in the following Spring Charles
E. Hays contested the claims covered by
the 14 entries. As proof had already been
made, the matter went before the Com-
missioner of the General Land Office, and
he ordered a hearing of the contests. At
Intervals during December, 1S99, about 75
othersmade proofs upon lands In the same
general neighborhood in Tillamook Coun-
ty, but before they had made their final
payments, contests against them were

by Hays.
The charge made by Hays In all of the

contest affidavits is that the entries were
not made in good faith, but for speculative
purposes, and under and by virtue of a
contract and agreement with Claude
Thayer,- - Clark Hadley, and Morris L.each
lor the purchase and sale of the land

and a division of the proceeds
antong the parties to the contract. The
Severance case is the only one out of about
SO filed in which all of the evidence was
submitted. The testimony of Hays' wit-
nesses in all of the cases submitted is
nearly duplicated, but it does not neces-- ,
sarily follow that the ruling in the Sev-
erance? case will bear altogether on the
others,, as' many of .the contestees state
that n,p conspiracy or combination exists
among them, as is alleged by Hays, and
the defence may show a different line in
different cases.

Register Moores decision covers 14 type-
written pages. He quotes letters .that
furnish conclusive evidence that Thayer
was engaged -- in an unlawful deal for the
disposition ""of Government timber lands.
Mr. Moires says:

. t. Severance, the contestee, denies that
M Jm a party to the unlawful agreement
charged, but he admits that some sort of an
agreement was made to secure the money he
needed from Thayer. He Tcnows the land was
paid for, yet.hc swears that he did not pay the
money. The money for his claim was not paid
into the land ofllce when he. made his proof.
It was never paid by him; he does not know
how the land was paid for, although ther Is
testimony to Indicate that Thayer's i

office In Portland to secure?th money 'as sooa
as his proof was made. The money due the
Government on. his claim was paid In by Clark
Hadley, who is alleged to be one of the chief
conspirators," and It Is not denied that Just 10
days after this payment was made a. deed from
Severance for the land was executed In blank
ready far delivery. It was 18 months after
the contestee's filing was made that ho gave
his evidence In this case, and at the end of
this time, while he says that no one has any
Interest ln the land but himself, he testified
that he lias paid nothing on the land, that he
does not know who paid for It, and that he
does not know how much was paid for It. Can
this be what the law recognizes as an entry
made in good faith? Every .exhibit and every
undisputed circumstance, and every admitted
fact is consistent, in every detail, with the
etory told by Watts and Miss Parker on the
witness stand, and it all serves to sustain the
contention of the contestant that the entry was
made by the contestee under such an agree-
ment as was forbidden by law.

The exhibits show, beyond any question, that
Claude Thayer and certain confederates named
in the contest affidavit, were engaged In a tim-
ber land deal in open and flagrant violation
of the law, and Thayer's letters how that the
fraudulent and unlawful character of the 'en-
terprise was thoroughly understood by them.
E. D. Severance appears to be one of the com-
pany of from 75 to 100 entrymen who were to
profit by the successful outcome of the specu-
lative exploit of Thayer and 'his Immediate
coterie. It may be said in behalf of the con-
testee and a majority of Tils associate entrymen
that they probably did not realize the character
of the enterprise in which they, were engaging.
Much irregular and unlawful work of this kind
has proton successful, and this has led to the
bell f, apparently so prevalent, that it is en-
tirely legitimate. The law itself is large-
ly responsible for this. To place an absolutely
literal construction upon the provision, that , no
timber land can be taken for the purposes of
speculation, while entrymen are limited to 100
acres each, would lock upforever the timber
lands now remaining, but on the other hand to
approve of the methods that are charged in this
contest would do .violence to any reasonable
construction of the law, and would make the
prohibitions of the law an absolute nullity.
"We are not satisfied that the contestee has
been a willful violator of thp law, but we can-
not escape the conviction that he has violated
it, and hat to permit his entry to go to patent
would be to make successful the schemes of
those who have openly engaged in what they
knew the law prohibited.

Receiver Galloway dissents from the
cplnlo.i of Register Moores, and says:

The charges of the contestant. If sustained by
incontroverted evidence, would and should

cause cancellation of the entry. The testimony
in the Base Is voluminous, much of it being
immaterial and Indicating personal animosity.

The contestee. Severance, has long been a res-
ident of Tillamook County, this state, and has
held jtor years a lucrative and responsible po-
sition as Deputy County Clerk of that county,
and he And Ills family are reputable citizens,
well uble. as the evidence shows, to pay for
1G0 acres of timber land without entering Intoany conspiracy "to defraud tho Government.
Hence, taking into consideration all of the tesl
timony given, I am compelled to dissent from
the conclusions of the Honorable Heglster and
recommend that the contest of Charles E. Hays
vs. Egbert D. Severance, Involving timber landapplication. No. 40C0. for the SE. H, of section
10. T. 2 X . B. 7 W.. W. M.. be dismissed, andthat patent issue upon proof approved Decem-
ber 1. 1SUD.

Both the contestant and contestee will
be allowed 50 days In which to appeal to
the Commissioner of the General Land
Office.

ESCAPE FR03I THEIR GUARDS.

Two Military Prisoners Gain Their
Liberty.

SAN FRANCISCO. June 16. A. Clough
and J. Day, two military convicts fromAlcatraz Island, who have been working
on the Government road, between Sau-sali- to

and Fort Baker, turned upon thetwo guards this afternoon and beat them,
then taking their rifles, they fled to thebrush. They got a start of about, six
miles before the companies of soldiers
frcjpi Fort Raker were in pursuit-- The
ferry-boa- ts at Tiburon and Sausallto are
guarded by .armed soldiers. Up to a late
hour no trace of the prisoners had been
found.

Shortly after noon the two men who
escaped were .ordered to, do .some work a
little apart from the rest of the gang.

Two of the guard of 10 men were detailed
to watch them. After they had gone a
short distance, the two prisoners suddenly
attacked the twosoldlers. They knocked
down the two guards and, taking 'their
rifles and ammunition from them, fled
into the brush. As they went, the rest
of the guards fired at them. At the brow
of a hill one of the fleeing prisoners turn-
ed and fired a shot at his pursuers, then
dodged from view Into a Tavlne. Two
companies of the Coast Artillery, In com-
mand of Lieutenants Howard and Ludlow,
and numbering about 1M men, were turn-
ed out to search for th escaped prisoners.
Along with them are about 100 citizens of
Sausallto. All, of the roads and trails
heading out of the territory In which the
prisoners are supposed to be hiding are
now guarded, and It Is believed that the
fleeing men will again be In custody
within a short time. A lively 'battle Is not
unexpected. Both men are armed with the
regulation Army repeating rifles, and
have several rounds of ammunition.'

G. B. Gllllhand.
VANCOUVER, "Wash., June 16. G. B.

Gllllhand. who had lived here continu-
ously for 31 years, and left a long line of
descendants throughout the county, died
at St. Joseph's Hospital Saturday night
of paralysis, after a short illness. De-

ceased was. born in Jackson County, Ten-
nessee. May 19, 1823. In 1835 he moved
with his parents to Missouri. In 1845 he
married Mary Jane Henslee, a 'sister of
Major Henslee, of this city, and nine chil-

dren were born to them, eight of whom
are living and reside In Washington and
Oregon. In 1871 they came to the North-
west and settled in Clark County, resid-
ing here every since. His wife died In
1SS5, but three sons and five daughters
survive him, and all were present at his
deathbed. The children are: G. H. Gllll-

hand, of Chinook, Wash.; J. W. Gllllhand.
Fisher's, Wash.; Mrs. J. R. Eaton, of
Vancouver, Wash.; Mrs. C S. Blair, of
Mill Plain, Wash.; Mrs. C. W. Laver. of
Mill Plain; Mrs. Dr. Blair, of Elmer,
Wash.; Mrs. T. J. McQueen, of Burton,
Wash.; T. B. Gllllhand, of Fern Prairie,

This party with a pack
train will proceed northward, passing
around the northern base of the Mount
McKlnl.ey Range, reaching Circle City on
the Yukon late In the Fall. Two parties
which will work In the Copper River
country under ShradeV and Gerdln have
safely reached their fields. Their sup-
plies were taken successfully over the
snow during February and March, and
are now at Batsulnltas, near tho head of
Copper River. This will form the base
of operations for the two parties during
the Summer. The successful transporta-
tion of the supplies over the Coast Range
to the interior by Gerdln was a matter
of much difficulty.

MULLANE TO PLAY BALL

QUITS UMPIRIXG AXD SIGNS "WITH
SPOKANE AS A PITCHER.

President Lucas Says Action Was
Voluntary O'Connell Under Con-

sideration as Successor to Him.

SPOKANE, June 16. The trouble over
Umpire Tony Mullane Is all ended. Harry
Green, one of the directors of the Spokane
League baseball team, announced today
that Mullane has been signed to pitch for
Spokane He Is expected to arrive today
for the Tacoma series. Mullane was for-
merly one of the noted pitchers of the
American League. The fans here believe
this makes' It nearly certain that O'Con-
nell, the California umpire. Is coming to
the Pacific Northwest League in spite of
all denials.

President Lucas Talks.
HELENA. Mont, June 16. W. H. Lucas,

president of the Pacific Northwest League,
said, this afternoon, that he had not en-
gaged O'Connell, the California umpire, to
take the place of Tony Mullane, who left
Helena today for Spokane, where he will"
pitch for that team. He Is looking for an
umpire, and said that he was considering
O'Connell. A local substitute will umpire
in the Helena-Portlan- d series here this
week.

President Lucas said today that he want
ed It understood that Mullane was not let
out "He was released at his own re-
quest," said Lucas, "because he wanted to
play ball, and not because two clubs pro-
tested against him."

(At last the difficulty with Umpire Mul-
lane Is over. The settlement came about
In alnanner that should prove satisfactory
to all parties concerned. Mullane has
signed with Spokane as a pitcher, and In
that way all possibility of his being asked
to resign is removed. President Lucas Is
removed from his stand without having to
give In, and all that remains for him to do
Is to select a successor to Mullane. The
clubs are relieved of their duty of pressing
their protests and placing the league in an
embarrassing position. Last, but not least,
the general baseball public Is satisfied for
the present and will remain satisfied If
Mr. Lucas shows proper Judgment In se-
lecting a new umpire. No better man
than O'Connell could be secured for the
position. The fans In all of the Coast cities
of the league all know him and like his
work. The fact that the advices from
California stated that O'Connell had been
engaged at a salary of $30 caused some
doubt as to his coming here. If he de-
mands that price he cannot be taken Into
this league, as the salary limit in this
league for umpires Is $200 a month, and
President Lucas cannot offer him a cent
more. However, some error may have
been made at the other end of the line In
stating tho proposed salary. President
Lucas has certainly learned a lesson by the
Mullane episode, and should endeavor to
secufe the best man he can at the price.
If O'Connell will not come for that money
some one else must be secured, but if base-
ball is to be a success here he must be a
man who understands his business.)

Aldershot Review Spoiled.

The King did not leave the royal
pavilion, and was represented by the
Prince of Wales, who rode to the saluting
point accompanied by the Duke of Con-naug- ht

and a brllliaut staff, comprising
several Indian Princes, the military at-
taches. Lord Roberts, the Commander-in-Chie- f,

and the headquarters staff. Queen
Alexandra drove to the parade ground in
a closed carriage, with the Princess of
Wales and the Princess Victoria. In other
carriages at the saluting point were the
Duchess of Connaught and many of the
notabilities who are visiting England.
More than 32,000 rain-soake- d troops
marched past the heir to the throne.

Klnc Edward and Queen Alexandra
started for Windsor at 4:15 o'clock this
afternoon in a motor car. The King
showed little trace of his recent illness.
