He was brought to town and locked In

Asked
if he had met many pople who had seen
the convicts, Weiner wmid a3 number of
farmers had stated timt they had met
men answering the desgription of Traey
and Merrill, but they Yere not positive
that they were the convieta, and took no
chances of ahooting Innowent persons.

“In my opinion the ony way to catch
the convicts,” sald the detective, “is to
place men who know than both on thelr
trall. Farmers and otha's who might
meet them and not positwely recognise
them from the pictures amd descriptions
would hesitate to shoot at them for fear
of killlng Innocent men, &3d & Tequeat
that they !dentify themselves would sim-
ply bring s fusillade, Tracy and Merrill
are not going to be taken without an
exchange of shots, and a fey men who
know them well by sight and know when
it is necessary to shoot can domore than
A blg party.”

MORALITY IN SCHOOLS.

A Few Comments on the Reesnt Ar-
tiele by Dr, Chapman.

VANCOUVER, Wash., June 17.—!To the
Editor)—The Oregonian of June B con-
tained an article on "Morality In Scaools,™
by Dr. Chapman, upon which, with due re-
spect to the writer, we wish to muke &
few commenta

First—"That we support the vast mna-.
chinery of the church to teach morality,
and not the school system.” Muoch de-
pends upon what is meant by morality, A
man may be moral in every sense of the
word and still not be a Christian. Yhe
church does not pow, por did it ever,
teach that & moral man was a saved man.
The Pharisee whs an over-righteous moral
man; the Puljlican a penitent lransgris-
sor; yet who was the more justified?

“let a man hint that the church isia
parasite upon clvilization and will notia
bost of ministers shriek In reply that the
church alone keeps the world from moral
rottenness.”

Yes, most assuredly they will, and s
will all the thinking men and women of
this age say the same thing, though hard-
ly In such a demonstrative manner. 'Why
have wo our great Christiam America?
Where pur great civillzation? From Aris-
totle, Confuclus or Mohammed? Or was It
left us by the Indlan tribés of America?
Was It education alone that has made our
echool system the power It 1587 Rome had
one of great learning, great philosophers,
art, sculpture, everything that wealth and
the mind of man could devise; but Rome
and Greece were impure to their wvery
cores, and with all thelr learning, art and
wealth, fell

They, too, possessed a great army of
educated men who called themselves
teachers or philesophers, But which one
of them today lives In the hearts of men?
How many today even know thelr names?
Do we see the Influence of their teaching
today? Is there ome of thelr writings and
books exerting the influence for good over
men, women—yes, and npations, that the
teaching and example of the OCGreatest
Teacher of mankind are doilng? Did Dr.
Johneon say “morality was slern and vir-
tue surly”? Perhaps, but the life void of
either 8 a menace to humanity from
which we shudder and draw back. But
which nothing but the power of him
who @ before the church or its teachers
can aave., who has a gredater, a broader, a
higher plan, which Is neither “suriy,”
“feminized,” or given over to “delicate
hysterin,” and does pot substitute *'so-
clology™ for "virtue,” or with the cloak
of “charity’’ cover an tmmoral life,” nor
does It pretend to throw its duty upon the
“poar school” That school ls poor In-
deed which has for Its teacher a man or
& woman who dares for o moment to infer
that ha or she does Aot find 1L necessary
both by word and deed to tench the young
minds the great necesaity of - moraiity,
grester than that of mers book-learning.
Is there a mother in the land who would
send her young daughtsr to asuch a
teacher?

Second—""It s true that the modern fam-
iy, In which the women dominate, has
ceased much of its moral function.” Who
can truthfully make such a statement as
this against the womanhood of America?
That hom: lfe, because of thealr infiuence,
is decaying, or throwing thelr responsibil-
ity upon the schools. If the Almighty In
his great wisdom could trust his children,
the mighty men of the earth who have
become powers for good here and for all
time, to the care and kesping of woman-
kind, and evidently facts demonstrate they
have kept thelr trost falthfully, surely
Dr. Chapman can find no fault, Our great-
est and noblest men, both statesmen and
writers, have spoken and writien, with
grealest respect, tenderness and admira-
tion for womankind In general, and we
reapect them for it

“Our modern immoral church and decay-
ing famiiles are the results of the domi.
nance of woman, who is a hystericaj crea-
ture."”

Is she? Why, then, doea our school
system entrust (o her care and teaching
yearly thousands of chlidren, with which
the greatest gentleness and Armness 13
required?

Why are they smployed In the hosplinis
A& nuraes, scores of llves depending upon

their watchfulness and care, and are con- |

sidcred either as teachers or purses egual
to or betler than men?

“When men reassume their rule they
will attend to teaching righteousness
without calling on the public schools.™

How long since has man ceased to rule?
We are daily reminded of his power to
rule In the saloon, mnd its work through-
out the land. And it s high time he be-
stirred himsalf to “the teaching of right-
eousness"" in that direction. We have no-
ticed the inmates of our penitentiaries,
jalls and’ reform schools are mostly men
and boys. Was it thelr morality or teach-
ing of righteousneas that brought them
there? Or is the absence of womankind
at those places due to their supposed “'at-
tacks of hysteria™?

"The Bapt'st church has her Rockeflel-
ler.” She has al*o many other eminent
good men who are not mentioned.

"*The Episcopal cflurrrh its Plerpont Mor-
