MITCHELL'S AMENDMENTS.

Featores of Spooner Substitate,

WASHINGTON, June 19.—The following
is the text of the two amendments offered
by Senator Mitchell to the Spooner prop-
osition, which were Intended to eliminate
mome of !ts moet objectionable features.
The fOrst provides:

‘““That If the President of the United
States, although he may be satisfled that
a satisfadtory title to the property de.
scribed in section 1 of this act ean be ob-
tained. shall for any reason be of the
opinion that It ls not for the best Inter-
ests of the United States to purchase sald
property from the new Panama Canal
Company, or if for any reason it shall
be his judgment that the best interests
of the United States roquire that the
eanal should be constructed on what !s

i known a8 the Nicaragua route from
Greytown, on the Caribbean Sea, to Brito,
