Woman and Boy Pass Night
on Water in Open Boat,

FLED FROM ANARCHIST COLONY

Woman Believed Letter Containing
Money Sent Her Was Confiscated

Relatives Finally IIeach' Her
by Wire.

TACOMA, June 19. Mrs. I. E. Levlson,
formerly of Kansas City, arrived In Ta-
coma today, accompanied by her
old son, after having spent the night drift-
ing about Puget Sound in an open boat.
She said she had Just escaped from the
free love anarchist colony at Joe's Bay,
across Puget Sound, after a year's cap-
tivity. According to JMrs. Levison's story
she was induced to join the colony by rep-
resentations that she could make a for-
tune by investing her money there, and
that she would be assured of a comfort-
able home all her life and an education
for her son. She had $250, which was
turned into the common fund, and was
then forced to earn her own living. She
rejected the principles of anarchy which
were taught her son. After endeavoring
to get her money back, she wrote to her
brother, J. G. W. Stinson, of Kansas City.
for aid to return home, but receiving no
reply, wrote again. She received in re-
ply a telegram that money had "been sent
more than a month before. She believes
the letter was confiscated. Mrs. Levison
left for Kansas City this afternoon, her
brother having telegraphed transportation.

STATES CHURCH MEETING.

Chrlstinn Denomination Reports Ex-
cellent Progress In Washington.
WATTSBURG, June 19. The Washington

Christian convention began its annual ses-
sion today, with an attendance of about
60 delegates from abroad, and 100 from
near-b- y churches. The chief Items of In-
terest today were an address by E. C.
Sanderson, dean of the divinity school at
Eugene--, Or., on "Science and the Bible,"
the annual address by the president of
the convention. Rev. B. H. Lingenfelter
of Seattle, and reports from the several
missionary pastors In the state. David
Husband reported for Pullman a member-
ship of 101, having gained 61 in the past
nine months. Minor departments of the
church work Increased by a still greater
ratio. Moneys received for missions
amounted to $200 10, for Christian litera-
ture $10310, and for improvements $331;
from all sources $1163 53. W. W. Pew, of
Everett, reported nine additions to that
church, and growing work. N. S. m

at Ellensburg, A. C. "Vail at Se-
attle,, E. Harold at Gencssee, Idaho, and,
J. M. Allen, of Spokane, reported progress'
in their work. The total showed a gain
of about 250 persons in these various
missions. Work was also opened at Da-
venport, and Galen Word located at Bal-
lard as missionary pastor. This report
includes only the report of churches aided
oy tne state society. aDd not the work of
other churches in the state.

SUIT OF STATE CALLED.

Action to Recover From Bondsmen
of State .Fair Building-- Contractor.
SALEM, June 19. The suit of the State

Board of Agriculture vs. F. P. Tallilng-to- n

and J. "C. Goodale, bondsmen for R.
T. Denham, to recover $1135 21 costs and
damages for nonfulfillment of contract ny
Denham in construction of new buildings
at the State Fair grounds, a year ago,
was tried before Circuit Judge Burnett
this afternoon. The decision of Judge
Burnett will not be final, since both sides
ar.e determined to carry the case to the
Supreme Court.

About a year ago the State Board of
Agriculture contracted with Denham for
the erection of three buildings and the
remodeling of the pavilion, at the State
Fair grounds., Denham disappeared about
July 9, having completed two of the small-
er buildings, work on the pavilion and
creamery building having been only par-tlal- jy

finished. The State Board then took
charge of the work and finished the build-
ings. The creamery building was com-
pleted at a cost of $90 more than the con-
tract price, while the pavilion cost $615 21
in excess of the contract figure. In addi-
tion to these amounts In excess of the
contract under which Denham had agreed
to perform the work, the board asks to
be awarded $400 special damages for the
delay in the completion of the buildings
after the time stipulated in the contract
for finishing the work.

As a defense, the sureties on Denham's
bond, which was In the sum of $3000, al-
lege that the payment by the board or
various sums to Denham before the con-
tract had been fulfilled released them
from all liability as bondsmen.

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IXDIAX LAXDS TO BE SOLD.

Bill Passed by House Applies to
Foothill Tracts. (

PENDLETON, Or., June 19. Under
Representative Moody's bill which passed
the House yesterday, and is likely to be
taken up and disposed of by the Senate
before adjournment, the lands that will
be offered for sale upon the Umatilla In-
dian reservation, the limits of which be-
gin one mile from Pendleton, lie almost
entirely In the foothills, near and beyond
Cayuse and Bingham Springs, and In the
hills that range along the eastern border
of the reservation. The area to be dis-
posed of is 30.000 to 40.000 acres. They are
scattered in many localities, and are
mostly grazing tracts, with occasional
pieces fit for agriculture.

These lands were parts of the area of-

fered for sale in 1S91, when the Govern-
ment sold lands left after the Indians of
three tribes the Umatlllas, Walla Wallas
and Cayuses had selected lands in sev-
eralty, under the treaty between them
and the Government. The Indians took
lands in severalty In consideration for
their severing tribal relations, and were
at the sayie time, by the several acts
passed by Congress, invested with the
rights and privileges of citizenship. Their
selections were in all instances of lands
along the Umatilla River and its trlbu- -

tarles, where were the best opportunities J

for cultivation. The tribesmen exhibited
excellent judgment, and in no case did
one of them choose a tract that was not
likely to increase In value as the years
advanced. These are now worth from
$5000 to $12,000 per quarter section, and
bring annual rentals of $1 25 to $5 and $S

per acre per Summer fallow season of
two years.

The lands that will be offered under the
act Just passed will not be so valuable.
But they are worth something in each
case, and are sought at this time for the
reason that the demand for lands In
Eastern Oregon, and particularly In the
vicinity of Pendleton, is such as. to have
caused the taking up of every available
acre of Government land for scores of
miles in every direction.

Upon these unsold lands are squatters,
who have built houses 'and barns and
made various Improvements. They have
asked for years to be permitted to pur-
chase them at the figures named as a
minimum at the time of the general sale
In 1S9L When that sale took place, there
were'tracts that were offered that were
not regarded as worth the minimum price
set by the department and were there-
fore not bid up to that figure.

Sale of these lands will not cause any
additions lo the population of Umatilla
County, Inasmuch as all of them are
now occupied, or'so nearly all as to leave
comparatively small areas to be taken
at this time. The value of the act will
lie mostly in the act that there will be a
final settlement of the question as to
whether those persons who have gone
on the lands and made homes will be
permitted to remain. Title will be defi-
nitely determined, and there will be cer-
tainty where there has been doubt

kane, negotiating for the purchase of a
Moscow, Idaho, bank, when Judge Mil-
lion, learning his whereabouts, came here
and had hlrh arrested. Million alleges
Lyon confessed to him today, and Lyon
does not deny making the confession.

Big Purse Ran For at Hamburg.
BERLIN, June 19. The largest purse

ever offered on the German turf was con-
tested for today at Hamburg. It was
$25,000, and was won by Nunquam Dormlo,
owned by Count Traulmansdorf, of Aus-
tria. The winner paid 10 to 1. Fred Taral,
the American Jockey, riding Ecryzlgia,
owned by Hcrr Rohnesy, a Hungarian,
won the Jubilee Crltrium at Hamburg to-
day and a purse of $10,000.
