In this time of trusts and comblinations
the Federated Trades ase not the ooly
people who may be compelled to etrike Or
1o boyeot: in order to recelye falr treat-
meat.

The Pacific Insurance Unlon is ome, 6f
the garilest trusis organized in the Pa-
cifie Const States. 1t Is an organized Nre
{nsurance trust for the whole Pacihe
Coast. The premiums or Tates of insur-
ance sre fixed arbitrarily by the officers
or o commitiee at San Francisco and there
s no appeal therefrom. Thefe is DO re-
dress except by sction of the unfortunate
toiders ©of insurance polictes. Every in-
gurance company and lis agents at Port-
land are bound to comply with and follow
the Tatce £0 fixed,

in Portland the rate on every buliding
in the city is established by the umion, 1
any one wishes to Insure, the agent meve-
Iy inspects his map and echedule and he
has no suthority to change its rate or to
fnsure ot a Jower rate. These Tates may
be changed from time to time, but omly
by the Pacific Insurance Union,

This Insurance trust was Organized
prior to 18A All insursnce companies
doing businias at Portland are members of
it. The main rewson for jts organisa-
tion, & given to the public, was to pre-
vent the cutting or lowering of rates be-
low a proper potht. To this cxtent ithe
trust may have been o justifinble expedl-
ent. This [ do not propose to discuss. We
bave Lhe trust

But this trust has assumed, or tried to
nesume, whit mey be called governmental
functions, or a: least functlons which are
exorosed in an arbitrary form of
government, likel Russia, where there is
a0 Legislature, the laws being merely
promuigated by the Czar

This trust, however, is sometimes qulek
to promise, or to threaten, bul slow to
keep its promise. Its word is not ajways
1o be relied on. It hns Jong wanted Pori-
land to bulld and maintain a fireboat, No
one doubts that a fircbont might some-
times be of use, but it would cost & large
sum to bulld and maintain it, and it would
be of Jlittie e beyond the water front,
Yortland has putsued the policy of pro-
tecling iself from fires by engines, hose
companies, hook and ladder companiee and

The union now makes no public threat,
but local agents say the action is taken
merely to force Portiand to bduild & fire-
boat, No agent has yet informed me that
if Portland bullds a Grebosat the increass
in premioms will be returned to the un-
fortunate persons who take out insur-
ance.

At present Portiand has no money, nor
pawer, nor authority to niise money with
which fo bulld a fireboat. It can get
such power only from the Legldlatore, amd
by an eact which must be In addition to
the new charter. A-section to be ineected

be ralsed by & speclal tax In any one year,
which would, of course, largely Increass
the tix Jevy of the city for that year,
This section was stricken out by the
charter board.

I for one protest against this action of
the Pactfic Ineurnnce Unlon. The protest
of one amounts to but lttle, My Interest
In the property affected s so small that
the Increase cuts no materinl figure, "but
1 protest mote as & citlzen of Portlana
than as an owner of a Httle property. It
Is to be haped that all the owners of prop-
ety slong the water front of the district
which [ have mentioned will at once take
concerted action agalnst this “arbitrary
and unwarranted” Incremse In Insurance
rates by the Pacific Insurance Unlon, As
to the form of such protest, I Jeave that
to the property-owners. It seemn to me,
however, that this actlon of the Pacliic
Insurance Unlon Is one In which every
citizen of the Oty of Portland is inter-
ested. The Unlon has the power to In.
Crease the rate all over the City of Port-
fand, and I sée no reason why it ahouia
not do #o, Instead of forcing It merely
along the water front. | might even sug-
EBest 1o the Unlon the advisabiiity of in-
cregsing the rate all over the city, and
using this increase to purchase a fire-boat
and present it to the Clity of Portiand, as
it assumes, and attempts Lo exerciss pa-
ternal and dictatoriai powers over Port-
land.

Empoyers Say Unifon Men Are Wenk.

Walking delegates of the varlous unjons

are busy these days keeping the!r men

no prospect of a let-up in the strike, No
cuse has bDeen reported where the work-
men have failed 1o lay down their tools
at the order of thelr delagate,

The fact that many of the unlon men
were working with “unfatr™ material and
on bulldings whers “unfiir” material was
being uséd hod given encouragement to
many of the employers, and yssterday
meny wgre heard to predict; “The strike
will be over within a:- week. When a few
men commence to work with unfalr ma-
terial, soon all will go back to work.™

The unlen men, upon being questioned

e o this point, howeover, show no incii-
nation that . resembles weakeping., but
#ay: "We ask no questions as to the

material we use. It Ix all in the hands
of our walking delegates. As a0on ad
we are ordered, off we go*

This seems (o be the case, and on some
of the jobs this order has been given
and complied with,

It has also been reporied that even the
Amalgamated Woodworkers are many of
them asking for thelr old places back. In
some Instances, those who st fifst went
out on & strike have gone back to work
Three such casem are reporied at the

at J. A. Martin & Co.'s, and one or two
in some of the other mills; but these men
broke ranks soma time ago, and the re-
malnder seem to be firmly standing thelir
ground. Many are at work, some at long-
er houra and less pay than was thelr lot
at’ the planing mills; it they are true
to their vow to refuse work In the plan-
ing mills uniess a nine-hour day be grant-
9 ed.

Among the employers a general feeling
seemed to exist yesterday that the unjon
side of the fight ls becoming weak. and

surance Unjon promized that, if such con-
tract was eontered Into, It would reduce |
the then existing insurance rates not loss |
than 5 per cent on sl property between
Morrison and B (now DBurnside) streects, |
and between Second strect and the Will- |
amrtie River.

But the Paclfic Insurance TUnlon 4aid
not. except in a very few Instances, so re-
duce the insurance rates as promised.
Other hydrants were-alterwards instalied
and are also now mueilntained by the city
particularny the protection of the
water front on the west side of the river.
In the Autamn of 185 arblirarily and
without jusl cause, the Pacific Insurance
Union boldly snnounced that, ss Port-
jand had falled to equip and operate a
firebaat, the etilmting rates of insurance
would be ralsed by a horizontyl ralss as
Tollows: Betweenn F (now  Flanders)
sireet and Stark street, 35 per cent, and
brtween Stark and Jefferson street, & per
oetit, the Increased rates to begin with
January 1, 180, No change was to be
made north of ¥ street nor south of Jef-
ferson streect, nor on the river fronts of
East Portland and Albina. The present
consolidated Clity of Portland was incor-
porated after that time, The Chamber of
Commerce had not then been organized,
eut the old Board of Trade was in ex-
fstence, and was an Infiluentisl working

This arbitrary increase of rajes was
thought =0 unjustifisble that the matter
wnr taken up by the Board of Trade and
& commitiee was appointed to investiguts
and report. The committes was composed
of Messrs. G. A, Mooney, Samuel Heltshu,
Jierbert Folger, F. Alleyne Beck and me.
Moessrs. Folger and Beck are well-known
and experiencsd insurance agents, then
residents of Fortiand, and werd members
of the Board of Trade. The work of
drafting this report was done hy me. It
st forth the putting in of the hydrants,
gald promis=e of the PFPacific Insurance
VTnlon, the apparatus in use in Portland
for the extinguishment of fires, the con-
piroction of the docks by which an alley-
way s botween the docks and the bulid-
ings on the wuter front, the fact that the
biocks are but 20 feet long, and that no
fires had ever spread from one dock to
gnother so as to do any substantial dam-
age. It also contained many other facts
snd figures. It sots forth the fallure of
the Paclfic Insurance Union to keep fa
promiss to reduce the rates If hydrants
were erected, and its proposed action to
fncrease Insurance ratex, and it conclud-
ed with the following:

Fantsl

That such artlan appears te have dwenm taken
by eld Pacific Insurance Tolon met on ae-
count of exirs or incroased Tizk of or danger
from fire.

Wherefore your comiuittes wonld recommend
that & eopy of this report, duly oertified by
the president nnd mcretary of the Portland
Heard of Trafis, anéd alwo = suliable protest
on s behalf be adopted and forwarded with
il comy of this peport 1o the sald Pacifie
Iosurance Unlon,

“This report was dgned by all the mem-
bers of the committee and was ordered
adopted by the Board of Trade, and by
Itz order was printed. I bhave & copy of
this report now before me. The effect of
this report was that the Pacific Insurance
Union countermanded fts order for In-
creased rates of iInsurance. The old rates
substantially have remained in force ever
pinge. The only changes, ns 1 understand,
are those made where the contents of a
builling or wharf are of a more hazard.
oue nature than thoey were prior thereto.

Since 18 no materia! change hes been
maude In noy of the wharves or bulldings
¢n the witer front. The city bas greatly
inereased (s apparatus far the extin-

! guishment of fires, including the recent
purchase of two first-class steam fire en-
EBines.

But the Pacific Insurance Unlon, evi-
dently believing that its action of 12
Yyenrs ago has been forgotten, is now en-
deavoring to ediablivh more burdensome
insurance rates than it threatened to do
in the Fall of 1858 Its action s more
“arbitrury and unwarranted” than §t=
intended nction at that time, and with far
Jexs oxcuse. While there may be some
fnstances where the risk s now more
hazardous than formerly, such Instances
are very rare. In addition, the Paclfic
Insurance Unlon keepa & very careful
watch over the rites and an extra has-
ardous risk s quickly tnken notice of, al-
though they are not so quick to reduce

that the termination of the strike s near
At hand. At the Master BHuflders' hend-
quarters a pumber of the contractors werp
discussing the situation, “My men all
want to work.™ sald one, whose men had
quit upon his bringing an “unfalr’ door
sagh on.the job, “but If they work they
must stand a fine of §0. If 1 would guar-
antee to meet this fine for them, they
would stay, even If grdersd off.

“There Is . a ral dissatisfaction
among them, and | don't helleve theses
men will tolerate such nonsense much
longer. They all realize and admit that
the vcontractor Is done an injostice by this
boyoott."

The union men, If they have any such
feeling In the matter, refuse to express It
and Armly assert that they will follow the
orders of their jeaders,

On the Thomas Richardson bullding, at
Third and Salmon, all work has been
stopped on mccount of an “unfair” door
sash being weed. “I have several other
contracts,” sald Mr. Richardson, yestcr-
day, "and 1 supposs work will soon be
stopped on them, because I will soon have
to take some unfnle materinl there” On
the David Mulr bullding, at Park and
Taylor streets, painters and plumbers
were working, but only one carpenter
coul be seen. Upon being questioned he
mid: “There & no material for the oth-
ers to work with. Sgme “unfalr’ mate-
rial was brought, but our delegale guve
orders pot to use It. 1 am putting up
‘fair' material, and would not think of
using the producta from the “unfair’ plang
ing milis,"

The palnters were asked why they 4id
not also quit whem the “unfalr” mate-
rial was brought om the Job, It was
not used,” sald they. “"We are palntling
‘fTalr” work., If any of that material had
been used we would not palnt t.”

A visit to the planing milisa. showed them
to be all running to fairly good advan-
tage. Hand's miil has started, and al-
ready has a crew of 1 men. The employ-
ers say that the contractors are suger to
purchuse zil the material they can turn
out, and that unlon men all over the city
the handling - thelr produocts.

There seems little doubt but that much
“anfalr” material Is Delng used by union
men.  They use It. however, withoui In-
vestigating its source, and no cass is re-
ported where the workmen have falled
1o strike when ordered to do so by thelr
represcntative.

The union men declare that there is no
truth In the report that thelr stand In
weakening, and say that their ountlook
is as bright pOw as at any previous time.

Lent, & property-owner, living st Mount
Scott, took place yesterdaf afternoon be
fore Justice Vreeland, The charge of
the larceny of wood valued at §25 from
the tract of F. 0. Waddicks, now of Cal-
Hfornis. was dismissed. It war a mixed-
up cass, and o number of realdents were
Interestad.

8 M. Sutford sold Lent the tUmber on
& certaln tract of land. Lent says that
Sutford showed him the land personally
before any wood was cut from It. Lent
then went shead and cut several hun-
dred cords of wood from the land, when
it transpired that he was cutting timber
on the tract ewned by F. O. Waddicks,
and the latter wrote him from San Fran-
cisco that he must not only cease cut-
fing timber, but must not remove what
had been cut. Notwlthatanding this no-
tiee. Lent caused considerable of the cut
wood to be removed. For this reason
the criminal ¢ise was L At the
trial testimony was glven to show that
there had besn a mistake on the part of
Sutford, or Lent, In getting on the wrong

George P, Lent, for the
defendant, declared that It was not a
criminal case at all, but It should be
settled through clvil procedure. He said
that the defendant was a well-known
property-owner, and could meet any rea-
sonable judgment that might be obtalned
agalnst him, and was ready to do the
falr thing. A mistake had been made,
nnd that was all there was about It
Justice Vreecland, In dismissing the case,
sald he 4ld #0 on account of the sur-
rounding circumstances. He =ald in his
judgment there wers grounds for the
criminal action, but he did not think he
would be justified in holding Lent ap-
pear before the grand jury. He advised
defendant and a number of othera pres-
ent from Mount Scott that under no cir-
cumnatances must they remove RNy more
of the wood from the land in question,

ALBINA'S FAIR SITE.

Board of Trade Offers Abram &

Kuott Tract, 13 Arcrea, for Park.

M. E Thompson, president of the Can-
tral Albina Hoard of Trade, sald yester-
day that the bgard would certainly offer
the Abram & Knott track of nearly 100
acres for the site of the 136 falr. and
that there was no intention to retire from
the contest, notwithstanding the efforts
that other localities were making. This
s the tract which lles adjacent to the
termioal grounds, and near the Port-
land Flour Mills.

Mr. Thompson says that the offer that
would be made of this tract would In-
clude a gift of 12 peres for the erection
of any permanent bulldings for art apd
historical purposes that may be desired.
The owners of the land propose to give
two acres out the tract, and the Board
of Trade will add . Mr. Thompson ex-
plalned that the 10 acres offersd would be
purchased from the owners of the lund,
and would supplement the offer of the
site. He said bhe considered this an one
of the best offers in the way of a falr
site that has been made.

"“We are prepared to make good our
offer,”” he sald, “and will stay with it
till the site hns been selected. From this
gite & fAne view of the Portland harbor
may be had, and it can be reached as
quickly as Hawthorne Park or the City
Park, besides having the great advantage
of belng vight on the river. The land Is
high and commands a fine view ln every
direction. The 1 actes we offer are on
the brow of the blufl, and form a park In
themselves. ™

Committesr Has Ralsed $TD00.

A mesting of the East Side Improve-
ment Association park block purchase
committes was held last night In the Burk-
hard bullding. to compare papers. It was
found that of the $10,000 required for the
purchase of a block of ground In Haw-
thorne Park, should the park be selected
as the site for the 186 falr. $300 had been
secured.

After all the reports had
been recelved and the totals footed up,
the sum secured was regarded as very
saliafactory, and the membera of the
committes considersd that the end was
in sight when the whole amount needed
would be securéd.
