ANOTHER FIGHT FOR LAND

MORE CONTESTS IN FAMOUS TILLA.
MOOK ENTRIES,

Mickigan Timberman Moves Againat
the Same Parties an Hays, and
Alleges Fraud,

OREGON “CITY, June M-—Additional
compiications were introduced in the fa-
mous Hays contest cases this aftermoon
by the filing In.the United States Land
Office of junior contests againat 37 timber
entrics, Involving about #0600 seres of the
best. timber land In the state, and all of
which is situnied fn Tillumook Sounty.
This makes the third contest flled agajnst
these clalms. The original contests were
filed by Charles E. Haya, who alleged that
the entries were frauvdulent and made |
with the purpose of defrauding the Gov-
ernment. Later, G. O, Noisn. a brother |
of Oak Nolan, one of the contestees In the |
Hays cases, filled junlor contests against
the entries Involved In the Hajs cases,
Nolan aileged that the Hays contosts were
speculative and fraddulent, and that Hays
was in coliuson with the sntrymen In the
cneey for the purpose of defrauding the
Government.

The 37 contests instituted this afternoon
were made by Willlam J. Law, a Michi- |t
Ean timberman, who recently arrived on
the Coast. The coutestant’s represents-
tive aaid today that these contests would
be vigorousiy prosecuted. The contest af-
fiduvits of Law are corroborated by Lem
Farker. aof Hay City, Tillamook County,
and Willlam L. Riesenberg, of Tilamook.
The latter s one of the contestess in the
Hays cazes. In his contest amadavil,
which & duplicated in each case, Law al-
leges:

That sald entry was made eollusively, fraud-
viently and speculatively, and was not in good
falth for the exclustve use mod benefl] of (he
eniryman.

That ssid entrymar. so afiant ta informed

THE SYMATHETIC STRIKE

Reasons Why It Is Viewed With Mis-
Elving on All Hands.

It iz & curious fact that the most fre-
| quent, extensive and violent strikes us-
ually occur during periods of the highest
prosperity, It was when Jeshurun waxed
fat that he kicked. When there Is work
for everybody at good wages, as now,
the workers naturslly think It is their
best chance 1o secure better wages and
better terms. As in all such controversies
between wage-earnars and thelr employ-
ern, nelther side ls always entirely right
or entirely wrong. That there should be
soma way of settling them without resort
to a strike is the most commonplace of
trulams, and yet all the wisdom of legis-
lators, of statesmen and humanitarians
has been unable as yet to devise any
method of adjudicating such disputes
which s satisfactory to hoth aides

The strike, though under existing con-
ditlons often necessary to the just rights
and interests of labor, Is not a good way
to reach equitable resulls. For it Is costly
to bath sides; it is essentially one-sided,
and Is often an appeéal to foree. But there
Is no justification for the aympathetic
strike. Take the case of the anthracite
miners. They ask for some advance In
wages and for limiting the day's work to
eight hours. Buot there are minor and
secondary Items in their bill of compiaint.
They ilusirt on the recognition of their
union and that all contracts shall be
mads with the union instead of with the
individual workers® This Is the central
lasue of the contest. Over 146,000 miners
are Involved In the diapute, of whom a
large minority do rot approve the strike—
preferring peace with the somfortable
wagts they now have to a war,with no
wages at all. When so large a propor-
tion' of the strikers as 38 per cent was
opposed to the wirfke, it In a mafe infer-
ence that their grievances are not intoi-
erable, and that, If there !s ever any
Justificetion of a aympathetic strike, there
Is none in this Instance,

The strike of the anthraclite coal miners,
even If extended no farther, will entall
Ereal peacuniary loss on the Immediate
parties to the contest. while it ‘will great-
ly dumage a great many t and
related Interests, The whole country will
euffer from the Increased cost both of an-
thracite and bituminous coal. But If they
should succeed In bringing about a sym-
pathetic strike of the bituminous ecoal
miners, It would paralyze nearly all the
Industries and commerce of the country.
It would tle up furnaces, miils and fac-

| tories and rallrcads and throw millions

of wage-earners out of employment. The
lossea thun inflicted on the country at
large would be incaleulable. That it

In the absence of any effective means
of conciilation or of arbitration the strike,
we repeat. Is oftem justifiable and even
necosEATY As a protection to the interests
of labor; but the sympathetic strike—
never. The latter has but one possible
use, and that i to arouse public sentiment
to the vital need of some means of ad-
Justing these controversies between capl-
tal and lador on an equitable basis. and

GOOD ACTING STILL EXTANT

In a letter to the Nur Tork Herald, Mr,
Richard Mansfleld, evidently In snswer lo
some of the press comment: that have
been made on recent: disturbances in his
company, declares that the art of acting
is declining, and even expresses the fear
that It may disapprar sitogether. He
blames the press primarily for what he
regaids as the decadence of his profes.
slon. He belleves that In this country the
value of artistic acoomplishments s neg-
tralizsed by undue attention to qualities,
peculiarities or relations that excite pub-
He curiosity: that the standards of critl-
clam are not 2o high as they should be,
and thafly they are often false. For these
reasons, he avers, studious endeavor of-
ten gives way to personal exploitation,
and discipline in the ranks of young play-
ers Is destroyed. He deciares thit the
shorteomings of consclentious and gen-
eous producers may bk traced almost
wholly to the Impossibility of securing
competent artists to make up the casts,

While there Is a good deal of truth In
thess observations, Mr. Mansfleld's view
in unnecessarily gloomy, The reasons for
such s ¥lew are apparent, however. Mr.
Mansfleld, Intentionally or unintentional-
Iy, has attracted more pérsonal attention
than any other American actor from the
newspapers of this country. Whether or
not, in the earller days of his career, he
sought idvertisement through personal
eccetitricitiea, those who know him are
well giware that he has, ln recent times,
an vored to confine newspaper com-

to his art and his productions. He
hj.s chafed under the Mppancy of the
press, He has been driven almost to des-
peration by some of the Inventions of re-
portérs. When In Kansas City a short
while ago he was especlally bitter ln com-
menting on a certaln newspaper thmt had
& three-line head article on his botel ar-
rangements—most of which he declared to
be of the reporter’s imagining—1 two-line
head account following about some disa-
greement in his company, and last of all
& one-llne hend review of his first ap-
pearance in Kansas City In 1 new piay.

But such Instances are rare. Mr. Mans-
fleld ecannol justly charge the American
press with Indifference to his acting or his
productions. He has fared well it the
hands of the critica, even if he has been
harassed by the reporters. If some of the
reviewers have been lnclined w give de-
scriptive, pleasant accounts of his presen-
tatlons rather than closely critical anal-
yaes, the effect has been to promote his
Interests. Newspapetp should, In the end,
try 10 define and slevate the standards of
dramatic art, but one of the most essen-
tial elements of any newspaper article is
thit it must be readable. Too much
halr-splitting s wearisome, and If eritl-
cisms are not read they lose thelr value,
no matter how fne thelr substance,

Reviewers of plays give more Iatitude
to personal peculiarities In actors and
actresses than in times past. Some of the
things to which Mr. Mansfield objects in
others players could be applied to himsell
by a étrict adherence to dogmatie rules.
But critles have recognizged the fact that
individuality of method, pecullarities of
resding and intonation and attractivenesa
of personality are all qualities that may
help to distinguish one actor above those
of conventional and even more theoret-
leally correct expressian. Mr, Irving's
mannerizsms have recelved much comment
and no little abuse, but In recent yeirs
they have been accepled largely as an in-
separable part of himself, and they are
not allowed to detrmct greatly from his
exceptional art as & character actor and
his genius as a producer. Joseph Jefler-
son, Mre. Flske, Sarah Bemhardt, Ellen
Terry, n fact, all the great oaes, put
positive individualities into thelr work.

Mr. Mansfield to the contrary, acting is
not In a deplorable decline. On the Amer-
jcan stage today one sees more natural
and more convinclng expositions of char-
poter and thought than ever before. The
tendency toward naturslism has made
some of the strivers insipid, it ls true, but
the general average, In those lines of en-
deavor worthy to be conaldered In & dis-
cussion of acting sa an art, '!s -higher
than it was & generation ago,
