LOSSES BY LABOR STRIKES

Hecord in Minnesota as Compliled by
Stnte Inspector,
8. Paul Dispatch. |

Inspactor Julius Moorsch, of the Btate
Labor Department, has compiled statistics
showing the number of labor strikes in
Minnesoda during the 20 years from 1851
10 M inclusive, the number of people
invalved, the loss to employers and strik-
era; and the contributions to strikers by
other organizations.

The reports show that workingmen in
thiy state have jost 33 per cent of thelr
fights, and the wage loses have heen very
henvy. while the assistance received from
other labor organizations has been nsig-
uificant in comparison. While the nver-
age joss to the individual mriker hus been
= 2, the asslatance receivnd has been
but & conts por capita. During the N
years there were 20 strikes In Minnesots,
involving 168 establishments and .13
employea, There were 3B lockouts, nvoly-
Ing M establishments and 3 employes,
The wage lomses- of cmployes amounted to
e and the losses of employers
emounied to LGN The employes re-
eeived assistance from other labor organ-
dzations to the amount of §71,95,

est on the =ame. It became necesSsary
therefore to take steps for the inaugura-
tion of the Unlted States banking system,
whereby all the capital of the country
could be concentrated for the support of
the Government.

“To put into practical force this jdea,
the Naotlonal banking system was lnaug-
urated, wherehy it provided that Natlonal
banks organized under this system, by de-
positing United States bonds, could lssue
upon sald bonds % per cent of the par
vilue of sald bonds, and the banks were
required to keep a reserve of from 15 to
| & per cent, according to thelr respective
localitles, as a precaution, and to in-
| augurate a conservative mode of bank-
ing, In order to consolidate all the bank-
Ing interests of the wseveral states, [n-
cluding New York, a 10 per cent tax wos
levied on bank circulation, under the re-
|.sp-cu\-- mate laws, thereby forcing or
compeling all banks of lssue to orgmn-
ize under the Natlonal banking act, and
practically presenting the further [ssue
of clrculating carrency under former state
banking iaws, and compeiling, upder
penalty of paying the 10 per cent, each
bank to organice under the Natlonal
banking aect or forego the lssue of cur-
reney upon thelr escurities,

“Tnder a wise and enlightened admin.
istration the debt was funded from time
to time from 7.3 per cent to & to 6, to 4
to 3 and finally it has reached the low
rate of I per cent, and the securities sven
at this low rate of interest have risen
to a premium of from § to §_per cent
The Governmenti has alse by its steady
persistence Increased the wvalue of cur-
reney, in gold, which at one time waa
ns low as 3 conts on the doliar, and haws
now advanced to 100 per cent, and svery
doliar of currency Is at par with gold.

“There has been some little sentiment
against the Natlonal banks, for what rea-
soii I know not, except that they have
heer prosperous. They have as n rule
micceeded in paying all their obligations,
and especlally thelr currency [ssued un-
der the acts and secured by United States
bonds. It would seem that this prejudice
Is wholly unwarranted from the clrcum.-
mancer connectad with thelr origin, and
the xreat ald they gave 10 1t
Government in its times of trinl and dis-
tri=s. The organieation of these National
banks created demand for the bonda of
the Government, and by the purchase of
the same It furnished funds for carrying
on the war and the final triumph of the
Army of the Unlon, and the estabiishment
once more of & united people,

‘“The scarcity of Unitcd Btates secur-
itlen and the uitimate payment of the
mume, will probably require a departure
from the present systemn, and other wse-
curitles will probably have to be substl.
tuted for United States bonds. The ques-
tion will arlse as to what clase of bonds
or securities should be substituted for
those of the United States. In my judg-
ment, there I8 no Detier class of securities
that are betier adapted for this purpose
than first-clars rallroad bonds, where the
roads of such bonde are paying dividendp
on the stock. In order that there should
be & proper sslection and  discrimination
in selecting the very beet class of secur-
itler of this character, an appralser con-
nectsd with the Controller of the Currency
should be appolnted, to decide on what
class of these pecuritier might be de-
posited. None, however, ghould be ne-
repted that are not worth from § to W
per cent premium  over and above the
par value, and apon. such securities the
Guovernment oould aafely lemgo 90 per cent
