Local fans are disappointed at the show-
ing made by the Portland baseball team
in Montana, but the loyal ones have not
lost their confidence in Manager Vig-
neux and his men.

The high altitude of the Montana
cities Is not conducive to good ball play-
ing by those who have trained at the sea
level, and then take a sudden jump of
nearly 5000 feet. All these things should
bo considered, and It must be remembered
also that both Butte and Helena have
strengthened their teaips to a great de-
gree since their appearance in this city
last month.

Heretofore, the Portland fans have up-
held President W. H. Lucas in his base-
ball policy, and It is likely that such a
condition of affairs will exist Just as long
as Mr. Lucas treats patrons of the game
with consideration and shows the public
that the Pacific Northwest Baseball
League is endeavoring to do the square
thing. However, some recent actions of
the league president, especially his treat-
ment of Manager Sam Vigneux, have
aroused considerable indignation through-
out (the league. His doubling of VIg-
neux's fine In a recent Montana game
was an outrage, and Jt Is no wonder that
Vigneux Is ready to withdraw from the
league.

Tho stubbornness of Mr. Lucas In the
Mullane controversy, and his subsequent
statements regarding Portland, were
probably calculated for grandstand effect,
but have created considerable adverse
sentiment toward the league president.

The Seattle Times of yesterday devQtes
considerable attention to the baseball sit-
uation. Among other things, it says:

"When Portland opens on the local
ground Tuesday, a record-breakin- g crowd
should turn out to greet them. When
the high altitude, foreign grounds, etc,
are taken into consideration, the boys
haven't done so badly, after all. Two
series on the Eastern trip were lost by
one lone game. and. the Butfe struggle
gives promise of turning out equally as
well.-- ' There must be something In that
high altitude excuse, for look at Portland.
Hence, Seattle has made a record that Is
certainly better than the Montana cities
made while playing on the Sound. The
boys deserve the g!ad hand when they
open here with Portland.

'Spec Hurlburt Is certainly the best hit-
ter on the local team. All through tho
Eastern trip he had his swatting eye
strictly In tho game. There was not a
single contest that Spec didn't connect
safely at least once, and at times he was
good for two and .three bingoes. In last
Sunday's slaughter at Helena, out of five
times at bat. he secured four nice ones,
and that tells what a, batsman really
is. Spec has hit like a house afire all sea-Bo- n,

certainly beating his record of last
year, and leading the team in that re-
spect by. a good length.

"Captain Schwartz has not been hitting
up to his standard. He was one of the
strongest batters on the winning 'Frisco
team of 1901. Schwartz, however. Is meet-
ing "the ball 'for fair, but seems to be con-
tinually playing in tho hardest kind of
luck. "His position at the bat could not
be. Improved upon, and he meets the
spheroid squarely on the kisser, but no
matter how hard he lands. or how swiftly
the ball may go, it always seems to fall
squarely into the hands of a fielder.
Schwartz Is what might be called a hard-luc- k

hitter, but It's a long lane that
knows no turning, and the captain will
have his? innings after awhile"; He is cer
tainly a good second baseman, and as the
boys all like him, he makes a field cap-
tain for keeps."

ABSENT-MINDEDNES-

Argmxnent'to Show It Does Not Mean
Mental Failure.

American Medicine.
Is absent-mindedne- ss indicative of men

tal failure? This question Is suggested by
such facts as the large number of unad-dress-

letters posted each year. An Eng-

lish contemporary cites In evidence the
official list of articles left In one year in
the 'London cabs and omnibuses. It In-

cludes fcO canes, 19,000 umbrellas. 2S7 rugs,
"42 opera glasses, 926 articles of jewelry,
ISO watches, 3233 purses, besides birds,
dogs, cats, etc

The list seems like a pretty severe in-

dictment of the mental qualities of the.
modern city dweller, and if the hard-press- ed

newspaper reporter happens to
see it he will undoubtedly send off a. har-
rowing syndicate letter to all the Sunday
editors on this alarming demonstration of
mental degeneracy of the 20th century
man. Even our medical contemporary
suggests the advisability of those who
ride in omnibuses and who fdrget things
of consulting a physician.

The more marvelous thing, however, Is
that they do not forget far more often
than they do. Civilization has suddenly
Increased a thousandfold the necessary
and synchronous preoccupations of the
mind. Singleness of attention was the
predominant characteristic of mental ac-

tion "before our time of hewilderlng inter-
ests and duties. Not, to have learned the
trick of posing in the attention at one
Instant such a multitude of objects Is cer-
tainly not a demonstration 'of mental fail-
ure, but rather of of a
difficult art.

But the more convincing proof of the
actual triviality of the amount of forget-fulne- ss

Is shown by the comparison of the
number of memory slips of the Londoner
with the number who ride in omnibuses
and other public carriages. Let us double
the number of lost articles and put the
total at 50,000; If we now roughly esti-
mate the number of rides each day in
London as at least on the average one for
each 20th citizen, we calculate that In a
year there are surely as many as 100,000,000
trips made. Consequently, on the average
a person forgets some articles once in
about every 2000 trips taken.

The alarmist adviser of consultation of
an alienist for such failures of memory
would probably smile at this evidence of
his own mental failure.
