SEATTLE, June 24. Manager Samuel

Vigneux and the members of the Portland
team arrived In Seattle today from their
disastrous trip to Montana. While the
clever little catcher is naturally disap-

pointed at losing 10 straight games on the
trip, he nor his men are in any way dis-

couraged, and believe they are due to

take a brace right now, and will begin
on Seattle for a series of Ave games to-

morrow afternoon.
"There is nothing in the world the

matter with the Portland team," said the
genial little captain tonight. "We ore
playing Just as good ball as we ever did.
In my opinion, the team is stronger tnis
year than last. We were affected by the
altitude in Butte, and I was out of the
game for three days, due to my suspen-

sion by President Lucas before we left
on the trip. Van Buren had to come

center field to catch, and he has not
been behind the bat for five years. You
can see how our team was broken up. T e

fought hard for every game in Butte,
but, crippled as we were, we could not
win.

"When we went to Helena we were ac-

climated somewhat, and all the men were
in position, and I thought surely we would
take a brace, but there again we ran into
a local amateur umpire. It is impossible
to describe how little that man knew
about the rules of the game. To give you
an illustration, there was a man on first,
and the batter was hit by a ball batted
by himself. The batter was out, natural-
ly, but that umpire allowed the man on
first to go to second. A boy of 12 knows
that a runner cannot advance on a play
of that kind. I protested the decision
and was fined $5, and was afterward no-

tified that President Lucas bad added an-

other $10 to It.
"I wrote to President Lucas that night

making a formal protest of the game. I
sent it by registered letter, addressed to
him at Butte, and have a receipt for it.
Now he says he has not yet received my
protest. President Lucas, for some reason
best known to himself, studiously avoided
the Portland team during the whole trip.
He. did not see a single game we played
in Montana, nor did any of our men so
much as catch sight of him.

"There are a good many little things
that look peculiar to me. I know that
IJmpIre Colgan was ordered to umpire
the series between the Helena and Port-
land teams, but the order was changed
later, and we caught this amateur named
Fisk. I do not think it is treating the
public right to fine players for the In-

competence of the umplrea The public
support the game by putting up good
money to see two teams play. They don't
want to see a one-ma- n game; they want
to see 18 men playing to win. Yet when a
player makes a protest on a decision that
the rules plainly state Is wrong, the play-
er is fined, and when he catches three
fines he Is out for five days.

"Now, after our experience with one
amateur umpire, who has no conception
of the playing rules, we come to Seattle
to find there is no regular umpire as-
signed here. You notice that no amateurs
are forced upon Butte, don't you? I don't
want to be understood as saying one word
in criticism of President Lucas, but I do"
think It strange that he could not come
to Helena, if only for one game, to see
how his amateur umpire was getting
along. I am pretty sure that If Mr. Lucas
had been on the ground some of us would
have seen him, for we were all looking
for him.

"I see Mr. Lucas said this morning in a
local newspaper that I was fined lor using
unprintable language, not for protesting a
decision. I deny that I used Improper lan-
guage to the umpire, during a game. I
have been playing ball a good many years,
but I have never yet been fined for that.

"It la due to the public that we have
competent men to umpire the games, and
if Mr. Lucas will attend to that part of
it, I will guarantee him that he will have
no trouble with the Portland team. We
are out after the pennant, and all wo ask
is a fair deal and no favors. Everybody
knows that Mullane was Incompetent, yet
to protect him "in his many mistakes, the
president put me out of the game for five
days, Just before we went to Butte, and
broke up our winning combination. We
can't get a glimpse of the president to
state our side of the case. He should not
put us off his vlsltng list entirely, for we
are still n member of the league.

"The talk of my quitting the team and
the league Is silly. No man can say I am'a quitter. I have no intention of making
any change, but would like to pilot my
team to victory if I am given a chance
to play in this league. Give us compe-
tent umpires and you will find Portland
fighting it out with the winner at the
finish."

Portland will open tomorrow with either
Joe Mahaffey or Engle In the box, with
the lively little Sammy behind the plate.
This series should be the best played in
Seattle this season, as both teams are
made up of fast, snappy players, rather
xnan neavy men whose sole accomplish,
ment Is to sling the bat. Vigneux and
his men have a wholesome respect for theprowess of the Seattle team, and they
are going to 'fight hard for every game.
Either Stowall or Harmon will pitch for
Seattle.

Andy Anderson, the old Seattle favor-
ite, and the crack second baseman of the
Portland team, will act as captain dur-
ing this series. Manager Vigneux doesnot care to run any more chances of be-
ing put out of the game, as when he isgone his team is badly broken up. He
feels and says that he has been mistreat-
ed, but he does not care to say whether
it is by accident or design. He says Cun-
ningham fined him J5 once for telling
Hupp, one of the Portland players, to
stand up straight at the plate. The littlemanager says he has appointed Ander-
son captain because he believes if he
winked at an umpire now he would be
fined, and three fines means a suspension
for five days.

WHOLE BLOCK GOES UP

(Continued from. Tint Page.)

of uneasy ghosts moving out of a grave-
yard at midnight.

All the while the fire, fed by quantities
of hay stored over the transfer company's
stables, was climbing higher and higher.
It now surrounded tho three-stor- y lodging--

house on tho corner, threw sparks
across the street that kept the depart-
ment busy, lighted every telegraph pole
till it became a blazing column, and drove
the crowd back farther and farther with
the fearful heat and the sparks that fell
like hall for blocks around. Spreading
from the stables. It leaped to the roof of
the bakery and lodging-hous- e building;
and soon the entlro block was a solid
mass of flames, which, made a spectacle
which will not soon be forgotten.

By this time the stables had been
burned almost to the ground, although a
forest of charred studding still glowed
where they once stood, and great areas
of flame kept the firemen from approach-
ing too closely. The buildings across tho
streets now being practically secure, at-
tention was devoted to the largo frame
on the corner of Park and GUsan, which
sheltered the lodging-hous- e, a second-
hand store and the bakery. Three or four
firemen carried a hoso up the stairs, and
were fighting the fire manfully, when
suddenly a shout went up from the
crowd, and part of the. crest of the wall
come tumbling down. Tho firemen with-
drew. Then section alter section of the
wall came crashing to tho street, and fin-

ally one big sheet of burning timber,
weighing tons, dropped with a' roar, bury-
ing the hose beneath a pile et ruins and
missing Assistant Chief Laudcnklos, who
was directing operations at that end of
the fire, by about two feet. The falling
mass caught as it came down the net-
work of wires that run along the street,
and they fell athwart the trolley wire
and to the car track, giving forth a flash
of blue light that heightened the terror
and alarm of those who witnessed the
spectacle. Fortunately, no one was hurt,
and In a little while the firemen managed
to extricate the hose and get.lt again in
play on tho building. After that tho
flames were combated at a safer dis-

tance, and tho walls fell In small pieces,
doing little damage.

The crowd was but little smaller than
that which witnessed the East Side fire
Saturday night. Every street was dense-
ly packed with people, and the policemen
had great difficulty In keeping the rash
sightseers out ofJhe way of the appar-
atus and from beneath the heavily loaded
electric light and trolley wires.

Residents for blocks around were
frightened by the extent of the blare, and
nearly every approaching street was
clogged with trunks and furniture that
had been hastily dragged out doors, while
scantily dressed women and men with
coats and trousers over nightshirts were
everywhere to be seen in the crowd.

The work of the fire department was
excellent. Chief Campbell, in slightly
better voice than he was Saturday night,
was at the front all the time, and was
ably assisted by Laudenklos, who con-

ducted operations at the west end of the
fire. But for the 'intelligent uso of the
streams, the freight sheds would have
gone, as well as many other near-b- y

buildings, and as the fire was in the cen-

ter of a-- thickly built up district, the loss
resulting from a spread would have
reached many more thousands of dollars.

At 1 o'clock the fire was fully under
control, and but little remained of the
block but a mass of glowing and smolder-
ing coals. Fortunately there was no loss
of life, although there were many narrow
escapes, and two men were Injured, one by
the flames and another by falling under a
fire engine.

THE LOSSES.

Estimates as Furnished by Sufferers
by the Fire.

The Wakeman & Morse Transfer Com-
pany, which occupied the building on the
east side of the block, sustained the heavi-
est loss, their damage amounting to about
115,000, of which only about $7000 was cov-

ered by Insurance. Mr. Wakeman was
seen after the fire was under control, and
said:

"It Is the loss in our business that will
cripple us the most. I cannot say as yet
how much the damage was, as I do not
know how many horses and trucks were
saved. There were 50 horses In the barn,
and I only know of 23 that were saved.
I think all of the trucks were "burned.
Fifteen thousand dollars will no more
than cover the loss. I am not sure as to
the Insurance, but think It was $6000 or
$7000."

The building was owned by tho City &
Suburban Railway Company, and was val
ued at about $5000, Including the contents
that belonged to the line department of
the railway, consisting of wire, supplies
and other material. Tho company's loss
was half covered by Insurance, making the
net loss about $2500.

The R. H. Esty estate owns the west
half of the block burned. The property
is estimated at a valuation of $26,000, the
buildings being worth probably $5000 of
this sum. The loss Is fully covered by In-

surance. A. King Wilson, who has charge
of the proper!, Is out of the city.

The buildings fronting on GUsan street
were occupied by a bakery, a Junk shop
and a lodging-hous- e.

The Northwest Baking Company's fac-
tory was owned by Thomas SpllLman, who
purchased the plant recently from the Ore-
gon German Baking Company, of which
Theodore Llebe was the head. Mr. Spill-ma- n

C5tlmates his loss at $2000. He is in-

sured in the sum of $1500.
The blacksmith Bhop of Louthlt & y,

which was located on the south-
east corner of Park and Hoyt streets, was
completely destroyed. Only two anvils and
a saddle horso were saved from the flames.
Mr. Louthlt said last night that he could
not estimate his loss, but it is placed at
$500.

East on Hoyt street was the blacksmith
and machinery shop of Kuhle Bros. They
recently purchased a large quantity of ma-
chinery, and a friend of theirs says their
loss will reach $3000. They employed about
eight or nine men. So far as known, they
were not Insured.

The freight warehouse of tho Northern
Pacific took fire several times, and
streams were kept playing on It until all
danger was passed. The damage by fire
did not amount to much. Water damaged
the office fixtures and stationery, but the
Ions will not exceed $200, and is fully in-
sured.

On Park street, between GUsan and
Hoyt, T. D. Condon had a stable where
he kept his 'bus horses and his racera
At 10:45 o'clock the driver called for the
'bus, and John Kearney) who had charge
of tho horses, helped him to hitch up.
When the 'bus was taken out, Kearney
returned to his room and dropped off to
sleep. Ten minutes later he was awak-
ened by the smo'ke. He arose immed-
iately and made an effort to save Zombro
C, a trotter sired by the great Zombro,
and who was expected to make a 2:20 rec-
ord this year. Flames were then dropping
in the stall, and Kearney could do nothing
with the horse. He then tried to save
Annie J., a pacer with a record of 2:16Vi.
and her colt by Zombro, but the flames
wero spreading and. he had to run out of
the building in order to save his own life.
Besides Annie J. and her colt, and Zom-
bro C, Maymont, a promising racer, and a
green pacer which was recently brought
from Tillamook were burned.

Tho fixtures and furniture of the Park
lodging-hous- e belonged to Mrs. Minnie

Haskins. They were put in but a short
while ago at a cost of $2000. The Insurance
on them was- - $1000.

The miscellaneous losseswere many, and
will probably reach $lC00r At the black-
smith shop were several ttjeks belonging
to various transfer companies, waiting for
repairs. One belonging to the Holman
Transfer Company, according to the esti-
mate of Mr. S. Herman, wno is manager
of the company, was damaged to "the ex-
tent of $100. Others were as badly dam-
aged. A Chinese laundry and several other
losses are not included in the general

FIVE RACING HORSES, BURNED.

Thomas Condon Places His' Loss at
$3000.

Thomas Condon, of tho New Grand Cen-
tral Hotel, reports the loss of five splendid
horses and other property, valued at $3000.
Condon is a well-kno- horseman, and
for some time has stabled his animals
In a barn adjacent to the Chinese laundry
where the fire originated. The horses
owned by Condon and burned to death In
the fire were: Annie J., pacer, and colt;
Maymont C, a trotter; Zombro
C, a trotter. Annie J.'s rec-
ord Is 2:16, while Maymont C and Zombro
were animals of exceptional promise. In
addition to his horses, Mr. Condon lost
his hotel 'bus, three carts, twp buggies
and five sets of harnees. When seen at
midnight Mr. Condon said:

"WhUo $0000 expresses my loss In round
numbers, I wouldn't have parted with
those fine animals for double the amount."

Mr. Condon, who Is a most humane
horseman, was deeply affected over tho
loss of his favorite racers.

TERROR IN LODGING-HOUS- E.

Policeman Bailey Arouses Sleepers
and Warns Them of Danger.

At the Park lodging-hous- e many lost all
of their belongings and barely escaped
with their lives.

Policeman George H. Bailey, Immediate-
ly after turning In the alarm, rushed Into
the lodging-hous- e and aroused the in-
mates. He had some difficulty In getting
a few from their rooms, and there were
some who rushed out in their night
clothes, leaving everything behind them.
There were 44 rooms in the lodging-hous- e,

and about 60 people escaped after the fire
broke out.'

"The house was filled with smoko and
tho fire had already broken through the
rear of tho lodging-house- ," said Police-
man Bailey, "when I entered. I went
around to every room, and feel confident
no one was missed. As I awakened them
suddenly out of their sleep, they were
dazed, and some became panic-strick- and
I had to fairly drag them out."

Mrs. Haskins discovered the fire early.
She saved nothing of her own, however,
but spent her time helping- to get her
roomers safely out of the building.

"Some of them saved their clothes,"
said she, "but many lost everything they
had. I saved nothing but what I have on
my back."

Two young men who rushed Into tho
building found a man asleep and could
not awaken him, so they started to drag
him bodily from the house. This soon
awakened him, and as he did not know
of the fire, he thought he was being foully
dealt with." He showed fight, but the men
fortunately were able to handle him and
he was rushed down the stairs in safety.

TWO MEN INJURED.
John Burns and Ed Smith Suffer at

the Fire.
John J. Burns, who was employed by

the Wakeman & Morse Transfer Com-
pany, narrowly escaped being burned to
death in the blaze, and to save his life
he had to jump 15 feet from a window
surrounded by smoke and flame. He lived
In two furnished rooms over the stable,
and was awakened by the smoke. Flames
surged around the window, and It was his
only chance, so he leaped through and
landed on the sidewalk, his hands, arms,
face and neck being' badly burned. Ho
was taken to St. Vincent's Hospital, where
it was stated that he may recover. It is
thought that his eyesight will bo preserved.
He will lose $500 on his furniture.

Edward Smith, about 19 years old, and
formerly of the Thirty-fourt- h Regiment,
United States Infantry, narrowly escaped
being seriously Injured when he was
knocked down by the wheels ot a hose
wagon on GUsan street. He was picked
up In a battered condition, and was exam-
ined by County Physician McKay, and
conveyed to his home. 81 North Tenth
street. It Is thought that he will recover
in a short time.

SCENES AT THE FIRE.
Alarm Is Widespread Crowds oa

Every Side.
From tho time the alarm, was turned In

until tho fire was well under control the
greatest excitement prevailed in the Im-

mediate neighborhood. The north side
of Gllsan street from Sixth to Seventh
was blockaded with furniture which tho
tenants of houses, apprehending a confla-
gration, had removed and were awaiting
the arrival of express wagons to carry
off. Beds, bureaus and mattresses were
piled in a mass, and the owners guarded
them with a Jealous eye. Two or three
men stood at each pile and they had
pickets posted at each corner to warn
them when it would be necessary to carry
off tho goods.

The west side' of Seventh street from
GUsan to Flanders was In the same block-
aded condition. Families were sitting on
their mattresses and watched the progress
of the flames, but they were ever on tne
alert for a spark which might cause any
damage. At one place a muscular colored
man stood guard over the property ot
three of four families, and he divided his
attention between tho fire and the people
who were .constantly surging by. All
persons who looked as if they would not
be adverse to stealing a bedstead or two
were collared by him as soon as they
appeared on the spot and were given sum-
mary orders to take to ithe street. As
the orders were invariably accompanied
by a lift in the dlrestlon indicated the
colored man's mandate was generally
obeyed without murmur.

On Park street, between Gllsan and
Flanders, the congestion was Just as
great, but It was not necessary to main-
tain such a strict guard over the furni-
ture. There the crowd was densest and
a number of policemen had been stationed
in different places to see that no one
crossed the lines and interfered with the
firemen. As there was always one or
more officers near the furniture the be-
longings of the different families had
ample protection.

Several times during the fire there were
cries that the walls were falling and that
live wires were on the ground. Each time
the alarms sent the crowds surging back
to Flanders, and the men had to protect
their wives and children from the crush.
Some furniture was trampled upon, but
was not damaged to any appreciable exte-

nt-All

the furniture remained on the street
until the fire was fully under control, and
then it was carried back to the different
houses.

The horses belonging to Wakeman &
Morse were rescued with somedlfllculty.
Officers Hoare, Bailey and Gibson took
out quite a number, and citizens who
were near by took out more. The horses
were led up to the plaza blocas, where
they grazed quietly until the flames burst
out in the buildings on the west and they
had to be led away.

In the roof and under the eaves of the
Southern Pacific's freight warehouse
about a score of pigeons made their nests.
The heat became so intense that aU were
driven away except one which fell down
on Hoyt street half roasted to 'death. A
wing1 of the bird had been burned and it
was unable to fly. A boy picked It up and
carried It away.

The danger from live electric light
wires threatened to be as great as at the
fire In East Portland Saturday night, but
the firemen watched the line poles closely
and put out every blaze tha't appeared.
The wires were very numerous and close-
ly strung, so that If they once began to

fall, they would have made trouble. The
crowd passed as near to the fire as the
policemen would permit, and every time
a stream of water was turned on a burn-
ing pole there would be a scampering for
cover. Many a new Summer hat was
drenched with dirty water.

The policemen maintained an effective
line around the Are to keep the crowd
back, and thus kept the space clear-- , fOr
the firemen to work. Some of the women
who seemed to be among the leaders of
society In that part of town tried to get
inside the lines, but were promptly driven
back.
, The Are proved to be a greater attrac-
tion than the big blaze of Saturday night,
for thousands of people thronged the
police lines and some, regardless of per-
sonal safety or comfort, ran up and down
within a few feet of the burning build-
ings. Women were among the great of-
fenders, and. some whose attire showed
that they had evidently come from a
party, did not hesitate to rush under the
streams which the flremen were playing
on the Northern Pacific freight house.
A drainage pipe which fell from the house
narrowly missed one woman and her es-
cort, but others followed in their wake
and they did not seem to mind the danger.
The, park blocks and the streets near by
were thronged with men, women and
children, and a majority of them stayed
until the flames were almost extinguished.

On Seventh street the women, as well
as the men, attempted to pass the pollco
lines, and when they were ordered back
not a few of them, passed the burning
buildings and went down to Hoyt street,
where they could get a rear view of tho
flames. Some made the circuit of the
block, and the heat had no apparent ter-
ror for or effect on them, although the
flremen In their water-soake- d clothes suf-
fered from It.

When the fire had reached the front of
the buildings on Gllsan street, a falling
timber broke a gas pipe, and the gas
poured forth In a large jet. The first ac-

cumulation of gas caught fire with a
small explosion, but after that the gas
burned steadily until It was turned off.
Many fears were expressed while the gas
was burning that a stream ot water might
put out the fire and then when the accu-
mulated gas Ignited again there would
be an explosion.

The Northern Pacific freight depot was
several times on fire from the heat of the
burning buildings across the street, but
the constant use of a small hose and an
occasional dash of water from the tire
hose prevented any more serious dam-
age than a scorching of the cornice and
the Injury from the water.

When the fire broke out the freight
depot was in charge of Night Chief D. M.
Swan and a force of assistants. They
hurriedly gathered up their records of
current business and removed them to a
place of safety. Then the lawn hose was
fastened to a hydrant and the front of the
buUdlng was thoroughly drenched Inside.
The use of the small hose In throwing
water on the sides of the building also
afforded great assistance.
