"case.
New Stamp . to Go in Effect. The

war-reven- tax which was placed on
beer and tobacco in 1SDS will under the
law passed by Congrqss In April be re-
moved on July 1, and Colonel Dunne, Col-
lector of Internal Revenue, is sending no-
tices to his deputies In Oregon and "Was-
hington advising them of that fact. The
tax on beer at present is 51 CO a barrel.
Under the new law it will be 51, the tax
which was in force previous to June, 1898.
The tax on tobacco will be reduced from
9.6 cents per pound in original pack-
ages to 6 cents. As the new issue of
stamps cannot be sold at the general of-
fice in Portland or at the stamp offices in
Seattle, Tacoma and Spokane before mid-
night of June 30. the Collector will make
every effort to fill orders so that the brew-
ers may recolve their stamps on July 1.
The office in Portland will be kept open
from 7 to 10 P. M. on June 30 to receive
orders, and will be reopened at 6 A. M.
Tuesday, Jijly L to supply the demand.
During the first few days, old stamps will
not be accepted in exchange, and cash
must be paid for the new Issue. "When all
the orders are filled, however, the old
stamps will be redeemed and the rebate
allowed by Congress, amounting to GO

cents per barrel on beer and 3.6 cents
per pound on tobacco In original pack-
ages, will be paid.

Grievance- of the CHfNEsa The patri-
otic Chinese are already preparing to cele-
brate the Fourth of July, and incidentally
to profit by it. In nearly every window
in Chinatown enough firecrackers and
other explosives are stored to blow all'
the small boys of Portland into atoms.
The Chinese merchants are complaining
bitterly that the Americans are infringing
on their ancient and alleged inalienable
rights in making and selling firecrackers
of the cannon variety, which are loaded
with dynamite and capable of producing
a detonation which would make the ex-
plosion of Mount Pelee sound like the
dropping of a camel's hair. These bombs
are far more dangerous than any sold by
the Chinese, as well as far more noisy,
and for that reason are in greater demand
by the American youth, who desires to
be blown Just as high for his money as
possible. In smaller firecrackers, however,
the Chinaman still drives a thriving busi-
ness, and the output of Second street will
without doubt fill Its fujl share of hospital
wards during the coming celebration.

"You want
me to believe that this alleged good man
sits along the track giving brass goods
away to any one who comes along?"'

Mooney never said a
word as he walked to his cell. "There

Bictlist on the War Path. Richard
W. Montague, who was recently thrown
from his bicycle by Deputy Sheriff L. C.
Weir, who was looking fqr unlicensed
wheels near Seven Corners, on the Sec-
tion Line road, has announced his inten-
tion of bringing suit against Sheriff Fra-zl- er

Busi-
ness men who have stores on Front and
First streets from Main to Clay are con-
sidering the advisability of constructing a
footwalk from the east span of the Madison-

Barkeepbr Commits Suicide. Unhappy

owing to domestic trouble and because he
had lost his position. Richard Boulan. 49
years old. recently a bartender In a First-stre- et

saloon, committed suicide yester-
day by swallowing carbolic acid in the
room he occupied at the Qulncy House,
First and Madison streets. He had been
recently divorced from his wife, and the
court awarded hor the custody of their
two children, with the proviso that they
could sec him at intervals. At the inquest
held in the case yesterday the people In
the boarding-hous- e where Boulan lived
testified that shortly after 9 o'clock yes-
terday morning he said that he had lost
his position and had taken poison. He
then became violently ,111, and. although
medical assistance was promptly secured,
he died three hours afterward. The Jury
rendered a verdict that Boulan had com-
mitted suicide by swallowing carbolic acid,
taken while he was suffering from de-
spondency.

Who Is This Man? An Inquest was
held yesterday In the case of the un-
known man found drowned in the Willam-etjt- e

River near the steel bridge Monday
night, and after n prolonged search It
was not found possible to establish his
Identity. The body had evidently been in
the river from 10 to 15 days, and was so
badly decomposed that recognition was
Impracticable. The body is that of an
elderly man. age between SO and CO years,
weighs about 200 pounds, stature 6 feet,
blue eyes, scanty grayish hair, marks "of
old burns on face, dressed in dark-blu- e
overcoat, black coat, black Jean overalls,
red and white .striped sock on right foot,
light lace shoes, gray woolen underwear,
black bow tie; 15 cents In money found
In pockets, with grooved Iron-handl-

knife, and a gold watch, on the dial of
which is a picture of a locomotive and
the .words "Engineer's special." The
watch stopped at 10:16 o'clock.
