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GAR MEN ON STRIKE

Portland City & Oregon
Employes. Quit Work.

OBJECT TO TWO OFFICIALS

Will Not "Worlc Under Superintend-
ent Tiffany and Dispatcher Stnart

DUchnrge of Grievance Com-

mittee Precipitates Matters.

One hundred and twenty-fiv- e men from
all manual departments of the Portland
City & Oregon Railway service refused to
work yesterday. The strike was precipi-
tated by the company's peremptory dis-
charge of the members of a grievance
committee of its employes, which present-
ed a protest against Superintendent Tif-
fany and Dispatcher Stuart, with notice
that the carmen would refuse to take or-
ders from those officials after July 1. That
net of the company was regarded by the
union as Justification for an Immediate
strike, and It was ordered In a meeting at
Milwaukee that lasted until 3 o'clock yes-

terday morning. Carmen, section men.
shopmen and gravel .hands are Included
in the stryte, and aire all standing to-
gether. But two of the regular carmen
worked yesterday. About half the ordi-
nary car service of the company was
maintained, and that for only about two-thir-

of the day. The men arranged for
a boat service on the river between Port-
land and Mllwaukle. Today promises to
be about the same as yesterday, the men
refoslnc to work and the company tun-
ing what care it can with the officials and
office hands it can muster for the service.

A. R. Dlralck, who is chairman of the
employes committee having in hand the
management of the strike, said yesterday
that after carefully considering the whole
matter at the meeting in Mllwaukle, the
men concluded that they could not con-

tinue to serve underJ3uperlntendent Tif-
fany, and that the summary a'ction of the
company in discharging the men who pre-
sented the protest warranted a strike.
"We have nothing against the company,
and will do everything possible to protect
its property," said he, "but the superin-
tendent is very offensive to the men, and
tuey deem it unsafe to work under the
conditions that have prevailed for some
time. We are assured that public sym-
pathy Is with us, and I have no doubt
that we shall succeed. But we want this
to be an honorable fight, and we do not
intendtthat there shall be any disorder or
that any harm shall be done the property
of the company. It is those two men that
we cannot work with; we have no other
complant."

Position of Company Ofilccrs.
"There is one statement that I should

like to see corrected," said President Hurl-bur- t,

of the Portland City &. Oregon Com-
pany, last evening. "Much has been made
of the accident of May 25 in connection
with the present dissatisfaction of the
men. I wish to say that Dispatcher Stuart
is not the man who gave the orders that
were the cause of that accident. The man
who was responsible for those wrong or-
ders has been dismissed, and is not now
in the service of the company. The men
know well that Stuart had nothing to do
with that accident. This is a specimen ol
many of their representations."

"The trouble is just here," said Treas-
urer Fred S. Morris. "The men are not
willing to obey orders. We have been
trying to systematize Our service ever
since we took possession of the property,
and every time It became necessary to
drop a man because he would not accom-
modate himself to the new order of the
service there have been threats of organ-
ized opposition, and pressure has been
brought to bear to get us to change our
plans. But we must manage our own
property In the way that seems 'to us best,
and if the men do not wish to work under
the conditions we deem it essential to
maintain, it 4s certainly their privilege to
quit our employ. This whole trouble goes
right back to that one simple statement,
the men are not willing to obey orders.

"Just last night occurred an illustration
of their attitude. There jvas a deadhead
car sent out to Mllwaukle with Instruc-
tions to run slowly and keep behind the
Sellwood car. Those running the dead-
head car were not satisfied to obey In-

structions, and when they found an oppor-
tunity they took a switch and ran ahead
of the Sellwood car, and a collision would
have occurred had not the conductor of
the Sellwood car notified the north-boun- d

car that the deadhead was out of its place
on the line. Reports have reached us of
high speed that frightens passengers, and
many other acts contrary to orders, which
the men have tried to make out were in
accordance with orders.

"That kind of work makes trouble, and
we cannot endure It. If the men are will-
ing to obey orders they can obey the or-
ders of the officers we have selected to
give those orders. There can be no other
outcome to this matter. Mr. Tiffany is an
experienced man whom .we took from a
responsible position in Oakland. He has
given us efficient service, and we intend
to stand by him."

"The strikers generally complain that the
superintendent's conduct toward them Is
overbearing and offensive to the last de-
gree. They say it is his custom to apply
opprobrious epithets to them; that he
speaks to them and of them a3 if they
were slaves or brutes, and declares his
contempt for all of them. This, they say,
has become too galling to be borne. In
connection with this complaint, they al-
lege the Incompetence of the dispatcher.

Decided to Go on Strike.
When the grievance committee reported

to the Mllwaukle meeting Monday night
the result of the conference with tne
officials of the company earlier In the
evening there was a general expression of
sentiment in favor of "standing by our
colors," as the employes expressed it.
But It was not until 3 o'clock yesterday
morning that the" meeting dissolved and
the mon went to their homes resolved not
to report for work at the usual hour.
Not all the men affected were present
before midnight. The three hours after
that were put in arranging the details
of the strike. Committees were appoint-
ed to look after the Interests of the
strikers at Oregon City, at Mllwaukle, at
Sellwood, at the Intersection of Grand
and Hawthorne avenues on the East Side,
and at the West Side station In Portland.
Another committee was appointed to ar-
range other means of transportation be-
tween Portland and Oregon City "so the
public would be Inconvenienced as little
as possible by the strike." All night men
at the shops were directed to perform
their accustomed duties and have the
company's rolling stock In good order for
running in tho morning. But at the end
of their hours of duty they were to quit.
The meeting ended with the definite un-
derstanding that none of the men should
return to work yesterday.

The first car was due to leeave the Mll-
waukle shops at 5:10, but no crew ap-
peared to take it out. Xo carmen or
shopmen appeared for any line of duty.
The men had been out lato at the meet-
ing and most of them concluded to stay
in bed and get their rest. Eight or ten
men finally turned up at the shop, but
refused to go to work. About 5:30 Su-
perintendent Tiffany, who had spent the
night at the shops, decided It was useless
to wait longer for carmen, so he took out
a car and himself ran it to Oregon City
as a starter, and he continued to act as
motorman for the car all day. Conductor
Rivers rode a while on Tiffany's car, but
only as a passenger, the superintendent
said. Returning from Oregon city on

Tiffany's car was Clarence Fields, assist-- I

ant superintendent, who took out another
car, which he and Chief Engineer Brown
ran all day. Those two cars, carrying
the United States mall, were the only ones
that ran to Oregon City. They mado reg-
ular trips until about 7 P. M when all
service was discontinued. Ordinarily there
are four cars on the Oregon City run.

The two Mount Scott cars of the com-
pany ran through the day until dark,
one being manned by clerks from the
general office and the other by two of the
old hands who refused to go out with
the strikers. That car was Jibed all day,
the cry "scabs, scabs," greeting it
wherever groups of the strikers were
found. The strikers were not demonstra-
tive against the other cars, because they
were not run by "scabs." It was to be
expected of the pfficlals of the company
or the office clerks, the men said, that
they should take a hand in running cars
at a time like this. But for the carmen
to fall to stand by the strikers was re-
garded aa very reprehensible, and they
were made to feel the displeasure of the
men who were out. There was no attempt
to keep cars on schedule time, except the
Oregon City mall cars, and they were
approximately on time a large part of
the day.

The three Mount Tabor cars did not run
at all yesterday, but the Mount Scott cars,
of course, served Mount Tabor, as well as
lients.

Comparatively few people rode in the
cars. The burning of the Madison-stre- et

bridge compelled all Portland City &
Oregon cars to make a terminus on the
East Side, which alone tended to reduce
travel. Then many people aro timid
about riding in cars against which a
strike is operating, which was an addi-
tional discouragement to travel. The un-
certainty of the cars and the persistent
canvass against them on the part of the
striking workmen kept many people
away, so that the day's business was but
a mere fraction of the normal figures.
The lightest business was on the Oregon
City line.

There was no disorder, though knots of
men discussing tho strike with more or
less animation gathered frequently in lo-

calities where the strikers had committees
stationed. A man who had been dunking
made himself quite offensive to the strik-
ers gathered at the corner of Grand and
Hawthorne avenues" about the middle of
yesterday afternoon, and a fight was nar-
rowly averted. A hackman who had driven
Superintendent Tiffany to the offices of
the company. First and Alder, last even-
ing was questioned by one of the em-
ployes' committeemen In such a way as
arouped the driver's Ire and drew from him
resentful words, hut the matter was not
permitted to go further.

Early ih the day the strikers made ar-
rangements for a river service to Mllwau-
kle, contracting with the launches Hart-
ford and Constitution to make trips reg-
ularly, leaving the foot of Madison street
every hour. The men industriously circu-
lated advertisements of the Oregon City
boats where people gathered to tike the
cars, and by personal solicitation sought
to turn all the patronage possible from
the cars to the boats. The strikers say
they expect to have another boat on the
Oregon City run. They say they are tak-
ing these steps In order to cause the public
as little inconvenience as possible by the
strike on the trolley line.

Last night the position of the company
and strikers was practically the same as
in the morning, with the prospect that to-
day would be a repetition of yesterday so
far as the operation of the Portland City
& Oregon line Is concerned.

OREGON CITY WITH THE STRIKERS

Gives Cnrs Little Patronage Super-
intendent Tiffany Arrested.

OREGON CITY, June 24. Great excite-
ment attended the strike of the employes
of the Portland City & Oregon Railway
In this city today. Only two cars were
run between Oregon City and Portland,
and these were operated by Superintendent
W. Tiffany and Assistant Superintendent
C. G. Fields, who acted as motorman. The
sympathy of the people here Is almost
entirely with tho employes, and nearly
every one considers the demands of tho
men perfectly fair. One of the conductors
was in the city this afternoon watching
operations, and said that the carmen had
so little faith in Dispatcher Stuart, whose
removal they demand, that they would
prefer stopping work to taking dally
chances of being killed. It Is openly as-
serted that several times within the past
week cars have met on a single track, and
It was only through extra watchfulness
and coolheadedness on the part of the
motorman that a dangerous collision was
averted. The accident of several weeks
ago. In which Motorman Keck lost a leg.
Is fresh In the minds of the trainmen, and
they Intend to do all within their power
to prevent a repetition of that affair.

Friends of the strikers today Installed
three or four boys at points of vantage
along the track, and all bore painted ban-
ners bearing the words in prominent let-
ters: "Scab car. Keep off." "Scab car.
Take Boat." The signs were very effect-
ive, and there was little travel on the cara
Personal solicitation was also freely used,
some of the. business men of the city
Joining with the strikers in requesting peo-
ple not to ride on the cars. Before the
news of the trouble had become so well
known this morning, a car started from
Oregon City about 9:45 A. M., bearing six
or seven passengers. These were Informed
of the situation, and those who had pur-
chased tickets were refunded the price of
them. But n refused to leave the
car, and the others caught the 10 o'clock
boat for Portland.

Superintendent Tiffany's car pulled Into
the city at 12:30 this afternoon, bearing a
number of packages of express matter.
These wero discharged at points aong
Main street between Fourth and Four-
teenth streets, contrary to the franchise of
the company. Chief of Police Burns at
once swore out a warrant for the arrest
of Tiffany. On the return trip of the car
to Portland Tiffany stopped about 1:15 to
deliver an express package between Sev-
enth and Eighth streets. He was prompt-
ly arrested by the Chief of Police and
taken before Recorder Curry, who gave
him until 4:30 o'clock to plead. He was
then released, and proceeded with his car
to Portland. Tho penalty for violation ofthat clause Is a fine of not less than-$-
nor more than $30, or Imprisonment of
two to 30 days, or both fine and Imprison-
ment.

Superintendent Tiffany came in on hiscar at 4 o'clock this afternoon, and halfan hour later appeared before Recorder
Curry with his attorney, W. T. Muir, of
Portland, and pleaded not guilty to thecharge filed against him. Attorney Mulr
raised the point whether or not a passen-
ger car carrying express matter was con-
sidered an express car under the law.
The case was finally set .for 1 o'clock on
the afternoon of Thursday, July 3.

As the car left the city the superintend-
ent and tho few passengers were hootedby the large crowd gathered about the Re-
corder's office.

At 6 o'clock this evening a huge bannerreaching clear across Main street was hung
in front of the company's ticket office.
In letters four feet high it warns thopublic against scab cars.

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TRIBUTE JO A PIONEER I

STUDENTS HOXOK. MEMORY OP
CLINTON KELLY.

His Life Work Forms the Theme of
Exercises at School "Whick

Bear His Kome.

For the theme of the closing exercises
of the Clinton Kelly School, held yester-
day forenoon, the graduating class chose
the life of "Father" Clinton Kelly, a
well-know- n Portland pioneer, who gave
the ground on which this schoolhouse
stands, and whose descendants are scat-
tered all over Oregon and Washington.
Professor-JE- L H. Thomas prepared tho his-
torical sketches, covering all the salient
features of his active life, from his birth
in Kentucky, 96 years ago, on Cllfty
Creek, to his death in his home, on
Waverly tract.

The assembly hall was occupied by an
Interested audience, who listened with
close attention to the recital, of the Inci-
dents hi the life of this p'loneer, who
helped lay the sills of the State of Ore-
gon. The class is composed of Percy
Bretherton, Clementine Compton, Gladys
Chamberlain, Nellie Daly, Guy Dickens,
Helen Dunham, Darius Fish, Eleenor
Ganzemlller, Urzle Geverts, Blanche
Greene, "Winifred Henderson, Harriet
Johnson, Bessie Kern, Eva Neely, Ethel
McConnell, Chester Perkins, Stella Smith,
Marie Zlllinger.

Rev, W. S. Gilbert gave the opening. In-

vocation after the first song, when Bessie
Kern, of "Father"
Clinton Kelly, gave the first hlstorl--J
cal sketch. She said that the ob-
ject of tho programme was to ac-
quaint the audience with an Oregon
pioneer, and said she was gjad to
say that Clinton Kelly was her great-
grandfather. In closing her opening
sketch, she said that only a few Import-
ant incidents could be given, but enough
would be given eo that all would be glad
to know more about and to emulate the
example of the honored pioneer.

Stella Smith told of the traditions of his
life; Marie Zlllinger spoke of his an-
cestry; Eleenor Ganzemlller depleted his
boyhood in Kentucky; Gladys Chamber-
lain sketched his domestic life; Ethel
McConnell told of his experience as a
circuit rider.

Lizzie Geverts told of the pioneer's ex-
perience on the way to Oregon. She said
that "Father" Kelly and family started
Westward from Missouri May L 1S4S, and
arrived late-- In the Fall. In closing, she
said: "Our country delights to honor the
soldier and sailor who perform great and
good and noble acts to save Its territory
or honor, and I should like to ask why
not regard In this light the early Ameri-
can missionaries and pioneers of Oregon?
They heard the cry of the savage for
Christian light and civilization. They came
In good faith and labored faithfully. They
formed the nucleus around which was
wrapped the American instinct, and from
which sprang tho influence which secured
the Oregon Country to freedom and a
great Republic All honor to the pioneer,
of whose number Clinton Kelly was one

who dared to cross the plains in the
early days."

Darius Fish gave an account of the do-

nation land claim Clinton Kelly settled
on, Including Waverly, Kenllworth,

and East Portland Heights,
closing with the words:

"It Is to be regretted that this valuable
property of 640 acres, through the Influ-
ence of tho panic of 1S92, has been com-
pletely lost to the descendants of Clinton
Kelly. The only important place left to
the family is the burial lot on tho hill
(on Powell road) overlooking the river."

Helen Dunham told of the "Oregon
Pioneer," and after a song Blanche
Greene gave an account of the formation
of School District No. 2. Through the
efforts of Clinton Kelly the first school
on the east side of the river was started
In 1S50. and was the beginning of No. 2
district, which was merged Into the city
district The first schoolhouse had seven
children. It was erected at about East
Grant and East Twenty-sixt- h streets, on
the Sheldon donation land claim. After-
wards, through the Influence of "Father"
Kelly, another building was erected near
where the Memorial Evangelical Church
now stands, on East Eighteenth and
Powell streets.

Chester Perkins followed with an ac- -'

count of the Clinton Kelly schoolhouse.
The old building stands a little east of
the present modern structure. It was
built in 1SG0. and is on,e of the historical
structures of Portland. When It became
necessary to put up a modern structure
It was appropriately named The Clinton
KelljvSehool. The old schoolhouse is the
property of the Helping Hand Society.

The closing part of the programme tojd
of the humanity. Industry, phllanthrophy.
Influence. Incidents, posterity, and finally
the' death'of ""Father" (jllnton Kelly. The
exercises were packed with Information
from start to close, and was the most In-

teresting programme ever rendered in
this school. The graduates delivered the'
carefully prepared historical sketches
with .force and effect. Songs were inter
mingled with the sketches. At the close J
J. V. Beach of the Board of Education,
presented the diplomas to tho graduates.
Prof.ssor Thomas presented Mrs. Sarah
Kern, daughter of "Father" Clinton
Kelly, with a handsomely type-writt-

copy of the biographical sketches of her
father. Mrs. Kern said the programme
was really' the finest tribute that had
ever been paid the memory 'of "Father"
Kelly.

OIL TANKS A MENACE.

Better Bnlldtnjrs May .Be Erected in
District 'if Tkey Are Beraored.

There are prospects that most of the
burnt district will be rebuilt, and that
work will be started as soon as the losers
are able to-- make the arrangements. It
Is understood that Pr. James Surman
will rebuild his brick on the corner of
East First and Hawthorne avenue.

It Is not 3'et decided whether the East
Side Lumber Company's plant will be re
built-o- r not, but it Is understood that it
will be rebuilt. The company had a lease
on the plant for 'a number of years yet.
Just at present It Is more Important that
the sawmill should be rebuilt than the
xither buildings, owing to the demand for
lumber Jn the local market.

The block occupied by the Johnston
shipyard, which was sw.ept .clear by tjjo
fire, had been secured by the Portland
City & Oregqn Railway Co.. although Mr.
Johnston held a lease on the ground
for three years longer. This company has
also been trying to secure the "block be-

tween East Clay and Hawthorne avenue
and East Water apd East-Firs- t streets,
which would give it control of all the
property from Hawthorne avenue south
to the City & Suburban .Railway Co.'s
power "house. As this block has been
swept clear of buildings the negotiations
may succeed.

From Indications there will be a better
class-o- f structures put up on'tho ground,
provMed that the menace of the Standard
OH Company's oil tanks can be moved
Irom neighborhood. It is the con-
sensus of opinion that the tanks should
be removed from that district.

Stevedore Loses $10,000 Dnmnge Salt

Against Brown fc McCnhc.
A non-su- it was granted by Judge Frarer

yesterday in the $10,870 damage case of
James J. Dunnlgan against Brown & Mc-Cab-e.

stevedores, on the ground that
Dunnlgan assumed the risk incident to
his employment.

He was one ofji crew engaged on March
19, 1902, loading the ship Fulwood with
lumber. A big stick of timber 60 feet long
was hoisted on to the vessel on the off-
shore, or port, side, by means o'f a chain
and block and tackle. It was fouled on
the top of a brace and thrown against
Dunnlgan. He testified that his skull was
fractured, three ribs broken and his nose
broken.

In behalf of tho plaintiff it was con-
tended that the defendant should nave
loaded big sticks of lumber on the In-

shore, or starboard, side, and it could
not safely be done on the opposite side of
the vessel with the appliances rigged as
they were.

The defendant set up as a defense that
Dunnlgan was an experienced stevedore
and assumed the risk attached to his
work, and that h7 had ample warning to
go to a place of safety, but stood In the
way, and was struck by the pleco of
timber) Hogue & Reed appeared as at-
torneys for Brown & McCabe.

NICK ANDERSON ON TRIAL.
Special Venire Is Issned nnd Eleven

Jnrors Impaneled.
Nick Anderson, a half-bree- d Indian,

charged with murder in the second de-
gree. In having stabbed and killed George
L, Tooley, at Holbrook. on April 19, was
placed on trial before Judge George yes-
terday. As the regular panel of Jurors
were all engaged in the other depart-
ments, a special venire for Jurors had to
be issued.
