Markiey., Maskiey
tonight occupies a oell In the Marion
County Jall. The shooting occurred at
§ o'cleck this moming, and Fair dled two
hours Iater. The wenpon used was o shot-

gun.
The fecling agalnst Markley at Cham-
poeg was iIntensk, A mab of 2B men,

ermed with rifles and ropes, collected st
the store, apd but for Frank Osborne,
Justice of the Peace, who tdbk charge
of Markley, and the timely arrival of
Deptity Sheriff Coltawth, of this clity, the
nopesed muorderer would surely have been

lynhched.
Bert Jetie, they 2year-old som of C.
W, A. Jette, wus the first man to reach

the =tore after the shooting occurred. He
#as standing in  his father's kitchen,
which faces the store, when he heard the
repart of the gun nnd saw the amoke from
the weapon., When he peached the store
Fain hull crawled into the rear of the
bullling and icto his bed, where he was
found by Jette, Markiey was standing
near the store, and made the pemark that
burgiars attempting to get Into the store
whs the cuase of the shooting,
A Deathbed. Statement,

Before hiz death Fain made a state
menL in the presence of a dozen pearsons,
which in substance was as follows:

“l wment to lhe stabls about § o'clock
this moTelng to atiend ¢ my ntock, when
1 jef the barn and started to the store,
Markiey came out of the back door of
the boliling, srmed with a ashotgun.
Markiey remained at the pear of the store
untll L had approached within 30 steps of
the buliding, when bhe sald:

" Raw, you —— ——, you have lived
long wnough ; take your medicing!’
" then ralsed the gun to Bis shoulder

and fired the charge of gun shot jodging
in my left side™
The murdered man was aboyt § yesars
of mge, & single man, and without rela-
tives. In the siate. His. father Hves In
San_Feancisen, and other relatives reside
in Missourl, He ocame 1o Oregon abaut
1% years ngo, and assgciated himself with
Markley in the geperal merchandise busi-
ness ol Champoeg, By mutua!l sgreement
the store buflding wes erected on land
owsed by Fain The business was con-
tinged until about 12 monthe ago, when
the partnership was dissolved. A, Jotte,
purchitsing the businens. Falo then began
1o megotiate the smle of his real estale,
Markiey wished to purchase the land
upon, which the stare was standing, but
the two men could not agree upon terms
About plx weeks ago, It Is alleged, Mark-
ley cammo to Fain and told him he would
Eive Nim just 3% hours in which to exe-
oute n deed to the property at the .con-
sideration he had offered. Markley 1is
#ald to have accompanied the demand
by the threat that in evomt of fallure
to somply therewith he would “fix him.”
Fuin Did Sot Fear Markley.

Fain reported the threat to Justice Os-
borne, who osdvised Mm to have Markley
placed. wnder bonds to keep the peace,
but - Fain sald he did npt fear any harm
from Markiey, for the reason that he did
not think he was s dangerdus fellow or
would-earry his fhreat into execmtion,

The weapon with wiich It fs belleved
Fain wWas murdered was an ol mugsle-
loading shotgun, the property of Markley,
When, found, both barrels were loaded,
but the discharged eap of the left-hand
barrel of the gun had not been removed,
Fain's friends allegs Markley reloaded
the gun wftér the “shodtng.

The people of Champoeg are enraged
il the crime. whichk they claim was a
cold-blooded and premeditated murder,
Fain g sald to have been st all times a
praceabls, Industrious end hard-working
man, and was well Hked by alll During
his resifence at Champoex he had by
good management and economy accumu-
lated considernble money. About FIS0 In
£0id was.found in his trunks and seoreted
around the store buliding and his yoom,

OXLY TIMBER CAN BE SOLD.

Attorney-General Deals Timber-Land
Speculators a Hard Niow.
OLTMPIA, Wash., June E—Atlorney-
Gieneral Stratfon hzs rendered an opin-
fon which places a new and Important
comstruction ont what s+ known es the
MeCoy timnher act af the last Lagisiature,
the effoct of the opiniem helng to adviee
an mdical chenge in the methods of sell-
tng heavily timbered tracts of sehnol snd
granted lands by the Siate Land OfMes,
The McCoy nct provides that where state
kinds have a stand therson of timher
nmounting to over 1600 feot to the
quarier section, the timber shali be anld
ssparate from the land, and if wol re-
moved within thres years shel] pevert In
the state. The evident abject of the law
was to prevent speeulaters tmying largs
tracts of gtate Umber jEndd and holding
them for au Indefinite period, thus shuot-
ting out the small millmes who woukd
thereby be hard pressed 1o secure timber,
Avcording 1o the comstruction heretofore
pluced on«ibe McoCoy law and the other
existipg jand laws the apparcal object
of the MeCoy act could he defeated by
the speculators applying for the male of
the lend as well a2 the timber. Though
the timber mupt be sold separate from the
land, It has on  heretofore held that
theres was no prohitition of the sala of
the land siso, and by the purchase aof
both the Tevigion clsuse of the McCoy
act would he defested, ak the state could
aot hold that the timber revertel to R
after three yeoars when the Jand was
owned by the same parties who hed pur-
chawed the ‘timber,  The Attorney-Gen-
eral's oplnlon just handed down (s that
the jand itself. where ‘IL econtalns ovor
1000000 fest of timber to the guarter aec-
tion, shall not be sold at all, but only
the timber seld under the provisions of

the McCoy sct,

Land Commissioner Callvert siatss that
he will follow the advice of the Atlomey-
General In the matter.
