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WASHINGTON, June ¥ —By a vole of
five to four, the House committee on edin-
age, welghts and measures today declded
to report Representative Moody's DIl es-
sablishing an assay office at Baker City.
Eome of those who voted for the Baker
Clty Bbill @4 so because both iNat town
and Portiand are in Moody's distriet, snd
they believe he, rather than his colleaguoe,
should bave the right to determine In
which city the office should be located,
and that he should shoulder the responsi-
bility for the selection. The lour adverse
votts were from membem who d0 not be-
tieve In establishing any more assay 0f-
fiees. The bill reported appropriates ¢ié-
@0 for the construction of a sultable build-
ing

Both Representatives Tongue and Moody
were preaent al the meeting, the former
arguing in sapport of his bill for an assay
office at Portlandd, and the latter for the
favored measure. Moody pointed out that
nearly three-fourths of the annual ocutput
of golg In the state ls produced in Eastern
Oroagon. He copiendsd thst as the ¢hief
advantage of an kssay office 15 to enable
miners to exchange thelr dust and bulllon
for coln, an assay office at Portland would
be of Lttie utility to the miner, sinoe the
expressage on the gold from the mineral
district of Eastern Oregon to Portiand
would be about equal ta the exchange now
charged them by the banks in the mining
soclon.

The fact that the ecstablishment of a
emelter at Bampter s practically assured,
he said, mekes a Turther argument In
fsvar of an office at Baker City. Blnce
there nre no mining districts near Port-
iand, an asssy office wuuld be of no utility
there untll a smelter ls establiched. Moody
does not expest that the House will give
vonaideration to this bill at this seaalon,
bul ke bopes to have It uUp next ses-
wlon,

Representative Tongue, when asked
what actlon he proposed to take, gald:
“If by any pomsdbility 1 can help Mr,
Moody In passing ithe B in s prasent
form through the Houee, 1 shall gladly do
w0, Of course, there Is no questiom but
that I the Senats Portland will be
substitutcd for Baker City, and the ap-
propriation for the bullding will be atrick-
en pus”™

He sald that to his mind, if the bill
ever roached conference, the Portiand
proposition would be accepted, rather than
the Haker Clty, as both Senators mre in
fivor of Portland. He says. moreover,
In determining the location of an assay
office in Oregon, Congress will consider
that Fortiand is 80 loonted un to draw
from Eastern, Western and Southern Ore-
pon, Eastern Washington and idaho, Alas-
ka snd Britsh Columbla, and would get a
large porilon of the product of the Ross-
Ird mines, while Baker City would only
benefit mines in that one gold Reld.

WASBHINGTON, Jute 2.—When 1the
reneral deficlency biil passed today, and
B0 was zllowed Buffzlo and nearly
B0 aliowed Charleston to make up
deficiencies as a result of the exposi-
tions held In those clities, Senntors ex-
pressod the hope that there never woald
be further aid granted to axpositions.
This naturally csused some unensiness
amang Oregon peopls who hope to have
libera! provision made for the Lawle and
Clark Ceotemnial At the same time the
mere fact that thess deficits were made
good will be used as an argument why
the Government should take an interest
in the Lewla and Clark Exposition.

FINAL WORK OF CONGRESS,

Adjonrnment All Depends on the
Philippine BIIL
WABHINGTON. June ¥.—The adjourn-
ment of Congress depends upon the Phll-
igpine hill. Everything else I3 In such
thape that the seselon could close Satur-
day night, if It was g0 desired. The Im-
pression prevalls that It will =nd next
Tuesday or Wed day, as that will give
smple time for full conferences on the
Fhflippine bill, and give the two houses
an opportunity to sdjust thelr differences,
It & weil understond that there are no
fifferences hetween the House and Sen-
eie Lill which ctannot be endlly asttied
rave the guestion of the gold standard,
whick the House supports, anfl the un-
limited colnage of the Philippine dollar,
which the Senate DI provides, and the

question whether a legisiative assembly
of Filipinos shal! be allowed.

Many are sistént thot nb such provis-
lon sholl be adopted tn the bl and will
fight for & long while, evels to preventing
an adjournment, before they will consent
to have the House afopted, The
Democrats af the House favor that provi-
slon as do a large number of Republicans,
but ke prodbabilities are that they will
yieldt mther than w0l up Philippine jegis-
lation and postpone the adjournment of
Congress. The probabilities are that the
House will be rather insistent upon ita
Eojd standard provislon,

Soveral Republicans say it would not
do 1o go Into the campaign afler winning
two gold-standard Presidentlal fights with
A proposition to grant the Phillppines un-
Hmited colnags. They say that If there
should be hard timis In the Unlted States
upder the gold standard and good tlmes
In the Philippines under the silver stand-
ard, it would mesn free colnage of silver
for this country. It ia probable that thesa
matterys will De adjusted after & few con-
ferences. The Benate will no doubt win
on the maiter of government, and the
entire Anancial proposition will be dropped
out of the bill and left to future legisia-
tlon, =0 that thers will be nsithar the gold
standard nor unlimited silver colnage pro-
vided. If this s done, I will mean a close
of the l:llﬁn by the middlc of next week,

DEWEY SURPRISED DEMOCRATS.

Gives the Lie to the Storr About
Partnership With Aguinalde.
WASHINGTON, Juna M — Admiral
Dewey gave the Democrats & very severe
jait toda¥. They have beem taunting the
Repubilcans with feilore to call Dewey.
For some unknown reason they expected
that Dewey would come forward and
show he was In partnership with Aguin-
aldo at Manila. The fact that he came
out with & straightforward story and
showed that Aguinildo had very little to
do with Philippine affairs, and was not
recognized in any way by the Admiral,
caused much chagrin to the Pattersons,
Carmacks and others of the Benits who
hoped to balster the oft-repsated story
that Dewey recognized Aguinaldo and’
the Philippine Republic. The only
source of consolation that the Democrats
have In the whale affair Is the fact that
the Republicans &id not have Dewer's
testimony to expioit ip thelr speeches
on the Philippine bill, At the same time,
it will be printad as a public dotument,
and will be circulated as a part of the

literature in the coming campalgn.

HOUSE PHILIPPINE BILL.

How It Differs From the Measure
Thnt Passed the Sennte.
WABHINGTON, June ¥ —The substityte
for the Senate Philippine civil govern-
ment bills Alffers from the DIl as It
passed the upper House In many minor
particulars, bhut principally in the foi.

lowing

The House substitate provides for &
complete system of civil government with
a Legliciature to consist of twn housea,
one 1o be a popular assembly elected by
the Fllipino people. The Benatle bill con-
tained ng such provision. The Legisin-
ture Is o be chosen after the “‘existing
Insurrection 18 the Philippines shall have
cossed and compiete peace shall have
besnn estabiished therein, and the fact
certified to the president of the Philip-
pine commiesion.” The House substituls
also appliea the “'bill of rights™ emumer-
ated tn the Senate measurs and adds to
the number of lssues which can be ap-
pealed 1o the Supreme Court of the
TUniied States. The House measulte also
defines with greater detail thas the Beén-
ate the rights of clusenship of thase ro-
siding In the lkiands and provides that
all residents shall recelve the same pro-
tection froma the United Biates In respect
to relatlons with foreign governmenis as
is accorded to citizens of the United
Btates.

Ome of the moOst lmportant differences
between the Benate and House bills s
that relating to colnage. The BSenate
provided a sllver standard somewhat In
extension and perfection of that now in
existence. The Houss measure provides
a gold-standard system with the gold dol-
lar of the United States as the standard
pnit of value for the Islands. The maln
colo 1# 1o be the peso, mads In sliver, ‘but
of & gold value, and thig in to be Qlvided
Into aubsidlary pleces of money hearing
devices emblematic of American pover-
slEnty. Provisions also s made _for a
system of paper currency, banks and for
n ocomplete financial system, the details
being different from those in the Senate

measure, although following the same
lnes,
in deallng with the grant of fran-

chises, the Houss blll places many more
restrictions upon wuch grants than the
Senate blilL In this respect. the restric-
tions provided by the House follow the
iines of thoee provided for Porto Ricn,
Both bills provide for acquiring the friar
lands and for.the lssue of bands suff-
cilent to pay for the lasnds, the Benate
provision making the intersst rate dig per
cent, the Housa § oent,

Both measures contain extended provie-
fons relative to timber lnnds, harbor and
Internal Improvements and for two dele-
gate commissloners chessn by the Fll.
pino prople to represent them In Wanhing-
ton snd bave the privilege of the foor
of the Houss.
