Weather Men in New Quarters.
Forecast Official Beals and his retinue
are now comfortably settled In their ele--s-

Houee, and although they complain bit-

terly at their isolation, are busy keeping
tab on the elements and adding to the
furnishings of their suite of apartments.
The rooms assigned to the Weather Bu-

reau occupy a floor space which looks to
the careless observer to be several acres
In extent. There are five or six rooms, all
handsomely furnished, the largest of
which is devoted to the apparatus of the
office and those who work it, while small-

er rooms contain the mailing department,
the forecast department, the printing of-

fice, the forecast official, who has a hand-

some office all to himself. There are
scores of shelves and closets for the be-

stowal of the extensive stock which every
progressive weather office keeps constant-
ly on hand, such as paper, envelopes,
paste, ink, printers' supplies, weather
maps, etc The stock of weather is also
very complete and extensive, although a
greater assortment was carried when the
observing station was high up in The Ore-

gonlan building. The wind and rain
guages are on the roof of the building,
where they will do very well till some
one builds a higher building near by.
Then they will have to be moved to the
higher building, for they do not work ac-

curately to leeward.
Filipino Ordnance. Captain E. S. Ed-

wards, Inspector of Steam Vessels, has
received a valued addition to the museum
of curios which he Is now unpacking and
arranging for exhibition in his new offices
in the Custom-Hous- e. This newest arrival
is a Filipino cannon, made of a section of
a bamboo tree wrapped around with a
very inferior quality of tarred twine, and
with the crotch of a tree at the breech,
evidently to enable it to be held up to the
shoulder. The weapon has never been
discharged, which is well, for its bore is
about three inches, and if it had ever been
loaded, and fired a number of graves
would have been necessary to bury the
artilleryman who was behind the gun.

Run Over by Train. While trying to
beat his way from Goble to Portland, W.
F. Houghton, of Salt Lake City, 19 years
o;d, met with an Injury that will cost
him his left foot. Houghton had been
discovered as a brakebeam passenger on
the Northern Pacific train which arrives
In Portland about 10 o'clock, and at Linn-to- n

he was put off the car. Either In
falling or in attempting to the
car, he was thrown under the wheels and
his left foot was crushed at the ankle.
After the accident Houghton hopped and
limped 100 feet before he found that the
Injury was serious. Soon afterward he
was taken to St. Vincent's Hospital,
where his leg was amputated below the
knee.

Tax Delinquency Is Small. The city's
portion of receipts from the general taxes
shows that so far there is a delinquency
of only 11 per cent a mark never before
reached in the memory of the oldest city
official. Last year the delinquency was
54 per cent. The change in the percent-
age Is attributed to the law which was
passed by the Legislature of 1901. Under
the law the property-owne- rs may pay
their taxes In Installments, 6ne-half- ln

April and the other half In October, and if
they pay the full sum In April they are
allowed a rebate of 3 per cent. The law
took effect this 3 ear, and as a result
money is coming into the City Treasury
more rapidly than formerly.

Walter Newsom. Improves. Walter
Newsom, who was accidentally shot in
the abdomen Thursday, is reported to be
Improving rapidly and hope Is entertained
of his recovery. The bullet has not been
located yet but his symptoms indicate
that no vital Injuries have been sustained.
The fact that the bullet passed through
his abdomen without perforating any of
his Intestines seems almos't a miracle, but
in their examination the doctors found no
intestinal wound, and the boy's condition
seems to indicate that none was inflicted.

Pay Waits for Teachers. Although
the school year is a't an end, tho teachers
have not "vers anxious to secure
their salaries. School Clerk Allen says
that the majority were slow In calling,
and that 11, who do not appear to be
particularly desirous of taking their va-
