KING EDWARD RECOVERING,

Condition in All Ways Satisfactory—
Sunday In London.

LONDON, June 3.—Last night passsd
with less incident at Buckingham Palace
than aay other night since ths operation
was pirformed on King Edward There
were fewer walchers outklde the palace,
the public apparently having ncoented the
announcement that the King has passed
the point of Immediste danger.

OLD COUPLE'S WOES

PROPERTY AND CHILDBEN GONE

Found Dead |n Cottage Where They
Were Married Thirty Years Age,
ia Their Oridal Chamber—Let-
ter Explained.

PARIS June 2.—The tragic malcide of
Mr. and Mra. Viaoghon of Portiand,
Oregon, at Ouchy, on Lake Geneva, last
week, s the talk of the Americnn colony
here. A long lettsr written by Vadghan,
explaining the motlye of sulcide, was
found cn the table of the room in which
the couple sought death. It was a pitifal
story of hard juck, Intermingied with
tragic roemance,

Thirty years sago the couple were mars
ried in Switzerland and rented the same
cottage In which they were found dead.
Thelr bodles were discoversd In  thelr
former bridal chamber.

After thelr marriage, both being well
off, they zpent two years In Europe and
later returned home. After 5 years of

married happiness, In which cight ehll-
dren were born to them, troubles came
thick and fast. Thelr elght children

died within three years. The youngest
son, after accidentally shooling hia eldest
brother, himsall met death In o mil} ex-
plosion. Six months lnter thelr favorite
daughter dled of typhold, contracted
while nursing her husband, who also
succymbed to the direase. The husband
of nnother daughter embezaled funds én-
trusted to his eare, and in order to save
bim, Vaughan was obliged to make over
most of his property.
