NELSON'S SPEECH ON TRUSTS

Platform Declares for Roosevelt as
m. Candidate to Succeed Himself

So Scuttling In the
Philippines.

ST. PAUIi. July 1. The Minnesota Re-
publicans in convention today nominated
a full state ticket,. Most or tne nomina-
tions were made by acclamation.

Ex-Sta- te Senator Masterman, chairman
of the state central committee, in calling
the convention to order, quoted the name
of United States Senator Knute Nelson
for temporary chairman. The selection
was approved by a hearty burst of ap-

plause, at the conclusion of which Nelson
addressed the convention. He said in
part:

"The tendency of the age Is combina-
tion and concentration, and where the
chief object of this is to lessen the cost
of production so as to cheapen the cost
to the consumer, and not to obtain a
monopoly, suppress competition or check
the reduction of price to the consumer,
the public will not be Injured and has
no fair ground for complaint. A mo-

nopoly national In Its scope and conse-
quences should, for the protection of the
entire people, be subject to national con-

trol. Whoever seeks to enjoy National
protection and National advantages
should also submit to National inspection
and regulation. Protection In such cases
should be mutual.

"Complete consolidation, whatever its
purposes may be, becomes nevertheless in
its essence a monopoly and a complete
monopoly necessarily involves absolutism,
and this is repulsive to the great body of
the people and is dreaded by them, in the
realm of traffic no less than in the po-

litical world.
"The glory, the honor and tho prosper-

ity of our country at home and abroad,
under the leadership of President Roose-
velt, are safe in the kqeplng and charge
of the Republican party. "We shall meet
and successfully solve the Philippine
problem as we have met and solved every
other great problem we have been con-

fronted with since 1896. We shall in time
plant the flag of liberty, order and good
government as firmly in the distant Or-

ient as here at home, andmllllons of op-
pressed and down-trodd- humanity will
worship and forever bless the great Re-
public of the West."

After appointing committees on creden-
tials, organization and resolutions, a re-
cess was taken until 2:30 o'clock.

The committee on resolutions spent the
entire afternoon in consideration of the
platform, or, rather, listening to the argu-
ments of a few delegates who wanted to
change it from what had been agreed
upon early in the day. A fe.w changes
were made In committee, the principal
one being the more specific indorsement
of President Roosevelt for and
the adoption of a paragraph on the labor
question. However, when the platform
was presented, near tho end of the ses-
sion. Dr. Watson, of Cottonwood County,
moved to strike out the paragraph on
Cuban reciprocity and to insert a para-
graph reading:

"We hereby indorse President Roose-
velt's high moral and high patriotic stand
taken on the question of reciprocity with
Cuba."

After lively debate, his amendment was
tabled and the platform as reported by
the committee was adopted.

The Platform.
The platform reaffirms the Philadelphia

platform, mourn3 the tragic death of
President McKlnley, cordially indorses
the able and patriotic Administration of
President Roosevelt, and pledges him the
earnest support of the Republicans of
Minnesota in all his efforts to continue
and advance the prosperity of the people
at home and the glory of the Republic
abroad. "It ist therefore, the sense of
this conventldn, "the platform says, "that
President Roosevelt succeed himself as
President of .the United States."

After congratulating the people of Min-
nesota upon the patriotic and business-
like administration of Governor Van Sant,
the platform continues:

'It has been the settled policy, as de-
clared in the laws of this state for aquarter of a century, that competing
lines of railway shall not be merged. We
believe that the protection of the citizen
and his property, as well as the safety
of the state, rests in obedience to law,
and we, therefore, heartily commend Gov-
ernor Van Sant in his efforts, to enforce
the. laws of this state against the con-
solidation of competing lines of railway.

"We are in favor of such legislation as
will equalize as far as possible the bur-
dens of taxation and require all persons,
corporations and property-holde- rs to bear
their Just proportion of such taxation.
The legislative branch of our government
having decided that certain constitutional
amendments are necessary before suchlegislation can be adopted, we pledge ourparty to support these constitutional
amendments. We also pledge our partyto support the proposed amendment in-
creasing the gross earnings tax of rail-
roads to 4 per cent.

"We Indorse the course of the Admin-
istration in tho establishment of peace
and order and of civil government In thePhilippine Islands. We favor the policy
of encouraging the participation of the
Inhabitants of the Philippine Islands in
their domestic government to the largest
extent practicable whenever peace andorder are restored and they demonstrateIntelligence, capacity and a desire for
such responsibility. We condemn those
who continue to resist the authority of
the United States, either openly in thePhilippines or secretly at home, and we
condemn strongly the malignant attacksupon our Army and Navy, which havewon for the people of the United States,whether upon foreign or domestic soil o
sea, imperishable fame.

"We adhere to the policy of protection.
Under It our Industries have developed
the opportunities for labor have been In-
creased and our country has progressed
from a state of business depression andterrible suffering to the most remarkableactivity and prosperity in the history ofthe world. We believe that protection
and reciprocity are twin measures of Re-publican policy and success, or, in otherwords, the correct application of reciproc-ity is protection. Under this doctrine wefavor such modification in our tariffschedule as is now or may be from timeto time required by changing conditionsto remove any burdens from our. people,
andvto hold and extend our trade among

s.

"We heartily favor the wider extension

of our markets forthe sale of American
products. 'Tolrils end we Indorse the pol-
icy of reciprocity as defined by President
Roosevelt In his annual message to the
5Sth 'Congress, and as defined by our la-
mented President McKlnley in ,hls last
utterance to the American people at Buf-
falo.

"We favor reciprocity with Cuba, urged
by President Roosevelt, by a plan which
shall Insure the profitable Interchange of
commodities, Inure to the advantage
of both nations, help the Cuban people
needing assistance, but the chief benefits
of which shall not enrich trusts, monopo-
lies or foreign speculators, or which shall
not Interrupt our home production.

"We recognize the necessity of
in order to meet new conditions In

the IndustrlaVworld and to compete suc-
cessfully for the world's markets, but the
combinations which stifle competition,
limit production, control prices or unduly
Increase profits or values, and especially
when they ralso the prices of the neces-
sities of life, are opposed to public policy
and should be repressed. We favor leg-

islation. National and state,, to prevent
such abuse. We approve of the slncero
and determined efforts of President
Roosevelt and Governor Van Sant to en-

force the laws, and demand that all ad-

ministrative officers shall enforce the
laws In the most vigorous manner, so
that legitimate competition shall not be
embarrassed or destroyed.

"Our faith in the gold standard and the
financial legislation of the Republican
party has been amply Justified by thef
wonderfw strides of American Industry
and commerce and In the universal con-
fidence of the people In the ability of tho
Government to meet every existing or fu-
ture financial obligation.

"We recognize a continuing obligation
of debt and gratitude due from the Re-
public to the soldiers and sailors whoso
valor saved the life of the Nation, and
those who won glory for its flag In the
recent war with Spain, in the Philippines,
and in China. A proper recognition of
this sacred obligation demands that lib-

eral provision be made by pensions for
the disabled survivors of these veterans
and the widows and helpless orphans of
those who are dead.

"We favor the most stringent National
and state legislation to suppress anarchy.

"We favor the election of United States
Senators by the people.

"The Republican party of Minnesota
recognizes that eight hours should be con-
sidered a day's work on all work con-
trolled by public authority. We favor
the abolishment of Sunday labor where
practicable,"

Illinois Prohibitionists.
PEORIA, III., July L The formal ses-

sion of the Prohibition state convention
opened here this afternoon with Joseph
Tracy, of Chicago, temporary chairman.
The Congressional district conventions
were held this afternoon to nominate can-
didates for Congress, members of the state
committee and to select members of the
several committees.

The convention outranks all others in
point of Interest and attendance. Tonight
Oliver W. Stewart and John G. Woolley
addressed mass meetings. It Is expected
there will be a lively row over the propo-
sition to adopt a complete platform deal-
ing with all National issues.

NOAH'S ARK IN ALASKA.
Indians Discover Petrified Ship on

Porcupine River.
TACOMA, July 2. W. A. Reld, secre-

tary of the Skagway T. M, C. A., has
returned from the interior of Alaska
where he talked with the Indians whose
earnest statements, ho believes, fully
confirms previous reports that the In-
dians of the Lower Yukon have discov-
ered an immense petrified ship on Por-
cupine River near the Arctic circle and
north of Rampart, Alaska.

When asked regarding Its size the In-
dians traced its dimensions on the ground
indicating a length of 1200 feet Such
Indians as arc familiar with the Bible
are convinced that the ship is none other
than Noah's Ark.

Reld Intends to return to the interior
of Alaska this Summer when he will
take some Indians and request Army of-
ficers to detail soldiers to accompany him.
The ship lies on a high hill thousands
of feet above 'the sea level.

Becoming
quarrelsome, he was called down, by Petit
and Immediately pulled a gun and shot
Petit 'through the groin. Two sons of
Petit" caught Dickie, held and disarmed
him. Judge Petit became conscious and
shot Dickie four times, killing him In-
stantly. 'Petit is a high Indian, official,
and considered the finest attorney in the
tribe.

Mahnfley 3Iay Be 'Umpire if He Can
Secure Release Ball Directors

Soon, to Meet.

W. H. Lucas, president of the Pacific
Northwest Baseball League, has returned
to his home In this city, after having made
a tour of the-- circuit

In the matter of the vajious protests
Mr. Lucas said yesterday: "As yet I
have not received the protest made by
Manager Vlgneux on the Helena "game.
Yesterday I received a notice from Butte
stating that a registered letter was In the
postofllce there for me. I suppose this
contains the protest. I immediately
wrote the postmaster In that city to for-
ward the letter. When it arrives I will
make a copy of It and submit the dupli-
cate to the Helena club. Until that time
I can say nothing more about it. The
protest filed by President Whltemore, of
the Portland club was not received by
me until June 24. That protest was on
Mullane, but when I received It the
change in umpires had taken place.

"I will call a meeting of the league as
soon as the first half of the season Is over,
which will bring the meeting In about two
weeks. I have not yet decided in what
city I shall have the meeting, but it will
probably be either Seattle or Spokane,
whichever appears to be 'the most con-

venient to the majority of the members.
Xt this meeting the matter of tbe protests
will be taken up. I think it best that
they should be handled by the directors
themselves. In that way they will most
likely receive more satisfaction. If tho
directors are not satisfied with the man-
ner in which I am acting as president,
they can change the rules so as to allow
me to proceed after their own views. At
present I am following the constitution of
the league, and do not see how 1 can act
in a different manner.

"Dexter Smith, who umpired the last
series in Seattle, Is a good man, as the
people of Portland will see when he um-

pires the series here this week. He is a
prominent business man of Butte, and
has. had experience in umpiring before.
He helped me out during a part of the
season in Montana two years ago, but
would not take the position permanently.
At present he Is only taking the position
as a matter of accommodation until I can
secure seme one else. As yet I do not
know who I will get. I thought I had
O'Connell, and even went so far as to
telegraph him a ticket; but he Informed
me that he could not come. He said he
would explain fully by letter, but I have
not reeclved the letter. I also had Nash,
one of last year's National League um-
pires, in view; but he wanted more than
1 was able to give him. Good umpires
are a scarce article nowadays.

"Lou Mahaffey has also been considered
as an umpire. I promised him the first
vacancy that occurred In the staff, it he
could secure his release from the Port-
land team. Since his trouble with Man-
ager Vlgneux he has asked me to put him
on the staff, but I can do nothing until he
secures the permission of the Portland
club. I think that he would make an ex-

cellent umpire. He already has the con-

fidence of the Seattle team.
"The season this year Is much better

than It was last year. The people are
taking more to baseball than they did a
year ago, and then the addition of
the Montana teams adds to the interest
The people like to see new and many
faces on the diamond. Six clubs also
make the race more keen and exciting.

Large ?few Freight Steamer.
SAN FRANCISCO, July l.Thex largest

freight steamer that ever entered the port
of San Francisco is the Shawmut, which
arrived early this morning, 57 days from
Newport News and 19 days from. Ooronel.
The Shawmut is a new vessel and was
built in the present year at Sparrow Point
by the Maryland Shipbuilding Company.
She has a length of 505 feet, breadth of 53

feet and depth of 48 feet, with a gross
tonnage of 9606 and a net tonnage of 6196.
The steamer has a carrying capacity of
nearly 18,000 tons. The Shawmut will go
from here to Puget Sound, and, with the
steamers Lyra, Pleldes, Hyades and Tre-mon- t,

will form an entirely new freight
line to be inaugurated between the ports
of Puget Sound and China.

Excellent Precedent for Recent Ex-
hibitions in the Senate.

PORTLAND, July 1. (To the Editor.)
Is It not time to cry a halt? Instead of
explaining recent disgraceful scenes in
tho United States Senate as due to "hot
Southern blood." It Is advisable to probe
beneath the surface and ascertain wheth-
er there Is not another explanation to be
found. This Is a matter that affects the
whole country, and there is need for ac-
tion to prevent further exhibitions of tho
kind. Is It not easy to read the reason
why Senators from the South are so
quick to resort to force In the history
of the past 30 years?

For nearly one generation, making a
proteose of fear of negro domination,
they have secured their positions by
force, fraud, overriding of the law and
sand-cu- re methods. Force and fraud were

In placing them In their pres-
ent positions; they have not lost caste
with their fellows on account of the
methods employed; In fact, they have
learned that a goodly proportion of their
countrymen are willing, not merely to
countenance the lawless methods, but to

with them, in a deal to secure
control of the policies of the country.

Through force and fraud they have
made themselves and a "solid South" su-
preme In the councils of the Democratic
party. For 20 years have they overrid-
den the law with the sanction, approval
and of many Northern vot-
ers.
