OMANHA, Neb., July 2—The strike of
the machinists and bollermakers on the
Union Pacitic Railread seems to have set-
i "%km '}“{:tm ::‘
supremacy. The ) -
('GI‘J)::M today from the walk-out of their
craftemen on the Northwestern and Mon-
tana Central Hailroads, which they say
will greatly assist them, because of the
extra demand It wiil create for skilled
waorkmen. There are several piaces along
the road where the strikers have met the
insurgent spirit. This was particularly
true st Evansten, Wyo., where a few
men quit. W. W. Webster, president of
District No. L of Evanston, has gone
hame to “lne up” his men. Much inter-
st centers in the situntion at that point,
and a bitter fight 1s expected,

General Manager Dickinron and Buper-
intendent MeKeen are still in the West
Freaident Burt Is giving his personal at-
tention to matiers at this end of the Mne
It is stated at ralipoad headquarters that
the company has no reason to feel appre-
henslve over the results thus far, mhome‘
clals persist In saying no new plans hav
been ndopted for fiilllng the wstrikers'
placos,

President Kennedy, of the Bollermak-
ere’ Unfon, sald the reports of rifie shots
at Cheyenne were misleading. According
to his advices, the reports heard wers
those of.barsting torpedoss in the shop-
yards, and not gun-shota

The company has taken the precauglon
of ddobling the gunrds at the shop
grounds in this city, and the strikers
have placed plckets (o wateh the move-
ments of the company and prevent, Iif
possible, new men going to work. Ths
Western superintendent of a detective
ngency arrived in this city today, but it
fs deniad that he )5 employed by the rall-
roead company.

Thoinas 1. Wilson, vice-president of the
Maoachinists' Unlon, today made a state-
ment to the public in answer to that is-
euad by President Burt, touching the
merits of the strike on that road. Mr,
Wiison admit= that the road has been
paying the highest scale of wages during
the past, but says other ronds ralssd the
sosle of wages July 1, and that the de-
mand of the Unlon Pacific machinists
was “strictly in lne with the general
movetent of all mechanies to gel a [alr
share of the ‘existing prosperity In
the United Btates, and to which we are
justly entitled.”

On the refusal of the machinists to se-
cept plecewori, Mr. Wilson says the ma-
chinists are not to be compared with
treinmen, who do nol come Into- compe-
tition with each other. He says such a
eystem would tend to bring them into

" competition with swent-shop workmen

and prevent them from tresting as a body
with the company. Ie sums up as fol-
lows:

“1 do not hesitates to may most emphatl-
cally thst this trouble was brought about
by the arbitrary actions of the Unlion Pa-
cific Road. They wanted the strike; they
got Jt, snd are apparently glad of It
Eince we are forced 1o it, wo will see that
the men's demnnds sre granted, or we
will go down to defeat Hice one man.”

CHEYENNE, Wyo, July L_The last
Goubts as 1o wether the Unlon Paclfic in-
tends to fAght its bollermakers and ma-
chinists to the last were removed this
morning. when additional bunks and sup-
plies were sent to the shops.

The strikers and locked-out men nare
confident that their places cannot be
filled by competent men for pomse months
o come, and =ay that In the meantime
they will strilke at the company In unex-
pected quarters. The strikers clalm that
& large number of Jocomotivsa are al-
ready in need of repaira

General Manager Dickinson and Super-
intendent McKeen, of the Union Pacific,
are hers today looking over the strike
efituntion. Mr, IMckinson said, In an in-
terview:

“The company has decided to Inaugu-
rate plecework over the entire system,
even I It takes years to accomplish It
and will not recede from this position. It
will estalilish a scale of pay which will
enable men to earn more by conscinntious
work than under the time system.”

WILKEEBARRE. Pa,, July 2—A number

A numbder of deputies testified that
the prisoners gathered in the road leading
to one of the mines this morning and trisd
te Intmmidate mome frilow empioyes. One
of the men pointed & revolver st one of
the deputies. The riot act was then read,
and the mnob refusing 1o disperse, the
Deputy Bheriff and his posse put the ring-
Ienders under arrest, The Magistrate held
the defendarnts in 500 ball for trinl, They
coul not furnish the bail and were aent
to Jafl
County Detective Philips, of Lackawana
County, come to Duryes today and placed
seven of the coal and fron policemen thers
under arrext.  They are charged with

There came near belng a serious riot at
the Willlam A  colilery this afternoon.
Charies A. Brown, a mining engineer, was
on his way to the mine, when he was
threatened by a crowd of-strikera. Brown
pulied his revoiver and fireg in the air,
whereuwpon the guards behind the barri-
cade al the colllery came out and fired
into the air, causing the foreigners to fall
Lack. After it was thought the trouble
had subsided, Brown was arrested by
Chief of Police Coagrove, of Duryea, He
was taken before Burgess Burlington, fol-
lowed by o large crowd of angry Italians,
and was held In 35000 bail for trial. The
police say they found four revolvers om
Brown. Being unable to furnlah ball,
Brown was removed Lo the county jafl,

The first break in the ranks of the strik-
ing firemen occurred this afternoon, when
three former employes of the Kingeton
Coal Company applied far work and were
g:ven their old places. Three of the fire-
men who wenl out at the Pine Ridgs mine,
at Mincrs Mills, also requested that their
old picces be given to them, and the su-
perintendent of the colllery sald they
might have them. Since the strike of
steam men was inaugurated, June 3 &
lsrge number of engineers and pumpmen
have gone back to work, but the firemen
had remained firm unti] today.

Cope Broe. & CTo. have {nstructed &l
thelr men who are held up by stirikers’
pickets and compelied to return home to
furnish written stalements concerning
their cases. This Is being done to compe!
the Bheriff and the joosl authorities to
preserve onder or confess their inability to
do so. If the Bheriff cannot prevent the
cirikerz from turning back men who ap-
péar for work, the Governor will be ap-
pealed to for protection.

MICHIGAN MINERS' STRIKE.

Fresident Mitchell’s Efforia to Settle
It Failled,

BAGINAW, Mich., July 2—A conference
of the coal-mine operntors and minework-
ers considered the differences which have
kept the mivers in this state on strike for
two monthe President Jobhn Mitchell was
present. Al an executive sesslom of the
miners this afternoon, President Mitchell
advised n settlement of teh strike, if pos-
mible, urging the men tp concede minor
points, If ouly the wages were not redoced
under the new scale. He talked as if he
felt that the anthracite strikers woula
need the gupport of the bituminous men,
and that substantial support couid only
come through the men being at Work.
The conference later In the day, however,
falled to bring about an agreement. The
men contended for the same ncale of
wages s8 Jast year, for an eight-hour work
day &nd for abolition of the system where-
by the men push the cars from the en-
tries.

The operztors conceded the wage scale,
oftered to increase the pay Of fAlremen N
cents a day, and 10 adopt & uniform wage
scale for all help above ground in leu of
the demand for cight hours, but refuseq
to abolish the pushing of cars from the
entriee. The matter was then referred by
the joint conference back to the local
unions to vote upon, and If they accept
the proposition, another joint conference
s to be called, Otherwise the stiriks wil
continue.

Will Net Recogulae Union,

CHARLESTON, W. Va., July 2—At a
well-attended meeting of Kanawha coal
operators held today, at which suggestions
of President Stepbens, of the Chesapeake
& Ohio Raillroad, were discussed, resclu-
tions were adopted as follows:

“We will not recognise the orgnnisation
knowtn & the United Mineworkers of Am-
erica, belleving., as we do, that recogni-
tlon of the order would serfously Injure
the Interest of the operators and miners
of West Virginia. The recognition of the
United Mineworkers of Americs belng the
real and only iasue ‘nvolved in the prement
strike, we declare that the same is DOt &
proper subject for arbitration, and we will
not arbitrate that lssue.”

Tin Plate Workers” Wage Seale,

NEW YORK, July 1 —President Shaffer,
of the Amalgamated Association of Iron
and Bteel Workers, has held another con-
ference with the officers of the American
Tin Plate Comfiany. After the mesting
President BhafTer sald:

“My object In coming here merely Is lo
agree upon what we call the foot notes
to the new agreement between the Un
plate workers and the compahy #as to
weges which s now in effect. These

Des Molnea Telephone Strike.

DES MOINES, Ia., July 2—The Mutusal
Teiephope Company, an lndependent sys-
tem having neariy 300 aubscribers, In no
longer mutunl except o name, mast of
the stock having been porchased by a
privite company. Heretofors each subd-
ecriber was a stockholder, the company
having been organized to compete with
the Bell system. The sale was occasioned
by the strike of the central girls, elec-
triclan and linemen, The new manage-
ment has fssued an ultimatum to the
strikers and the latter announce that the
fight will be waged with greater deter.
mination than before.

Chicage Frelghthandlers' Strike.

CHICAGO, July £ —The executive coun-
clls of the International Freighthandlers'
Union and the Chicago Federation of
Labor held a conference today, at the
conclusion of which it was asnounced
that no further efforts would be made to
settle the differences Detween the rall-
ronds and the freighthangdiers President
Curran, of the freighthandlers, said 1t
might be severz] days before It could
be determined whether or not ts osll out
the 10000 members of the organisation in
Chicago.

Oppose & Syrmpethetio Strike.

STORY OF CAPTAIN CLAMK.

Launch Hove in Sight of Seatile in
Broad Daylight.

SEATTLE, Wash., June 2—Captaln A.
J. Clark, whe hed charge of the launch
in the service of the Olympla Oyster Com-
pany. and who was compelled to bring
Tracy to this- city, tells the following
story:

“We left Henderson Inlet, near Olym-
pla, about § o'clock this morning. Before
we left the” two remeining men were
bound and tied up so they could not
eacape. Later, however, Munro, one of
my men, went back to get clothes that
Tracy dfmanded. He untied the captives.
Tracy remembered Munro's return,
after we were out on Puget Sound, and
asked Munro If he untied the men,
Tracy then sald If the escape was inter-
fered with by a revenue cutler, As A re-

sult of Munro's return, he would -hbatl
Munro. Tracy suggesied that the launch |
hug in close to the shore, aa we passed |
McNeill's Island, where the United States |
penitentiary is located. He wanted to kill
one of the gunrds. We dlssuaded him from
this, however. Nothing further of any

great incident happened on the trip untll )

we reached Meadow Polnt,

“The launch passed the entrance to the
Beattle harbor between § and 6 o'clock,
while It was stili broad daylight. Traey
sat in the boat, and coolly commented on
the appeamrance of the clty from the
water. We reached Meadow Point about
620 and dropped anchor. We remained
there for about an hour, when dusk began
to set in, and the convict sald he wan
ready to gyo ashore.'

Whether Tracy had any previous knowl-
edge of the topography of the countiry
su Meadow Point 18 not known,
but it fs certain that he could have se-
jected no jocality more adapted to his
neods. It will be recalled that st this
place Detactives Lane and Adams, togeth-
er with Marshal Hunt, of Ballard, en-
countersd and captured ond of a gang of
notorfous water pirates during the past
Winter. namely, Jack Ferguson, the for-
mer associate of Jack Turpin, who ter-
rorised amnll water craft in the vicinity
of Lower “Whidby Island for more than
two years befors he was taken. With
Ferguson at the time was an unknown
companion, who plunged into the dense
underbrush surrounding the point and
made his eacape.

Meadow Peint Is situated on the edge
of Bection 3, on a direct line twe miles
north of the town of Ballard. It is 3
miles directly west from Green Lake, and
six miles south of Richmond Beach. High
precipitous bluffs reach almost to the
water's edge on the south side of the
point, while on the north a dense growth
of underbrush runs almost to the water's
edge. The Great Northern Rallway line
skirts the odge of the point, and various
small steamers ply within a stone’s throw
of the shore,

Tracy Holds Seattlie fa the Only Place
He Can Make His Get-Away.

SEATTLE, July L — On boarding the
launch near Olympla, Tracy announced
that he wished to go to Seattle, He helped
to get the engines started, but always
keeping the others covered with his rifle,
He took 20 rounds of ammunition on
board with him. He then sent Munro
back to ge! him some clothes and a palr
of shoes. At the time Tracy was weating
shoes had tad taken from a cripple. One
had a sole several Inches thick, while
the other had a thin ecle. Munro took a
coat and vest belonging to Alllng, the
cook's trousers and shoes. With these he
returned to the launch, and the voyage
began for Seattle.

Captaln Clark wanted to cover the dls-
tance as soon as possible, but Tracy mild-
Iy expostulated, saying he was in no hurry
to reach Seattle before darkness set In
Aa a result of the high speed at which
the lnunch was traveling, the engine be-
came overheated, and had to be slopped
twice. Tracy entertalned his fellow pas-
sengers with bdlood-curdiing tales of hia
life, and invited them to a frugal junch
with him shortly after the noon hour.

In leaving the launch at Meadow Point,
Tracy hesitated for a few acconds, and
then sajd: “Well, d—n it, T don't want
to get you into trouble, so 1'll walt until
you leave L.

They walked along the rallroad track
through Ballard. Tracy, however, felt
fatigued and insisted upon Beott sltting
down with him alongnide the ralls, a few
blocks from the center of the town.
While they were reating, Tracy taiked
rather vivacioualy, and with no apparent
fesr of being overheard. Then they
walked along the track a block or so fur-
ther, when the criminal suddenly stopped
and sald: “You can go back now."

STAR ROUTE BOX DELIVERY

New Hegulution Which Will Accom-
modate Pairons.

WASHINGTON, July 1—Second Asalst-
ant Postmoster-General W. 8 Shellen-
berger has lssusd the subjoined general
order regAnding star route box delivery:

“Notlee Is hereby given to the public
that the contracts in effect July 1, 1%g,
for the performance of mall servies on
the star routes In the states and territories
hereinafter named provide that, in addi-
tion to carrying the malls to tae various
postoffices, the carrier will be required to
deliver mall {nto all boxes and hang small
bags or satchels containing mall on cranes
or posta that may be ersoted along the lne
of the route, under the following regula-
tions of the department:

“Any person living on or near the route
and not within the corporate !imits of any
town or within & rods of any postoffice,
who desires his mall deposited at a given
polnt on the line of the route by the car-
riar, may provide and erect a miltable box
or crane on the roadside, locuted In such
manner as to be reached as conveniently
as practicable by the carrier without dis-
mounting from the wvehicle or horse, and
such person shall file with the postmaster
At the postoffice to which his mall s ad-
dressed (which shall be one of the two
postoffices on the routs on either side of
ind next to the box or crane) a request In
weiting for the dellvery of his mall to the
carrier for deposit at the designated point,
at the risk of the addressee. The small
bag or satchel above described, am well as
the box or crane, must be provided by the
person for whose use It Is Intended with-
out expense to the department,

“It shall be the duty of the postmaster
at every such postoffice, upon a written
order frot any permon living on or near
the route, to deliver 1o the mallearrier
for that route any mall matter—piacing In
the respective sstchels, where surh are
used, the mall for the persons to whom
such satchele belong—with Instructions as
to the proper mall box or crane at which
=ald mall matter shall be deposited: but
registered mail shall not be so dellversd
uniess expressly requested by the ad-
dressee In his written order. No mail mat-
ter so delivered to the carrier shall be
carried past another postofMcs on the route
before being deposited Into & mail box or
bung on & crane or post.

"“The ecarrier on the route will be e
quired to recelve from any postmaster on
the route any mall matter or private mail
satchel that mar be entruated to him out-
slde of the usual mail bag, and shall carry
such mall matter or private mall satehel
to and deposit it Into the proper mallbox
or hang It on the proper matl erane placed
on the line of the route for this purpose:
such service by the carrler to be without
charge to the addresgers,

"Tae mallcarviers must be of good char-
peter and of smuifficient Intelligence properly
to handle and deposit the mall slong the
route,

“The department does not prescribe any
particular design of box or aastche! 1o be
used for this service, but the person pro-
viding either should sec that 1t I8 of such
charncter as to afford ample protection
te his mall. If there Is a Jock attaches
to the box, a key In not to be held by the
enrrier, as he s expected to. deposit the
mail without the necessity of unlocking
the box., The box or crune should be so
jocated om the roadside that the carrier
can deposit the mall without Jeaving his
vehicle or horee, and yet not where It will
obstruct publie travel

“The carrier |5 not required to collest
mall fron the boxes, but there (8 no ob-
Jectlon ta his doing 8o |f It does not inter-
fere with his making the schedule time.
The law provides that every carrier of
the mall sha'l receive any mall matter
presented to him If properly prepaid by
stamps, and deilver the same for malling

at the next postoffice at which he ar-|.
rives, but that no fees shall be allowed
him therefor,

"The box dellvery above described s
required by the contracts effective July
1 12, on all the star routea (with buat
{ew exceptions) In Arkansas, Loulsiana,
Texas. Indian Territory, Oklahoma, Kan-
sas, Nebraska, South Dakota, North Da-
kota, Montana, Wyoming, Colorado, New
Mcxien, Artzona, Utahk, Idaho, Washing-
ton, Oregon. Nevads, Callifornia, Alsskn
and Hawall"”
