Tho first leffal execution In Columbia
County. Oregon, occurred yesterday
when August Achieve was hanged .for are
the murder of Joseph Shulkowski, near
St. Helens, December 20, 1001. The
crime was a most brutal one, Schleve
shooting Shulkowski from, ambush as
the latter was returnlnc borne .from a
visit to Schieve'B house. The mur-

derer never evinced regret tor his deed,
and it was generally believed he was
suffering from a slight aberration oi
the mind.

Helens, pronounced the man dead. The
prisoner was attended by Rev. Lew Da-vie- s,

of Scappoose, who baptized the con-

demned man a few days ago; Rev. C. A.
Priessing, pastor of the Portland German
Methodist Episcopal Church, and Rev. F.
H. Dange, presiding elder of the same
denomination. Qarl Schleve, of Portland,
an uncle of the condemned man, was also
on the scaffold.

Previous to being led to the scaffold,
Schleve ate a hearty chicken dinner, and,
attended by Sheriff Hattan and deputy,
mounted the stairway to the scaffold with

. firm step.
Sheriff Hattan made a few remarks pre-

vious to bringing the prisoner out The
officer stated that he had studied the man
since his Incarceration and believed he
was guilty of the murder, but that he
was mentally Irresponsible to a great ex-
tent. The Sheriff further said he was
satisfied In the matter, although he was
not when Schlevo was arrested.

Schleve made a few remarks in broken
English, which were to the effect that
he was Innocent of the crime charged.
That lie was prepared to die and expected J
to go to a better world. He urged those
present to live better lives, and hoped

jtt meet them in the jiext world. He stat-"e- d
that he saw several of the Jurymen

who convicted him among the crowd, and
witnesses who testified against him, but
he forgave", them all. He ihad no

agajnst them. Schleve bid good-by- e

to his friends and auditors, and did not
betray the least emotion up to the time
the "black cap was placed over his head.

THE STORY OF THE CRIME.

Schleve Murdered a Friend From
Aroltudh for His Uloney.

ST. HELENS, July 2. August Schleve
killed Joseph Shulkowski on December 2C,
1901. The murder was a cold-blood- one.
Shulkowski had been but recently dis-
charged as a member of a regiment which
served In the Philippines. In August,
Shulkowski, with his savings, amounting
to about 5390 or more, represented by a
certificate of deposit In the First Nation-
al Bank of Portland, came North and set-al- cd

upon a claim near St. Helens. He
spent "Christmas in St Helens, and the
next day started home on the Bunker
Hill road. He bad visited the Schleve
family and bade them good-by- e at 10
o'clock. The road he took to his claim
was a lonely one and not often traveled.
He had traveled about seven miles along
the highway through the hills, when he
was shot from ambush by August
Schleve.

The murderer left the house after the
departure of his friend, and going by a
circuitous route on horseback, ho secret-
ed himself In the underbrush, and when
Shulkowski came along, he shot tho lat
ter. He rifled the dead roanls pockets of
his cash-a- nd took his Watch, which he
bid in some moss in a stump on the road
some distance away. The watch was
afterward found and assisted In building
up a chain of circumstantial evidence
which established Schlfeve's guilt and re-
sulted In conviction.

Shulkowskl's body was found by some
miners .on their way to work on December
27. The body had been dragged from the
road) into the1 brush, about 80'fcet distant.
The deceased man's coat had been re-
moved and placed over his face. A few
days later a 32-- Winchester rifle cart-
ridge shell was picked up near the scehe.
Afterward It was proved that the shell
was fired from a gun owned by Schleve.

December 2S, 1901, Sch'leve was arrested,
charged with tho murder of his country-
man. January 4 he was taken to Port-
land .for safekeeping and to ward off any
possible attempt that might be contem- -

Jlated to deliver him from the County
St, Helens. He was confined there

until May 14, when he was brought to StHelens for trlak The trial occupied about
15 aays. The murderer was convicted
May 25. and sentenced May 31. The Jury
deliberated but a few hours. Court was
convened on Sunday mornlnjr to receive
the verdict of guilty of first-degr- ee mur-
der. ,

The. verdict had but little effect upon
the defendant His father and sister were
wrth Run. His sister cried a little. Upon
taking their leave, the father and sister
kissed the doqmed man. Schleve laughed
carelessly, and said the he would get a
new trial. He was defended by W. T.
Vaughn, of Portland.

While confined in the Multnomah Coun-ty Jail the murderer was quiet and stoi-
cal. He never had anything to say. and
when placed in tho sweatbox he gave lit-
tle or" no Information as to the murder.
At his trial he tried to establish an alibi
by showing that he returned to the house
and ate dinner at 12 o'clock with the re-
mainder of the family. The prosecution
showed that members of the family va-
ried In their statements as to the timeAujust Schleve came homo that day.

.During-hi- Incarceration the murderer
showed not the least remorse for his das-
tardly crime. Since ho was a little boy
his mother has been an Inmate of theOregon Insane Asylum, and it is general-
ly supposed that Schleve inherited vicious,
insane tendencies.

RAILROAD TO COAL1 MINE

PROPERTY NEAR. CHEHALIS IS. BE-

ING DEVELOPED RAPIDLY.

President Pnltaa's Project for En- -'

cosiraBing; It.
HAVANA, July 2. President Pnlma has

sent a project to "Congress for the en-
couragement of the horse and cattle indus-
try in Cuba. The President's plan, among
other things, provides for the admission
duty free af Jersey, Devon. Hereford,
Porto Rlcan. Argentine, Durham and
Guernsey cows and bulls for breeding pur-
poses. Stallions over one meter and CO

centimeters high are also to be admitted
free of duty. Male asses and cattle from
Florida weighing over 560 pounds are to
pay a duty of $3 50." The duty cattle
from Venezuela and Colombia weighing
over 800 pounds Is fixed at JS a head, and
cattle from Mexico welshing over 700

pounds ore pay $7. Cattle weighing
less than the above specified weights will
pay a duty of $2 per head.

In a preamble to President Palma's pro-
ject, E. Mello Terry, Minister of Agricul-
ture, seta forth that at present 300,000 head
of cattle, worth 13,000.000, are consumed
annually In Cuba, and that the hides of
these animals are worth J1.500.0CO.
