QUESTION CREATES STIR AMONG
WOMEN COURTHOUSE CLERKS,

*Beport That §50 a Month Will Be
Maximwm Pay Causes Conster-
matloa in Their Ramks.

There was guite & stir among the wom-
en employes at the Courthouse yesSterday
becawse of the circulation of a report that
next term the salaries of the women
clerks ond typewriters will be reduced to
5% per month. Quite a nymber of them
now recedve $15 per montl, and several of
them only 380, Not a few of them having
had considerahle experience expect to
retain thelr places, and they &re conse-
gquently agitated because of the rumored
roduction. They argue that running book
typewriting machines is constant, tiresome
work, and that they eam =sH ey get
One of them tobk occasion 1o remark:
“We 4o more work than the men.”™

It is sinted that one of the new officials
bhas remarked that women in offioes sel-
dom receive over 340, and why should
l.bo- cmplund &t the Courthouse be pald

'Hu Courthouse clerks, In answer, say
that women who work in large offices, in
Danks, and in prominent buminess houses,
a8 typewriters, ete, are generally pald
more than 350 monthly, and thoss who
have cheap places have not hall as much
10 do a8 the Courthouse force, and per-
form work of a much less important char-
soter, requiring Httle or ne experience,
‘and also that many of them would prove
Incompetent to do the work done st the
Courthouse.

The statute provides {n one case that the
compensation ahsll be blank doliars per
Gay, and anotber statute regarding saia-
ries provides that the compensation shall
Dot gxceed & certaln sum per month, and
the County Judge and Commissioners are
sutherized to fix the nmounts,

COMMERCE -OF JAPAN.

Its Growth in Past Thirty Years and
Relntion to Fnited States,

WASHINGTON, July L — A Japanese
view of the tommerce of Japan s pre-
sented In a publication just' received by
the Treasury Bureau of Btatistics entitled,
“The Foreign Trade of Japan.'™ 1t is for-
warded to the Buredu of Statistits by &
dittinguished Japanese officlal, who. re-
cently visited this country, and presents
In condehsed form a statement of the
commeres-of Japan in 181, and its growth
during the iast 3 years, and especially
the commercial relatiohs of Japan to the
United_States, and to the varlous great
commercinl countries and sections of the
world.

‘**The foreign tnds of Japan,” it maye,
“Is progressing year aftér year, owing to
the rapld develapment of her agriculture,
commerce, ndusiry and navigation. In
1901 the total value of Imports and ex-
ports amounted (o EM7.300,000. This amount
15.12 times Jarger than that of 30
ago. olglt times Iarger than that of 1881;
and three .and one-half. times larger than
that of 1391. This is all the more remirk-
able sinés |t owes but little to the Increase
in population. which-is little over W per
cent in every decade; H.THMIT in 15M:
0,072,000 in 1859, and 44.390.6M in_ 1899

“It starcely nesd be.sald that the Con-
tinent of Asia holds the m intimate
relations with the forelgn trade ‘of Japan.
The total value- of ‘the “articles exportsd
to that comtinent ampounts io over two-
Aftha of the total exports of Japan., and
the value of articles imported from Asla
inta Japun amounts, j{Rewise, to over two-
ffths of her total imports. The amoynt
of exports té America scarcaly rehchés
one-third, atid that s Burope s ohily one-
firfth of the total exports, while the Im-
ports from - America: to Japan {8 little
short of one-fifth, and that from Europe
it nearly two-fifths of the totAl imports,
Importe and exports in the came of Asis,
however, incldde those from and to Hong
Eong, which have nhturally a character
of ‘tranait,” and conssquently If proper
sllowince be made for Hong Komg trade,
we may safely say that the products of
Jupan are equally distributed in Awin,
EBurgpe and America. and !mports. from
Europe to Japan are nearly cqual to those
from Asin.

“The principal articles exported from
Japan are raw siik, habutal, cotton yarn,
cotton tlssues, matches, floor mats, tea,
camphor, fahery products copper, coal
Of these, Taw allk s predominant, and
the Increasing demand for it is Featly
extending the area of lands devoted to the
cultivation of mulberry trecs, the present
pereage being 787,000 acres,

“The manufacture of habutaj i at pres-
ent solely by hand, but there are pros-
pects of the manufacture being done by
machinery and on more extended scales
in the neftr future, when the defect of in-
equality of qualities shall be got rid of.

"“Cotton yarn is malnly exported to
China and Cotea, There are in operation
in the country % cotlon mills, with 2,000,000
mpindles and 74000 workmen. The power
loom weaving of cotton is now progress-
ing, there belng 8000 power looms and
08,000 hand 1o0ms.

“The aumber of mateh factories In Jap-
an ls 57, with 15,006 workmen employed.

“Berides the above, the production and
expartation of varjous other articles are
alsu yeariy Incgeasing. Tea = the oniy
article the exportation of which s declin-
Ing. owing to the levying of war tax In
the I'nited Btatem

"“The countries to which Japan's prod-
urta are exported In large quantities in
Asin are Hong Kong and China, and the
demands for Japanese articies are also
mpidly increasing In the Phlllppine Is-
jands. The Unitéd Btates of America Is
the larg#st  consumer of Japanese ex-
ports, her share being over one-fourth'of
the total exports. The principal articles
bought by that country are raw silk, tea,
floor mats and straw plalts, In Europa,
France la predominant, as she consumes a
great deal of our habutal, silk tissues
and the like; the exportation to Italy has
increased during the past two years, ow-
ing to the Increased demand for raw silk,
umbreHas fans and other articles made
of paper. Of the exporta to Great Britain

~though the return of the trade does not |

indicate any remarkable increase—It muast
be remembered that the exporta to Hong
Kong are In many Instances re-exporied
to Great Britain.

“The articles of which Japan demands
the ‘supply from. foreign countries, are
mnainly machinery of various sorts; Iron,
petrolegm, sugar, cotfon, tisaues, woolen
fabrics and som& others. The largest
items of import in the matter of machin-
ery are spinning machinery, mining ma-
chinery, locomotive engines and metal
working machinery. Iron and steel are
chiefly imiported (rom Great Britaln, the
United States, GQermany and Belgium. The
demand for most of the articles above
enumerated is due to the recent rapid
progrens of our Industries, and to sudden
advancement of the standard of living
among the people at large. However, It i
now expected that most of thess articles,
with the exception of wool, will be manu-
factured or produced In Japan. The ma-
chine tools are being alreandy wmanufac-
tured in Japan; the iron industry is now
in course of Inception; petroleum mining
Is already In working order, and the pro-
ductloh - of sugaAr 18 to be Increased In
Formosa. On the whole, the trepnd of Ja-
pan's forelgn trade is promising; the Im-
ports will in future increass In MW ma-
terinls and decrease in manufactured ar-
ticies

“The countries from which Japan im-
ports malnly are British Indfs, China, the
United Btalrm, Great Britaln and Germany.
The imports from these five countries,
which are producers of our principal !m-
porta. such as cotton, machinery. iron. pe- |
troleum, woolen fabrics, amounts to |
three-quarters of the total imports of Ja-
pan; and these importa are yearly Increas-
ing. execept from China. Besides, the Im-
ports from Avetralia, Russian Asla, Dutch
Indla, Austria and Belglum are lately In-
creasing year by yesr. Of thess, the Aus-
tralian trade, though at présént not re-
markabis in value, will becotne more im-
portant in proportion to Increased facill-
tles of commercial Intercourse betwoeen
Australia and Japan, and In proportion to
the development of woolen manufactures
in Jagan."
