GOVERNORS WIELD HAMMERS

Savage, of Nebraska, and McBrldc, of
Washington, Take Off TJxclr Coats

and Work In Earnest Im-

pressive Ceremonies.

.SEATTLE, July 4. The keel of the bat-

tleship Nebraska, was laid In Moran
Brothers Company's shipyard this morning

In the presence of a large crowd.
Governor Ezra P. Savage, of Nebraska,
find Governor Henry McBrldc, of Wash-

ington, drove the first rivet.
The ceremonies began at 10 o'clocK

with the firing of the salute to the visit-

ing Governor of Nebraska, though the
formal oratorical programme was not
opened until half an hour later. The dis-

tinguished guests arrived' at the yards in
carriages at 10:30 o'clock, and their ar-

rival was the signal for the Inauguration
f "the formal exercises. The procession

moved from the carriages to the grand-

stand In the following order: Robert
Moran, president of the Moran Bros Co.,
which is building the battle-shi- p; Joslah
Collins and Hon. J. H. McGraw, of the
Chamber of Commerce committee; Gover-
nor Savage, of Nebraska, and Hon. J. W.
Clise, president of the Chamber of Com-
merce; Governor McBride, of Washing-
ton, and Hon. Thomas Burke, master of
ceremonies; members of the staff of the
Governor of Nebraska; members of the
staff of the Governor of Washington;
Colonel Alden J. Blethen and Mrs. Sav-

age; ladies, members of the Chamber of
Commerce and invited guests.

The exercises were opened by Joslah
Collins, the chairman of the Chamber of
Commerce committee, in a few brief re-

marks of introduction for. Judge Burke,
the master of ceremonies. At the close
of his address, Judge Burke Introduced
Governor McBride, of Washington, who
made the address of welcome. Governor
Savage, Introduced by Judge Burke, re-

plied.
Next was the presentation by the

Moran Bros. Co. to Governor Savage of
a small piece of steel, the material
punched from the first hole In the first
piece of steel shaped to become a part of
the keel of the battle-shi-p under construcr
tlon.

Then a section of the keel of the battle-
ship Nebraska was ewung into position
by the great cranes. A rivet Just out
Irom a hot fire was brought, placed in
position, and the Governors of the two
states, with their coats off, and their shirt
sleeves rolled up above their elbows, by
alternate strokes, flattened the rivet Into
nositlon. When this task had been com--
nlptwl. amid the enthusiastic cheers of 1

the crowd and the firing of guns, a rep-
resentative of the company appeared on
the scene and proceeded to pay off the
distinguished workmen for their services.
To each of the Governors he gave a check
for 3 cents. With each of the checks was
u voucher, which the recipient was

to sign.

SEATTLE, July 4. The armament and
dimensions of the battle-shi-p Nebraska,
the keel of which was laid at the shipyards
of Moran Bros, today, are as follows:

The Nebraska will havo two main mid-

dle line turrets for guns, super-
posed by turrets for gjans. There
will also be one broadside turret on each
side for guns.

The main battery Is to consist of 12
breech-loadin- g rifles, and 12

breech-loadin- g rapid-firin- g rifles.
The secondary battery will embrace 12

rapid-fir- e guns, 12 semi-
automatic heavy rapid-firin- g

automatic guns, four heavy
rapid-firin- g automatic guns, four

heavy rapid-firin- g guns, two
field pieces, two machine guns 0.20 calibre,
six automatic guns 0.30 calibre, and two
submerged torpedo boats.

The length of the Nebraska over all Is
441 feet, 3 Inches; extreme breadth, 76
feet, 2k inches; draft beam 23 feet 9

Inches. The displacement will be 14,950

tons.

"WHEAT MAY BREAK! ALL RECORDS

Palouse Section Never Had Better
Prospects for a Big: Crop.

COLFAX, Wash.. July 4. So far, this
season has been the most favorable ever
known for wheat In the Palouee district,
and some record-breakin- g yields are prom-
ised. Last year the yield was the largest
In the history of the section, but this sea-eo- n

is even more favorable, now that a
copious rain has fallen, and It is believed
by many fanners that last year's record
will be surpassed More rain, fell In May
than ever known in that month. This
gave the grain a splendid start, and the
prediction was made that If another good
yaln fell in the latter part of June, tho
crop would be a record-breake- r. Rain fell
in the first few days of June, since which
time it has been dry, but unusually cool,
there being leas warm weather than usual
In June. Some uneasiness was manifested
lest the late grain be damaged by the dry
weather, but the ram of yesterday and
today removes this fear, and the crop is
now assured.

Tho acreage of Whitman County is not
quite as large as last year, owing to a
larger acreage of Summer fallow and a
diversity of crops. Last year thiscounty
produced 11,000,000 bushels of grain,

SUGGESTS INDUSTRIAL COURT.

Means of Settling; Disputes Between
Capital and Labor.

OREGON CITY, Or., July 3. (To tho
Editor.) As to the strike on the Oregon
City trolley line, I am as anxious as any
one that it should be settled, for the
convenience of the ptibllc, as well as
the advantage of the owners and work-
men. I have not been asked to serve oh.
any such committee, and have little faith
In voluntary offers of arbitration.

This dispute between the officers and
hired men is not only a public Incon-
venience, but also a very serious Injury
to the people of Clackamas and Multno-
mah Counties. Mr. Gruber'a recent let-
ter in your paper seemed to suggest the
only principle on which a settlement of
such disputes can be had without Injury
and loss to the public There is certain-
ly no better reason for allowing employ-
ers and their workmen to conduct an In-

dustrial war In civilized communities than
there is for allowing citizens to 'attempt
to settle their private disputes with clubs
and shotguns rather than by procoss of
law. It seems to. the writer that tho next
Legislaturo should provide for an Indus-
trial court to settle such disputes, and
not permit either party to indulge In a
strike or a lockout, either before the
Judgment or afterward. Many of the
employers, as well as the employes, are
very much opposed to such a law, but for
the protection of the people at large It is
absolutely necessary-Me- n

should be allowed to manage their
own business in their own way, so far
as it may be practicable, but It is an ele-
mentary principle of our law that no man
shall use or abuse his property or busi-
ness in such manner as to cause an Injury
to others. The patience of the public In
tolerating these industrial wars has long
since ceased to be a virtue. Tho disput-
ants have proved In thousands of lock-
outs and strikes that they cannot settle
their difficulty peaceably and without In-

jury to others, and surely the time Is ripe
to provide laws for a settlement of such
controversies-- , even though it he neces-
sary to provide special courts for that
purpose. W. S. U'REN.

PATRIOTISM RUNS HIGH

OREGON TOWNS APPROPRIATELY
CELEBRATE JULY 4.

Feature of Salem Parade "Was Novel
Representation Made by Cheme- -

vra Indian School.

SALEM. July 4. Salem celebrated the
anniversary of American independence
with a parade, a shootlnsr tournament,
public exercises of a patriotic nature,
band concerts, street sports and a pyro-

technic display. The observance of this
National holiday began at sunrise, when
a salute was fired from cannon stationed
near the center of the city. During the
early part of the forenoon several bands
discoursed music on the principal street
corners, thus furnishing entertainment for
those who were waiting for the parade.

Tha parade formed at the City Hall at
10:20 o'clock, and after traversing Cheme-ket-a,

Commercial, State and Court streets,
proceeded to Marlon Square, where the
literary exercises were held. The proces-6lo- n

was headed by F. T. Wrlghtman, as
chief marshal. Tho aids were: C. A. Mur-
phy, H. A. Thomas, W. H. Savage, W. H.
Downing, J. W. Wilson, A. A. Jessup,
William Taylor, F. J. Yannke, Mllo Van
Vlaack. Bert Edwards, Captain Walter
Lyon, Robert Duncan, Frank Catterlln,
William Walton, H. C. Epley, O. L. Fish-
er, Otto Irvln, John Matthes and Wlliard
Matthes. In the parade were numerous
beautiful floats, although the rain Of yes-
terday prevented many from preparing
the floats and decorations they had
planned. The Goddess of Liberty, Mls3
Jeannette Brown, occupied the Elks' float,
which was an artistic creation In purple
and white, bearing the large mounted elk
won by the Salem Lodge In a drill,contest
at Seattle. Surrounding the Goddess of
Liberty were her maids of honor Misses
Mollle Bernard!, .Maud Morrison, Pearl
Goulet and Olive Howe.

Among the best features of the parade
was the representation of the Chemawa
Indian Training School. The Chemawa
Cadets were In line in uniform, and were
led by the Bchool band. The smaller boys
carried their geographies under their
arms, indicating that Government educa-
tion of the Indian has extended his- sphere
of knowledge from his Immediate

to tho whole world. Following
the boj s ori foot was a float, consisting of
a group of Indians in their uncivilized
state, living In tents, hunting with, bows
and arrows and dressed in primitive fash-
ion. Uncle Sam stood In the group and
placed a restraining hand on the shoulder
of those who became unruly or made tho
air resound with war-cry- s. Following
this float was another showing Indian pu-
pils at work as carpenters, tailors, black-
smiths, harneasmakera, carrlagemakers,
etc

At Marion Square the exercises were
presided over by County Judge John H.
Scott. After band music, prayer was of-
fered by Rev. P. S. Knight, and the Na-
tional ode was played. A chorus of 50
voices rendered a patriotic selection, after
which Miss Musa Gecr read the Declara-
tion of Independence. Mrs, Hallle

sang a patriotic song, and
this was followed by the delivery of the
address of the day by Hon. W. M. Colvlg,
of Jacksonville. The exercises closed with
a selection by tho chorus.

During the afternoon the crowd, num-
bering many thousands, from Salem and
near by towns, gathered on the rtreets
and witnessed all sorts ot races and con-
tests of strength. Stationed on platforms
on various corners were minstrel singers
and other attractions, which furnished! a
continuous round of amusement. Hun-
dreds "Went to the Fair Grounds In the
middle of the afternoon ia witness a base-
ball game between Berkeley and Chemawa
nines. In tho evening gathered
on the banks of the Wlllamctto River to
enjoy one of the best display ot fireworks
ever seen in Salem.

GREAT ENTHUSIASM AT BAKER.
Weather Was Chilly, but 10,000 Peo-

ple Turned Out.
BAKER CITY, July 4. The weather was

not altogether favorable for the Fourth
of July celebration in this city today, yet
the people were more enthusiastic than
they have been for years. The celebra-
tion really started last night, when great
crowds appeared on the streets, wearing
Winter wraps to keep warm, and began
firing firecrackers and discharging bombs
and torpedoes. The racket then started,
never ceasing until late tonight, when the
supply of fireworks was exhausted. Thou-
sands' of dollars were- - expended for fire-
works by private individuals. In addition
to the elaborate display prepared by the
committee. The dealers sold more fire-
works this year than in any three years
before.

The formal celebration opened with ,a
National salute flred from Reservoir Hill
at sunrise this morning.

A very
striking feature was the veterans of the
Civil War to the number of 23. Tbey were
lustily cheered all along the line of march.
Tho White SWan was at the head of the
line. Dr. O. M. Dodson was the marshal
of the day.

A largo audience gathered at the Court-
house yard to listen to the formal exer-
cises. Hon. C. A. Johns presided. Rev.
George Ellis, of the Baptist Church, in-

voked the Divine hlessinfir. Mfcn Belle Kel-
logg read the Declaration of Indepen-
dence. Hon, Samuel White was the orator
of the day. His address was listened to
with marked attention. He was frequent
ly interrupted with rounds of applause,
A specially selected double quartet fur-
nished the music

The amusements consisted of two euc-cewf- ul

balloon ascensions, one In the
morning and another this evening.

Street games of all kinds drew a large
crowd to Front street this evening. The
fireworks this evening were elaborate.
Numerous set pieces prepared especially
for the occasion were displayed. It Is
estimated that between 8000 and 10.00)
participated In today's celebration. The
celebration closed tonight with a hlg ball
at the Armory, with at least 1000 pres-
ent.

AMERICAN COINAGE.

The History of Inscriptions
United States Money.

New York Times.
Said a coin collector, whoso fad is' early

American coins: "I am reminded by the
recent publication In the Times Magazine
ol thtj mystery of the 1804 dollar, of many
curious facts about an early coinage
which are very little known outside of
numismatic circles-- .' J9r .instance, how
many know thvt the word's. E Pluribus
Unum,' which have appeared on various
United States coins and ore on the stand-

ard silver dollar iand the nickel
piece of today, were never authorized by
law to be so placed? Very few, and yet,
no doubt, as many kriow It as know that
the later motto, 'In Qod We Trust,' which
appears on all the minor United States
coins, was likewise originally stamped on
them without authority from the Govern-
ment.

"The motto B Pluribus Unum' first ap-

peared on an American coin in 17S6. There
was no United States Mint then. and. In
fact, no United States, the Constitution
forming tho Union not haying as yet been
adopted. There was a private mint at
Ncwburgh, N. Y., and 'E Pluribus Unum'
was first placed on a copper coin struck
at that mint. Very few collections have
specimens of this coin. It Is very valu-
able.

"In TTS7 a New York goldsmith coined a
piece of money which was known as 'the
$1G gold piece,' and upon It th motto was
stamped In this form: 'Unum E. Pluri-
bus.' Only four of these coins are known
to bo in existence. They are valued at
more than ?20O0 each. Now Jersey Issued
various copper coins In 17S7 with the mot-
to stamped upon them. A great roan v of
our early coins." beforo there was any
legal authority for National coinage, were
made in England. Most of theso were
copper, and were coined for the different
states, and all bore the words, 'E Pluri-
bus Unum.'

"The United States Mint was estab-
lished in 1752, but the use of the National
motto on any of tho gold, silver or copper
coins wa3 not authorized or directed by
any of the provisions of the act estab-
lishing It. Tho motto remained on our
early gold and silver oplns Until 1E34, when
It was omitted from the gold coins. 'In
1S3G It was omitted from the pieces,
and In 1637 from all sliver coins. It was
not stamped on any co',n again' until It
Appeared on the nickel and the standard
silver dollar.

COPPElt STRIKE IN SOUTHERN
OREGON A WONDER.

Three Thousand Tons of Ore ia
Sight Work of Development

Electrum Discovered.

'GRANTS PASS. July 4.- -It Is now
known for a certainty that the recent
copper strike made on the Oregon-Californ- ia

line. Is tho richest and greatest
ever made In the Northwest. Colonel
Crawford arrived in Grant's Pass yester-
day from the scene of the strike, the
claims of himself and associates belrig
the ones on Which the discovery V3
made. He brought in a quantity of ore
from the strike. It is tho finest ever
taken from any copper mine In the West.

"We have made the rich strike in what
we call the Cleopatra group of claims,
located In Del Norte County, Cal., and
running a distance of 13.BJ0 feet into that
county. The claims have a width Of
5000 feet cropping Into Josephine County
as Its northern extremity. Tho camp,
which we call the Deltrick district, can
only be reached by way or Grant's Pas
and by the Grant's Pass-Cresce- nt City
stage road. The Diamond Creek road,
which our company recently bulk, leads-fro-

the Grant's ass-Crescent City road
to Camp Crawford, where our claims are
situated.

"We have a force ot 16 men at work
taking out ore.

producer, but hecauso of the fact that
It has been the means of bringing to
light the existence of n metal as an
allOy that he has long contended was
produced In the natural state, and this
Is electrum. For several years. Colonel
Crawford has been giving his attention
to this matter. Tho electrum which
Colonel Crawford has discovered Is a
combination of copper, silver and gold
and has great commercial value in the
manufacturing of elcctrotyplng and half-
tone plates. Great chunks of this metal
weighing hundreds of pounds each, are
removed from the claims of Colonel
Crawford and associates. Samples ot
the ore have been Identified by an as--
sayer. c

Colonel Crawford has found the ore
In quantity running along stratifications
of asbestos, and occupying what Is known
as the "Great Copper Pole." This extends
from Mount Shasta northward through
the Slsklyous, through Del Norte County.
Oak, through Josephine County, following
In this course o Alaska, where It Joins
the noted Klondike gold fields. This cop-
per discovery will benefit the world gen-
erally, especially In Its production, of
electrum ores.
